TOUGH SCHEDULE IN 2015-16

> Last year, the SEC sent a league-best nine teams to the NCAA Tourna-
ment, becoming just the second conference ever with that many selec-
tions. Earning NCAA trips were South Carolina, Auburn, Texas A&M,
Georgia, Kentucky, Florida, Tennessee, Mississippi State and Missouri.
The SEC added a 10th team to the postseason with Alabama select-
ed to participate in the WNIT. Arkansas went 4-9 against the league
postseason teams a year ago.

»In addition to the SEC opponents who went to the postseason last
year, the Razorbacks also played Missouri State, Oregon State, South
Dakota State and Texas who were also selected to the NCAA Tourna-
ment. Rutgers earned a trip to the WNIT.

» Arkansas was the only program in the Big Five Conferences to open
league play facing five ranked teams in its first six games.
