A DEEP BENCH - WITH EXPERIENCE
Last season, Arkansas had just three returners who had played minutes for head coach Jimmy 
Dykes.  This year, the Razorbacks return nine players who saw action in games last season.  The 
returners have 290 combined games of experience, 2,367 career points and 1,065 career re-
bounds.
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ACTION JACKSON
ffJessica Jackson was the second fastest player in program history to reach 1,000 career points. 
She was the 19th player in program history to score at least 1,000 career points and grab at 
least 500 career rebounds reaching that milestone at LSU. Jackson became just the seventh 
player to score at least 1,000 career points, grab at least 500 rebounds and have at least 100 
career blocks at Auburn.

just the second conference ever with that many selections.  Earning NCAA trips were 
South Carolina, Auburn, Texas A&M, Georgia, Kentucky, Florida, Tennessee, Mississippi 
State and Missouri.  The SEC added a 10th team to the postseason with Alabama select-
ed to participate in the WNIT.  Arkansas went 4-9 against the league postseason teams 
a year ago.
ffIn addition to the SEC opponents who went to the postseason last year, the Razorbacks 
also played Missouri State, Oregon State, South Dakota State and Texas who were also 
selected to the NCAA Tournament.  Rutgers earned a trip to the WNIT.
ffArkansas was the only program in the Big Five Conferences to open league play facing 
five ranked teams in its first six games.
