PREVIOUS GAME
»Jailyn Mason was the first Razorback in double
figures. It is her 10th double-figure game of the
year and her fourth in a row.
»Malica Monk was in double figures for the 16th
time this season. It was the 10th time this year
that Monk has led the team in scoring.
»Bailey Zimmerman had a season-best 11 points.
She was 1-for-29 from distance but went 3-for-5
from 3-point range in the game.
»Arkansas had 10 steals. It is the sixth time this
season the Razorbacks have posted double digit
steals.

ABOUTARKANSAS
»The Razorbacks are the only SEC team that does
not return a double-figure scorer.

»Arkansas is 8-1 at home this season includ-
ing an SEC win over Ole Miss. Arkansas has won
double-digit home games 16 times and the sin-
gle-season best is a 15-4 home record in 1998-99.
»Arkansas is in the midst of playing four of five
games on the road. The Razorbacks have back-to-
back SEC road contests at Georgia (Jan. 11) and at
Auburn (Jan. 14). They host Florida (Jan. 18) and
again go back-to-back with games at Missouri
(Jan. 21) and at South Carolina (Jan 25).
»Arkansas is first in the SEC and ranks 19th in
the country for fewest turnovers with just 198
this year.

»Arkansas ranks second the SEC and is 16th in
the country with just 12.4 turnovers per game.
»Arkansas ranks second in the SEC and is 19th
in the country with 424 3-point field goals at-
tempted.

»Arkansas ranks second in the SEC with 79
3-point field goals made per game and fourth
for 3-pointers made with 127.

The Fourth Quarter Is Ours

»Arkansas has taken the same number or more
shots than its opponent and more 3-pointers in
14 of 17 games.

»Arkansas has outrebounded or had the same
number of rebounds in eight games including six
in a row prior to the ASU game.

»Arkansas has had the same or fewer turnovers
in the fourth quarter in 10 games.

»Arkansas has outscored opponents 335-333 in
the final 10 minutes.

Better Numbers

»Devin Cosper has 41 3-pointers made - 16 better
than her single season best. She has scored more
points (275) through 17 games than she did all of
last season (187 pts/29 g).

»Cosper scored 104 points in SEC games last year
- she has 63 points in four games this season.
»Jailyn Mason has made 25 3-pointers through 17
games. She made 19 in 30 games last year.
»Malica Monk has scored 281 points in 17 games.
Her single season best was 247 points set in 27
games last year.

»Malica Monk has made 75 free throws - more
makes than the two previous years combined.

You will hear Mike Neighbors say this a lot. He wants his teams to play as
fast as possible and still function at a high level. That may look different
from possession to possession depending on what Arkansas is running.

TRUST, TALENT AND TIME
My program will be built on three things. It's very simple.

TRUST - The highest form of loyalty that has to be earned, managed and
sometimes re-earned. If we don't have this, nothing will work and the stool's
legs will fall off and everything will collapse.

TALENT - It doesn't mean you can dribble, shoot, pass and rebound. It's a
lot of other things like the ability to engage with the fan base and willing-
ness to sign autographs for a 10-year-old child you might be inspiring.

TIME - It's just not being on time or making time. It's how you utilize your
time and who you invest your time with and be around.
Trust, talent and time. Those will be our pillars.

30 AND COUNTING
This year, Arkansas director of operations Amber Shirey enters her 30th
season as a Razorback. The former Amber Nicholas was a two-time
All-Southwest Conference selection during her four-year playing career
from 1989-92. She spent one season (1992-93) as a student coach helping
Arkansas transition to the Southeastern Conference. She moved on to a
graduate assistant and assistant coach from 1993-94 through the 2006-07
season. In 2007-08 Shirey transitioned to the director of operations posi-
tion holding that spot until she returned to the sidelines as an assistant
coach for the 2013 and 2014 seasons. She moved into her current position
as the Executive Director of Operations in 2014-15. She has been a part of
seven different head coach’s staffs during her tenure.

Arkansas trailed the Miners by one, 62-61, with :38 seconds remaining in the
game. UTEP hit a jumper with :08 seconds to seal the win.

»Arkansas trimmed the Kansas lead to four points, 57-53, at the 5:44 mark
of the fourth quarter and trailed by two possessions, 66-60, with :39 sec-
onds to go.

LINEUPS

»Arkansas’ most common lineup has been Monk, Williams, Mason, Cosper
and Zimmerman. This lineup has started 15 of 16 games.

»This group has played 163:13 minutes together, scored 298 points and al-
