»Arkansas shot 44% in the first half. That is the
best since the Razorbacks defeated Alabama in
Tuscaloosa on Feb. 4. Arkansas shot 45% in that
game.

»Arkansas led 36-32 at the half. It is the first time
since the Alabama game (Feb. 4) that the Razor-
backs have led at the break and the 10th time all
season. Arkansas is 9-1 when leading at the half.
»Kiara Williams was the first Razorback in double
figures. She has scored in double figures 11 times
this season.

»Malica Monk (17) has scored in double figures in
27-0f-29 games while Devin Cosper (13) and Jai-
lyn Mason (14) have scored double figures in 19
games this year.

ABOUT ARKANSAS

»The Razorbacks are the only SEC team that does
not return a double-figure scorer.

»Arkansas ranks second in the SEC and is 13th
in the country with 760 3-point field goals at-
tempted.

»Arkansas ranks third in the SEC with 7.6
3-point field goals made per game and fourth for
3-pointers made with 219.

Taking Care of the Ball
»Arkansas has forced its opponents to turnover
the ball more times than they have in 19 games
and tied the opponent in TO's once (NMSU).
»Arkansas has forced double digit turnoversin 25
games while committing single digit miscues in
nine games.

»Arkansas has collected double digit steals in
eight games.

»Arkansas is second in the SEC and ranks 18th
in the country for fewest turnovers with 349.
»Arkansas ranks second the SEC and is 13th in
the country with just 12.0 turnovers per game.
Arkansas forces 14.3 turnovers per game.

Scoring in Double Digits

»Malica Monk has scored in double figures in 27
games this season. She has 43 career games with
double-digit scoring.

»Twenty-seven double-digit scoring games in a
single season ranks tied for tied for 6th all-time.
»Jailyn Mason (19), Devin Cosper (19), Kiara Wil-

cross-Baker (3), Keiryn Swenson (1) and Taylah
Thomas (1) have also scored in double figures this
season.

From Distance

»The Razorbacks have had seven games with 10+
3-point field goals made including a season-best
12 against UTA

»Arkansas has had 18 games with more and one
game with the same number of 3-pointers than
it's opponent.

»Arkansas has had seven games with 30+ 3PFGA
and one with 40+. Fifteen attempts at Alabama is
the season low.

»Arkansas has allowed only five opponents dou-
ble digit makes from distance.

You will hear Mike Neighbors say this a lot. He wants his teams to play as
fast as possible and still function at a high level. That may look different
from possession to possession depending on what Arkansas is running.

TRUST, TALENT AND TIME
My program will be built on three things. It's very simple.

TRUST - The highest form of loyalty that has to be earned, managed and
sometimes re-earned. If we don't have this, nothing will work and the stool's
legs will fall off and everything will collapse.

TALENT - It doesn't mean you can dribble, shoot, pass and rebound. It's a
lot of other things like the ability to engage with the fan base and willing-
ness to sign autographs for a 10-year-old child you might be inspiring.

TIME - It's just not being on time or making time. It's how you utilize your
time and who you invest your time with and be around.
Trust, talent and time. Those will be our pillars.

One of the things Mike Neighbors stressed when he was hired was his desire
to take care of the players, the staff and the fans who have been loyal to the
Razorback program. He has told our fans that he wants them to stand “Be-
side Us". Don't be behind us, stand next to us and go through the process
of building our program.

SHOTS AND POSSESSIONS
Mike Neighbors wants a lot of shots and a lot of possessions. The number is
often determined by pace of play and Arkansas will push the tempo.

30 AND COUNTING
This year, Arkansas director of operations Amber Shirey enters her 30th
season as a Razorback. The former Amber Nicholas was a two-time
All-Southwest Conference selection during her four-year playing career
from 1989-92. She spent one season (1992-93) as a student coach helping
Arkansas transition to the Southeastern Conference. She moved on to a
graduate assistant and assistant coach from 1993-94 through the 2006-07
season. In 2007-08 Shirey transitioned to the director of operations posi-
tion holding that spot until she returned to the sidelines as an assistant
coach for the 2013 and 2014 seasons. She moved into her current position
as the Executive Director of Operations in 2014-15. She has been a part of
seven different head coach’s staffs during her tenure.

ABOUT VANDERBILT

»The Commodores came from behind to defeat the Razorbacks on their

home court in the final reqular season game of the year.

»Arkansas had four players in double figures but a career night from Van-
derbilt's Kayla Overbeck was the difference in the game.

»Arkansas shot over 40% in an SEC game for just the sixth time at Vander-
bilt. The Razorbacks were 29-71 for 40.8% from the field.

»Arkansas likes to shoot the 3 but Vanderbilt doesn't mind the outside shot
either. The Commodores rank third in the SEC for 3-point field goal percent-

age at 38.1%.

»They are fifth in the SEC for 3-point field goals made (207) and 3-point field
goals per game (6.9).

IMPORTANT STATS

Try and turn them over: Vanderbilt averages 18.0 turnovers per game.
Arkansas needs to limit its turnovers and score off of Vanderbilt's miscues
in this game. The Razorbacks forced 21 Commodore turnovers in the first :
meeting this season.

Just FYI: Arkansas attempted a SEC game school-record 36 3-point field
goals in the game against Vanderbilt on Sunday.
