A RACE TO THE FINISH

Arkansas and No. 6 Texas A&M (34-
16,18-10 SEC) are tied atop the SEC
Western Division standings with one
games left to go in the reqular season.
The Hogs are seeking their fourth
consecutive SEC West title after having
won the division in 2018, 2019 and 2021.
Vanderbilt (1971-74) and Florida
(1977-85) are the only teams in SEC
history to have ever won four or more
consecutive division titles.

SEC West foes Auburn (1963-65) and
LSU (1992-94, 1996-98) have previously
won division titles three times in a row.

DEFENSIVE WIZARDRY

The Razorbacks are ranked second in
the SEC and fifth nationally in fielding
percentage (.983), committing just 33
errors in 53 games this season.
Arkansas set a school record in fielding
percentage (.980) one year ago with 45
errors over 63 games in 2021.

SOOIEVILLE SLUGGERS

Arkansas has belted 79 home runs
through 53 games this year, led by INF/
OF Brady Slavens' team-high 13 dingers
OF Braydon Webb's 12 blasts.

The Hogs hit a nation-leading 109 home
runs in 63 games last year, setting a
single-season program record.



Junior infielder Robert Moore is a consensus preseason All-American entering the
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2022 campaign and one of the top college prospects ahead of the 2022 MLB Draft.

MOORE OF THE SAME

INF Robert Moore, one of the best college baseball players in the
country last year, is expected to do more of the same in 2022.
Moore slashed .283/.384/.558 with a team-leading 16 home runs and
53 RBI'in 2021, his first full season with the Razorbacks.

The Leawood, Kan., native established himself as one of college
baseball's premier middle infielders, earning All-SEC, Newcomer All-
SEC and SEC All-Defensive praise after the year.

Moore became the first Razorback in program history to earn
Freshman All-America status in multiple seasons, landing on
Baseball America's Freshman All-America Team in 2021 after he was
named to Collegiate Baseball's Freshman All-America Team in 2020.
The switch-hitting infielder enters 2022 as a consensus preseason
All-American as well as a watch list honoree for the Golden Spikes
Award, mostly recently won by Arkansas RHP Kevin Kopps.

MLB scouts and talent evaluators will have their eyes on Moore all
season long. Baseball America ranks him as the No. 8 overall college
prospect for the 2022 MLB Draft as well as the second-best second
baseman among all college prospects.

D1Baseball ranks Moore as the No. 10 college prospect and the
second-best collegiate second baseman ahead of the 2022 draft.

NEW NUMBER, SAME JB

One of the nation's top shortstops a year ago, INF Jalen Battles
opted to not sign during the 2021 MLB Draft and return to Arkansas.
Battles, a native of San Antonio, Texas, slashed .269/.371/.407 with
six homers and 43 RBI in 2021, his first season at Arkansas after
transferring from McLennan Community College in Waco, Texas.

He hit .538 with seven base knocks, including a double and a homer,
five RBI and five runs scored in the 2021 SEC Tournament to earn
MVP honors and help Arkansas win its first SEC Tournament title.
The slick-handed infielder, who wore No. 4 in 2021, now sports the
highly sought-after No. 2, which previously belonged to Arkansas
head baseball coach Dave Van Horn.

Van Horn wore the number as a player at Arkansas in 1982 and had
donned it since his first season at the helm of his alma mater in
2003. The Razorback skipper, however, struck a deal with Battles
that allowed him to don the number if he returned to Arkansas for
his senior year in 2022.

TURNER TIME

C/INF Michael Turner, one of two graduate transfers to join the Hogs
this offseason, is in his first year at Arkansas after spending the
initial four seasons of his collegiate career at Kent State (2018-21).

®  The Warren, Ohio, native earned All-MAC honors in 2019 after hitting
.369/.448/.539 with four homers and 42 RBI while posting a .982
fielding percentage and throwing out 12 attempted base stealers.

e Qver his four seasons at Kent State, Turner slashed .322./.413/.481
with 11 homers and 88 RBI in 118 games with 107 starts.

LANZO

®  Like Turner, OF Chris Lanzilli is in his first year at Arkansas after
joining the program as a graduate transfer from Wake Forest, where
he spent the first four seasons of his career (2018-21).

®  The Stoneham, Mass., native appeared in 170 games with 166 starts
while at Wake Forest, finishing his career there with a .298 batting
average and 195 hits, 147 RBI, 42 home runs, 46 doubles and 76 walks.

® lanzilli's 48 career homers are tied for seventh most among all

active Division | college baseball players.

® [NF Peyton Stovall is one of the Razorbacks' highly touted
newcomers garnering a ton of preseason of hype.

® The Haughton, La., native was a projected first-round pick in the 2021
MLB Draft before he withdrew his name in order to attend Arkansas.

®  Stovall was picked as the Preseason SEC Freshman of the Year by
both D1Baseball and Baseball America.

®  The $27 million facility was funded entirely by athletic revenues,
gifts and bond proceeds from a bond issue.

Dave Van Horn, the 2004 and 2021 SEC Coach of the Year,
enters his 20th season at the helm of the Arkansas baseball
program in 2022. In his 20 seasons as Head Hog, Van Horn
has elevated Arkansas into one of the nation's premier
teams. Van Horn has led the Razorbacks to six College World
Series appearances, 17 NCAA Tournament berths, two SEC
overall titles, six SEC Western Division championships, one
SEC Tournament title and a total of 787 wins and counting.

Snce returning to his alma mater in 2003 to take over
for retiring legendary Arkansas head baseball coach
Norm DeBriyn, Van Horn has continued to successfully
field nationally competitive teams while grooming two
Golden Spikes Award and Dick Howser Trophy winners in
Andrew Benintendi and Kevin Kopps as well as numerous
All-Americans, all-conference performers and future
professional baseball players. Under his watch, 34 Hogs
have been named All-Americans, 41 as All-SEC players and
120 have been picked in the MLB Draft. Those 120 draft picks
are third most among all active head coaches in the SEC.

Van Horn, who is the second-winningest coach in Arkansas
history, has 313 career SEC wins to his name and is one of
only five head coaches in college baseball history, along
with Mississippi State/Georgia’s Ron Polk (453), Ole Miss’
Mike Bianco (342), LSU's Skip Bertman (328) and Vanderbilt's
Tim Corbin (320), with 300 or more SEC wins in their career.

Including his years at Nebraska, Northwestern State and
Central Missouri State, Van Horn has racked up 1,159 wins at
four-year institutions, sixth most among all active DI head
coaches. He is also one of seven active DI head coaches with
1,100 or more wins at four-year schools.
