* Player of the Week: Cooper McMurray, Auburn

Auburn’s Cooper McMurray led the SEC in home runs (5)
and total bases (20) last week while tying for the league
lead in runs (7) and RBI (9) to help lead his team to three
wins, including a series victory against Mississippi State.
McMurray hit four home runs over the weekend, including
a three-run homer and a two-run shot on Sunday. He also
hit a solo home run in Auburn’s one-run victory on Friday.

o Co-Pitcher of the Week: Charlie Goldstein, Georgia
Georgia's Charlie Goldstein tossed a career-high six
shutout innings with no walks and five strikeouts to earn
a win and clinch the series over No. 5 Arkansas. He faced
just one over the minimum in his outing (19 batters), and
after allowing a two-out double in the fourth, picked the
runner off to end the inning.

o Co-Pitcher of the Week: Chase Burns, Tennessee
Tennessee's Chase Burns struck out eight and allowed
just one hit and no runs in two relief appearances during
the Vols' series sweep of No. 2 Vanderbilt, picking up the
win in the series opener on Friday night before finishing
off Sunday's series finale with a 1-2-3 ninth inning. Burns
entered with a runner on and no outs in the top of the
10th in Friday night's series opener and proceeded to
strike out the next three batters.

e Freshman of the Week: Ethan Petry, South Carolina
South Carolina’s Ethan Petry had five hits, including a pair
of home runs and a double, to go along with eight RBI to
help the Gamecocks sweep No. 2 Florida. Petry also broke
another freshman record at Caroling, as his two-run
double on Saturday set the freshman RBI record. He now
has 64 RBI and broke the record of 63.

e Ten SEC teams are ranked in the top-30 of the RPI
through April 23, including four in the top-five: South
Carolina (1), Kentucky (2), LSU (3) and Arkansas (5).

e Seven SEC baseball teams are ranked in the top-10

of the major polls this week. LSU is again ranked No. 1.
Other SEC teams in the top-25 include: South Carolina
(2), Florida (4), Vanderbilt (5), Arkansas (6), Tennessee
(8) and Kentucky (10).

e SEC teams and individuals entering the week ranked
No. 1 statistically in the NCAA include:

» South Carolina with an .850 winning percentage

» LSU's Dylan Crews with a .496 batting average

» Florida’s Jac Caglianone with 23 home runs

» LSU's Dylan Crews with a.643 on base percentage

» LSU’s Paul Skenes with 115 strikeouts

» Florida’s Jac Caglianone with 147 total bases

season, signifying that they have earned their college
degrees.

e Four SEC coaches rank among the winningest active
Division | coaches in the nation: Dave Van Horn (6th
with 1,197 wins), Tim Corbin (11th with 976 wins), Mike
Bianco (12th with 975 wins), and Jim Schlossnagle (18th
with 879 wins).

e A total of 88 players formerly from SEC schools were
named to Major League Baseball opening day rosters. No
other conference had more than 52 players on opening
day rosters.

Otherwise, once the tie has
been reduced to two teams, the two-team tiebreaker procedure will be used.
A.If all three teams are common opponents: Total won-lost percentage of games
played among the tied teams.
B. Won-lost percentage of the tied teams versus the No. 1 seed and proceeding
through the No. 12 seed, if necessary, using common opponents only.
C. If three or more teams still are tied, the Commissioner will conduct a draw.
