e Player of the Week: Jared Wegner, Arkansas

Arkansas’ Jared Wegner began his Razorback career by
slashing .545/.643/1.365 (6-for-11) with four extra-base
hits, including two home runs, and eight RBI over three
games against ranked opponents in the College Baseball
Showdown at Globe Life Field. Wegner had at least one
hit, reached base at least twice and scored at least one
run in all three games, leading the Hogs to a pair of wins
against ranked Big 12 teams.

o Pitcher of the Week: Paul Skenes, LSU

LSU’s Paul Skenes, making his debut in a Tiger uniform,
worked six shutout frames on Friday to defeat Western
Michigan, allowing just three hits with one walk and 12
strikeouts. The 12 strikeouts represented the most by an
LSU pitcher since April 15,2021 by Landon Marceaux.

o Co-Freshman of the Week: lke Irish, Auburn

Auburn’s lke Irish recorded a hit and a double in all three
games, including multiple hits in two of three against
Indiana. He legged out an infield single in his first career
at-bat and finished his Auburn debut 3-for-5 with two
runs, a double and a RBI on Friday. Irish had a two-RBI
double in the third inning of game two.

o Co-Freshman of the Week: Bryce Chance, Mississippi
State

Mississippi State’s Bryce Chance finished the weekend
with seven hits, including a home run and a double to go
along with seven RBI, four runs scored and a pair of walks
to lead the Bulldogs to a series win vs. VMI. Chance made

his collegiate debut and on Friday Night and went 3-for-5.

e Week 2 of the 2023 season features the first slate of
midweek games followed by weekend series. SEC teams
combined to go 33-9 during opening weekend including
a 6-3 mark by Arkansas, Missouri and Vanderbilt against
ranked teams in the College Baseball Showdown at Globe
Life Field.

e Eleven different SEC programs are ranked in the top-25
of the major polls entering the second weeks of the sea-
son. LSU remains the consensus No. 1 following a sweep
of Western Michigan. Florida is No. 2 in a pair of polls.
Other SEC teams is the top-25 of the polls are Tennessee
(2), Arkansas (3), Ole Miss (4), Texas A&M (4), Vander-
bilt (5), Auburn (17), Alabama (20), South Carolina (23)
and Mississippi State (24).

e The SEC is coming off a year in which nine of its teams
(tied for the most of any conference) earned an NCAA
Tournament bid. The SEC led all conferences with five
teams in the Super Regionals and four teams in the
College World Series.

o Atotal of 49 SEC baseball student-athletes are eligible
to wear the SEC graduate patch on their uniforms this
season, signifying that they have earned their college
degrees.

e Four SEC coaches rank among the winningest active
Division | coaches in the nation: Dave Van Horn (6th
with 1,169 wins), Mike Bianco (11th with 957 wins), Tim
Corbin (12th with 949 wins) and Jim Schlossnagle (18th
with 858 wins).

2. Three-Team Tie (or more). The following procedure will be used in the following order
until the tie is broken: (Note: If the three tied teams have three different records against
each other, they shall be seeded in best-percentage order.) Otherwise, once the tie has
been reduced to two teams, the two-team tiebreaker procedure will be used.
A.If all three teams are common opponents: Total won-lost percentage of games
played among the tied teams.
B. Won-lost percentage of the tied teams versus the No. 1 seed and proceeding
through the No. 12 seed, if necessary, using common opponents only.
C. If three or more teams still are tied, the Commissioner will conduct a draw.
