•	 In the final non-conference weekend 

series before SEC play gets underway, 
No. 2 Arkansas welcomes in Southland 
Conference foe McNeese for a three-
game set at Baum-Walker Stadium.

•	 The Razorbacks and Cowboys will play 
a doubleheader Saturday, March 9, 
consisting of two nine-inning games, 
with first pitch scheduled for noon. 

•	 Game two will begin approximately 45 
minutes after game one’s conclusion.

 
GOING FOR 30 IN A ROW
•	 Entering this weekend’s three-game 

matchup against McNeese, Arkansas 
has won 29 consecutive non-
conference home weekend series. 

•	 The Razorbacks have not lost or tied 
a non-conference regular season 
weekend series at Baum-Walker 
Stadium since dropping two-of-three 
games against South Alabama during 
the 2014 campaign. 
 

HISTORY LESSON
•	 Arkansas is 6-3 all-time against 

McNeese, including a 4-3 mark in games 
played in Fayetteville. 

•	 Under head coach Dave Van Horn, the 
Razorbacks are 5-1 overall against 
the Cowboys, including a 3-1 record at 
Baum-Walker Stadium.

H. SMITH THE ACE
•	 Arkansas ace Hagen Smith, who is 

slated to take the mound in Saturday’s 
series opener against McNeese, is 1-0 
with a 2.77 ERA and 31 strikeouts in 13.0 
innings over three starts this season. 

•	 The junior left-hander is currently 
tied for fifth in the country in total 
strikeouts (31) and ranks first nationally 
in strikeouts per nine innings (21.5).

•	 Entering Friday, Smith has recorded 
230 career strikeouts in 162.0 innings. 

•	 The Bullard Texas, native’s 230 career 
punchouts rank seventh on Arkansas’ 
career strikeouts list.

•	 Smith is two strikeouts shy of matching 
Razorback great Kevin Kopps (232) for 
sixth all-time. 

GOOD START
•	 The Hogs are 10-2 through their first 12 

games of the 2024 season. 
•	 Arkansas has gotten off to a 10-2 or 

better start 12 times under head coach 
Dave Van Horn: 2003-06, 2008, 2011-12, 
2016, 2019, 2021, 2023 and now 2024.

•	 Last season, the Hogs went 18-2 
through their first 20 games. Since 
1960, Arkansas has begun 18-2 or better 
through its first 20 games eight times 
(1982, 1995-96, 2003, 2005, 2012, 2019 
and 2023), as well as five times in the 
Van Horn era.

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H. SMITH
•	 Junior LHP Hagen Smith, the Razorback ace and team captain, 

earned the start on Opening Day for the second consecutive season.
•	 Smith is the first Arkansas pitcher to make consecutive season-

opening starts since RHP Blaine Knight did so in 2017-18.
•	 Smith tied an Arkansas single-game record during his 17-strikeout 

gem against Oregon State (Feb. 23). Smith, who threw just 78 pitches 
in six innings, matched Jess Todd’s program record for strikeouts in 
a single game, doing so in 40 fewer pitches than Todd threw against 
South Carolina on May 24, 2007, in the SEC Tournament. 

•	 Smith was a consensus All-American in 2023 after making 18 
appearances with 11 starts on the mound and posting an 8-2 record 
with a 3.64 ERA, a team-leading 109 strikeouts and a pair of saves in 
71.2 innings of work during his outstanding sophomore campaign. 

•	 In SEC play, Smith made 11 appearances with five starts, and went 5-1 
record with a 3.07 ERA. The left-hander totaled 65 strikeouts over 44 
innings and held opposing hitters to a .201 batting average.

•	 A semifinalist for last year’s Golden Spikes Award and the College 
Baseball Foundation’s National Pitcher of the Year Award, Smith 
was one of two starting pitchers, along with LSU ace Paul Skenes, to 
receive All-SEC first-team honors one season ago. 

•	 The Bullard, Texas, native became Arkansas’ first starting pitcher to 
earn All-SEC first-team accolades since RHP Ryne Stanek in 2013.

•	 LHP Hagen Smith, who has 31 strikeouts in 13.0 innings this season, 

surpassed the 200-strikeout plateau against Murray State on March 1 
to enter the top 10 for career strikeouts by a Razorback pitcher.

CAN YOU DIGGS IT
•	 Junior OF Kendall Diggs enters the 2024 campaign as a preseason 

All-SEC first-team honoree, as well as one of the Razorbacks’ three 
team captains alongside LHP Hagen Smith and INF Peyton Stovall.

•	 Diggs slashed .299/.436/.547 with 12 home runs, a team-leading 63 
runs batted in and a team-high 46 walks over 58 games in 2023.

