Junior LHP Hagen Smith, the Razorback ace and team captain, is in
the conversation for the best pitcher in all of college baseball.

®  Atwo-time SEC Pitcher of the Week this season, Smith is just the
fourth pitcher in Razorback history to earn the conference’s top

weekly honor multiple times in a season, joining David Walling (1999),

Nick Schmidt (2006) and Kevin Kopps (2021).

®  Smith, who earned the start on Opening Day for the second season
in a row, was the first Arkansas pitcher to make consecutive season-
opening starts since Blaine Knight did so in 2017-18.

® none of the greatest pitching performance in school history,
Smith tied an Arkansas single-game record with his 17-strikeout
gem against nationally ranked Oregon State (Feb. 23) in the Kubota
College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas.

®  Smith, named the SEC Pitcher of the Week for his effort,threw just 78
pitches in six innings and matched Jess Todd's program record for
strikeouts in a game, doing so in 40 fewer pitches than Todd threw
against South Carolina (May 24, 2007) in the SEC Tournament.

®  Smith was named the SEC Pitcher of the Week for the second time
this season after firing six scoreless innings with 12 strikeouts,
his fourth double-digit strikeout game of the season, in Arkansas'
series-opening shutout road win against Auburn (March 21).

® The Olathe, Kan., native, who received All-SEC second-team honors
as designated hitter/utility last season, posted a .291/.437/.495 slash
line with four homers and a team-leading 33 RBI in conference play.

®  Diggs finished his stellar sophomore season with 14 multi-hit games
and a team-leading 17 multi-RBI games.

Aloy, a Sacramento State transfer, was a consensus Freshman All-
American last season after slashing .376/.427/.662 with 14 home runs
and 46 runs batted in.

Also named the Western Athletic Conference Freshman of the Year,
Aloy racked up 88 hits, including 15 doubles and five triples, with 69
runs scored during his rookie campaign in 2023.

Aloy enters the 2024 season, his first with the Razorbacks, as a
preseason All-American by the NCBWA.

The shortstop also earned a spot on the preseason watch list for this
year's Golden Spikes Award.

Aloy is one of two Hawai'i natives, along with freshman INF Nolan
Souza, on this year's Arkansas roster. He is one of three native-born
Hawaiian student-athletes in Arkansas baseball history, including INF
Rick Nomura (2015-16) and Souza.

FROM LUBBOCK TO FAYETTEVILLE

Junior C Hudson White was another significant portal transfer who
came to Arkansas from Texas Tech during the offseason.

White was teammates with fellow transfer and All-Big 12 performer
LHP Mason Molina at Texas Tech.

The Keller, Texas, native played in 49 games last season at Texas
Tech and slashed .296/.397/.550 with 11 homers and 49 RBI.

White recorded 10 multi-RBI games, including three games with five
or more RBI, for the Red Raiders.

During his freshman campaign in 2021, White was named the Big 12
Freshman of the Year and earned Freshman All-America honors from
Collegiate Baseball and Perfect Game after hitting .260 on the year
with 11 doubles, six home runs and 40 RBI.

White, who was one of seven unanimous selections for the Big 12 All-
Freshman Team, became just the sixth Texas Tech freshman to earn
Big 12 Freshman of the Year honors, and the third since 2017, joining
Josh Jung (2017) and Gabe Holt (2018)

GET THE GACK

True freshman RHP Gabe Gaeckle has quickly established himself
as the Razorbacks' most dependable bullpen arm.

Through 13 appearances, the right-hander boasts a team-leading six
saves with a 3.13 ERA and 30 strikeouts over 23.0 innings of work.

2013 that the Hogs, who are also predicted to win the SEC Western
Division, have been picked to win the SEC baseball championship.

NOT ONE, NOT TWO, NOT THREE... BUT 59 STRIKEOUTS!

The Razorback pitching staff totaled an SEC-record 59 strikeouts

in a three-game series on Feb. 23-25 in the Kubota College Baseball
Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas.

The MLB record is 52 strikeouts in a three-game series, which was
accomplished by the Houston Astros in a three-game set against the
Baltimore Orioles on May 24-26, 2016.

Powered by LHP Hagen Smith's program record-tying 17 strikeouts,
Arkansas pitchers recorded 23 strikeouts against Oregon State to
break the previous single-game program record for strikeouts (18).
The next day, the Hogs tallied 25 strikeouts in a 14-inning marathon
against Oklahoma State to reset the single-game program record.
Arkansas pitchers closed out the weekend in Arlington, Texas, with 11
more strikeouts, including 10 by starter LHP Mason Molina, against
Michigan, bringing the three-game total to 59, a new SEC record.

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Dave Van Horn, the three-time SEC Coach of the Year, has
elevated Arkansas into one of the nation's premier college
baseball programs ever since returning to his alma mater to
take over for legendary former head baseball coach Norm
DeBriyn.

In his 22nd season as head coach in 2024, Van Horn, the
second-winningest coach in Arkansas baseball history,
has led the Razorbacks to seven College World Series
appearances, including a runner-up finish (2018) and
four top-five finishes (2009, 2012, 2018, 2022), 19 NCAA
Tournament berths, three SEC overall titles, seven SEC
Western Division championships, one SEC Tournament title
and 870 overall wins, including 345 SEC victories.

Van Horn, whose 1,455 career wins are the most among
all active Division | head coaches, is one of only five head
coaches in college baseball history with 300 or more SEC
wins in their career. Year in and year out, Van Horn has
produced nationally competitive teams and developed
elite-level student-athletes on and off the field, including
two Golden Spikes Award and Dick Howser Trophy winners
in outfielder Andrew Benintendi (2015) and pitcher Kevin
Kopps (2021), as well as numerous All-Americans, all-SEC
performers and future professional baseball players.

Under Van Horn's quidance, 32 Razorbacks have earned
All-America honors, 46 have garnered All-SEC recognition
and 136 have heard their names called in the Major League
Baseball draft.