•	 The Olathe, Kan., native, who received All-SEC second-team honors 
as designated hitter/utility last season, posted a .291/.437/.495 slash 
line with four homers and a team-leading 33 RBI in conference play.

•	 Diggs finished his stellar sophomore season with 14 multi-hit games 
and a team-leading 17 multi-RBI games. He also logged a season-
long 13-game hitting streak and reached base in a team-leading 34 
consecutive games.

•	 For his career, Diggs has swatted 16 career home runs, six of which 
have been three-run homers. He has also hit two grand slams.

 
STOVE ON THE MEND
•	 Junior INF Peyton Stovall will miss four-to-six weeks with a broken 

foot (no surgery required) suffered during a preseason scrimmage.
•	 The Razorback team captain slashed .253/.330/.393 with five homers 

and 31 RBI in 38 games last season, playing through a shoulder injury 
before he was shut down to undergo surgery to repair a torn labrum.

•	 As a true freshman in 2022, Stovall played in 52 games with 51 starts 
and slashed .295/.373/.425 with six homers and 31 RBI.

•	 In the NCAA Tournament, he slashed a team-leading .429/.451/.571 
with two homers and 13 RBI in 11 games. He finished tied for the team 
lead in hits (21) during the Razorbacks’ postseason run.

•	 In the College World Series, Stovall slashed .360/.360/.520 with one 
home run and a team-leading 10 RBI in five games.

•	 He racked up a season-high five hits, including a double, and tallied 
three RBI vs. Auburn in Omaha, becoming the first player with five 
hits in a College World Series game since UNC’s Dustin Ackley (2009).

BRADY T
•	 Junior RHP Brady Tygart is expected to be a mainstay in the 

Razorback rotation this season.
•	 Tygart made 10 appearances with six starts on the mound in 

2023. Despite missing time due to an injury scare, he finished his 
sophomore season with a 3-1 record with a 3.20 ERA, 31 strikeouts 
and one save in 25.1 innings to earn All-America honors from the 
College Baseball Foundation.

•	 The Hernando, Miss., native allowed only 11 runs (nine earned) and 
issued only eight walks all season. He limited opposing hitters to .167 
batting average.

•	 In SEC play, Tygart made four appearances (all starts) on the mound 
and posted a 1-0 record with a 1.80 ERA in 10.0 innings. He allowed 
just two runs while striking out 12 against conference opponents, 
and held opposing hitters to a minuscule .094 batting average.

GOT THAT WOOD
•	 Sophomore RHP Gage Wood is will play a key role in the Razorback 

bullpen this season.
•	 As a true freshman in 2023, Wood emerged as Arkansas’ closer, 

going 2-0 with a 4.80 ERA, 42 strikeouts and a team-leading five 
saves in 30.0 innings of work.

•	 The Batesville, Ark., native limited opposing hitters to a meager 
.198 batting average during the season and earned a spot on the 
Freshman All-SEC Team at the year’s end.

•	 All five of Wood’s saves came in SEC play, and all five of his saves 
were of the multi-inning variety, including three three-inning saves. 

•	 He became the fourth Arkansas freshman since 2003, Dave Van 
Horn’s first year, to record five or more saves in a single season.

broken foot suffered during a preseason scrimmage.

MACE THE ACE
•	 Junior LHP Mason Molina was a big-time transfer portal pickup.
•	 The left-hander from Rancho Santa Margarita, Calif., started 16 

games on the mound last season at Texas Tech, finishing with a 6-2 
record and a 3.67 ERA over a team-high 83.1 innings to earn All-Big 12 
honors at the year’s end.

•	 Molina racked up a team-leading 108 strikeouts to go with just 35 
walks on the year. He was the team leader in wins (6) while limiting 
opposing hitters to a .208 batting average.

•	 As a true freshman in 2022, Molina appeared in 20 games with nine 
starts on the mound. The lefty, who struck out 71 on the year, owned 
a 1.96 ERA out of the pen in 11 relief appearances over 18.1 innings.

•	 For his career, Molina has racked up 208 strikeouts in 154.2 innings. 
•	 As of March 5, the left-hander is one of just 25 active Division I 

pitchers, and one of only four active SEC pitchers, with 200 or more 
career strikeouts to their name.

BIG TUNA
•	 True freshman LHP Colin Fisher has wasted no time proving he can 

pitch at a high level on the collegiate level.
•	 The Noble, Okla., native is 3-1 with a 1.59 ERA and 15 strikeouts over 

the first 11.1 innings of his career.
•	 Fisher made his collegiate debut on the mound in a start against 

James Madison (Feb. 19), twirling five shutout innings with four 
strikeouts to earn his first collegiate win. 

•	 His second appearance came in relief against Oklahoma State (Feb. 
24) in the Kubota College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in 
Arlington, Texas, where he struck out six over 2.1 innings to earn SEC 
Co-Freshman of the Week honors.

•	 He recorded his second collegiate win in his midweek start against 
Grambling (Feb. 27). He completed an inning of work with one 
strikeout to extend his scoreless innings streak.

•	 Fisher improved to 3-1 on the year after firing three innings of two-
run ball with four strikeouts against UCA (March 5).

•	 Before Arkansas, Fisher attended Noble High School in Noble, Okla.
•	 He was rated the No. 5 overall prospect and the No. 2 left-handed 

pitcher in Oklahoma by Perfect Game. 

BIG MAC
•	 Veteran RHP Will McEntire can do it all on the mound as a starter 

or as a reliever for the Razorbacks.
•	 The redshirt senior has pitched in 41 career games with 19 starts, 

racking up 157 strikeouts over 161.0 innings of work.
•	 McEntire has recorded at least one save in each of the last three 

seasons. He earned his first save of the 2024 campaign against 
Murray State (March 3).

•	 One of McEntire’s best outings came during the 2023 season in 
a start against Louisiana Tech (March 11), throwing a nine-inning 
complete game with six strikeouts on 97 pitches. He allowed just one 
unearned run on three hits and a walk in the dominant performance.

•	 His nine-inning complete game was the first by a Razorback pitcher 
since RHP Dominic Taccolini’s 10-inning complete game shutout 
against SEC Eastern Division foe Kentucky in 2016.

•	 His three-hitter was the first by a Razorback pitcher since RHP 
Ryne Stanek’s nine-inning complete game three-hitter at #6 South 
Carolina in 2013.Junior left-hander Mason Molina, who has 208 career strikeouts in 154.2 innings, is 

one of only 25 active Division I pitchers with 200 or more career strikeouts.

True freshman pitcher Colin Fisher fired 8.2 scoreless innings to begin his collegiate 
career, racking up 11 strikeouts over three appearances in the process.
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Infielder Wehiwa Aloy, a Sacramento State transfer, was a consensus All-American 
last season after slashing .376/.427/.662 with 14 home runs and 46 RBI on the year.

ALOHOGS
•	 Sophomore INF Wehiwa Aloy is a name you need to know.
•	 Aloy, a Sacramento State transfer, was a consensus Freshman 

All-American last season after slashing .376/.427/.662 on the season 
with 69 runs, 88 hits, 15 doubles, five triples, 14 homers and 46 RBI. 

•	 Also named the Western Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year, 
he racked up 88 hits, including 15 doubles and five triples, with 69 
runs scored during his rookie campaign in 2023.

•	 Aloy enters the 2024 season, his first with the Razorbacks, as a 
preseason All-American by the NCBWA. 

•	 The shortstop also earned a spot on the preseason watch list for this 
year’s Golden Spikes Award.

Dave Van Horn, the three-time SEC Coach of the Year, is in his 
22nd season at the helm of the Arkansas baseball program.

In his time as Head Hog, Van Horn has elevated Arkansas 
into one of the nation’s premier teams. Van Horn has led the 
Razorbacks to seven College World Series appearances, 19 
NCAA Tournament berths, three SEC overall titles, seven SEC 
Western Division championships, one SEC Tournament title 
and a total of 849 wins, including 333 SEC victories.

Since returning to his alma mater to take over for retiring 
legendary Arkansas head baseball coach Norm DeBriyn, 
Van Horn has continued to successfully field nationally 
competitive teams while also grooming two Golden Spikes 
Award and Dick Howser Trophy winners in outfielder Andrew 
Benintendi (2015) and pitcher Kevin Kopps (2021) as well as 
numerous All-Americans, all-conference performers and 
future professional baseball players. Under his guidance, 
32 Razorbacks have earned All-America honors, 46 have 
garnered All-SEC recognition and 136 have heard their 
names called in the Major League Baseball draft.

The second-winningest coach in Arkansas history, Van 
Horn has led the Razorbacks to 849 wins, including 333 SEC 
victories entering the 2024 season. He is one of only five 
head coaches in college baseball history, along with Ron 
Polk, Mike Bianco, Skip Bertman and Tim Corbin, with 300 or 
more SEC wins in their career.

Including his years at Nebraska, Northwestern State and 
Central Missouri State, Van Horn’s 1,220 wins at four-year 
institutions rank sixth-most among all active Division I head 
coaches. Including his 214 wins at Texarkana Community 
College, Van Horn’s 1,434 overall wins are the most among 
all active Division I head coaches.
