e The upcoming series will feature numerous promotions at The Joe as Alabama hosts top-ranked Arkansas.

e The theme for this weekend's ranked matchup will be "A-Day Weekend'. To start off the football-centric weekend in
Tuscaloosa, Alabama quarterback Jalen Milroe will throw out Friday's ceremonial first pitch.

e On Friday, fans can also get their third ‘Gameday at The Joe’ button. This weekend's button features the vintage ‘A’
Alabama logo. The buttons are part of a season-long promation on the weekends and will be handed out at select series
openers. Friday's series opener will also include a white Alabama rally towel giveaway, available while supplies last.
e Saturday's matchup will be the first ‘Alabama Hat Series' giveaway. Fans can get a cap at the gate that is unique to
the series with the Hogs, with the first hat design featuring the vintage ‘A" logo.

e The series finale with Arkansas will continue 'Kids' Day at The Joe'. All kids 12-and-under will have the chance to
run the bases postgame.

e Additionally, Sunday will be the Tide's third baseball card giveaway of the season. The giveaway part is part of a
season-long promotion highlighting the 2024 roster. Kids can get their pack of cards and stay after the game to get
autographs from the group of players featured on this Sunday's set of cards.

ABOUT ALABAMA

e Alabama enters the series with top-ranked Arkansas having lost four in a row. The Crimson Tide fell in three straight
games last weekend at 12th-ranked Kentucky before a midweek loss to South Alabama on Tuesday.

e The Tide suffered a 5-4 loss to South Alabama on Tuesday evening at Sewell-Thomas Stadium.

e Alabama posted four runs with two outs in the third to build an early advantage. The Jaguars answered with single
tallies in the fourth and fifth to cut the deficit in half and make it a 4-2 affair after five.

e |n the eighth, USA rallied with two outs, using a two-run double and an RBI-single to take a 5-4 lead. Alabama had
runners in scoring position in the eighth and reached a man in the ninth but could not rally for the comeback.

e The Crimson Tide received a solid start from Kade Snell on Tuesday, with the left-hander allowing two runs on five
hits and a pair of walks while striking out a season-high six.

e Alabama suffered a 6-2 loss to 12th-ranked Kentucky last Friday evening at Kentucky Proud Park.

e A low-scoring affair early, Kentucky struck first with a single tally in the second. Alabama then got on the board to
start the fifth with a run of its own, sending the game to the home half knotted up at one apiece.

e The tie would not last long as the Wildcats posted three runs in the fifth and two in the sixth to put the game out of
reach. The Tide continued to battle, reaching the leadoff man in each of the final five innings but crossed just one run
in the seventh for the 6-2 final.

e Alabama was blanked by the Wildcats, 7-0, on Saturday afternoon.

e Kentucky built a 3-0 lead after three frames, plating one in the first and two in the second. The Wildcats added four in
the sixth to make it a 7-0 affair, the eventual final. The shutout loss was the Tide's first this season.

e Alabama suffered a 10-1 loss to Kentucky in last Sunday's series finale.

e The Wildcats got on the board with three in the second with Alabama getting a run of its own in the top of the third.
UK then added two in the home half of the third before putting the game out of reach with a five-run seventh.

e Alabama welcomed back 15 letterwinners for the 2024 season. Included in those 15 are two positional starters and
eight pitchers that returned for the new campaign.

TRADING HAYMAKERS WITH THE HOGS

e Across the last four weekend series between Alabama and Arkansas, the Crimson Tide has come out on top by 10-
plus runs in at least one game.

e Despite the double-digit wins, UA has gone just 1-3 in series and 5-7 overall with the Razorbacks over that stretch.

ALABAMA vs. #1

e Alabama has faced off with college baseball’s top-ranked team on 50 occasions prior to Friday’s series opener with
No. 1 Arkansas. The Crimson Tide holds an 18-32 (.360) record in those matchups.

e Despite the 18-32 overall record, the Tide is 7-7 in three-game weekend series against the top-ranked team. Alabama
has also taken part in two-game series and single games against the nation’s No. 1 team in the NCAA postseason.

e The Tide's most recent meetings with No. 1 came last season in NCAA Super Regional play at Wake Forest from
June 10-11. Alabama suffered a 5-4 loss in game one followed by a 22-5 loss on Sunday to end UA's unbelievable run.
e Alabama's last regular season weekend series with No. 1 came in Baton Rouge from April 28-30 of last season. An
offensive weekend favored LSU, with the Tigers sweeping the Tide.

FEELS GOOD TO BE HOME

e Alabama continues its nine-game homestand at Sewell-Thomas Stadium on Friday when Arkansas comes to town.

e The Joe has been a favorable spot this season with the Crimson Tide holding a 16-3 mark in Tuscaloosa. For
comparison, UA is a combined 6-8 in road or neutral site games including a 3-7 mark in true road contests.

e Alabama owns a .334 (207-620) average at home and is scoring 9.4 runs per game. Away from The Joe, the Tide is
batting .283 (142-502) while averaging only 6.4 runs per contest.

e On the mound, the Tide owns a 4.08 ERA (73 ER/161.0 IP) at home compared to a 6.47 ERA (87 ER/121.0 IP) away from
Tuscaloosa. Alabama has given up 14 less runs at home despite throwing 40.0 more innings.

¢ Opposing batters are also hitting just .229 inside Sewell-Thomas compared to a .284 mark on the road. Included in
those totals are extra-base hits, with UA giving up 49 at home (2.6 per game) compared to 53 on the road (3.8 per game).
e Alabama's opponents have slugged just 18 home runs in Tuscaloosa (0.95 per game) compared to 28 when the Tide
serves as the visiting team (2.0 per game).

AN OFFENSIVE START TO 2024

¢ Alabama’s offense has been on fire to start the 2024 season.

e The Crimson Tide owns a .311 average with 66 doubles, nine triples and 56 home runs leading to 269 runs.

e UAs bats have totaled double-digit hits in 22 contests so far while posting double-digit runs 13 times. Additionally, the
offense has homered in 22 games. Of those 22 games, the bats have recorded two-or-more homers 16 times.

e Below is a look at where Alabama ranks in the SEC and nationally entering the weekend with top-ranked Arkansas.

MILLER AT THE TOP

e Gage Miller and TJ McCants have stayed neck-and-neck offensively to start the 2024 season, providing the Crimson
Tide with a true 1-2 punch at the top of the lineup.

o After 33 games, Miller leads UA in average (.417), hits (53), home runs (13), total bases (104), RBI (41) and runs scored
(51) along with on-base (.506) and slugging (.819). He has reached base safely in all 32 games he's played in (did not
play vs. Belmont) while recording at least one hit in 27 contests.

e Miller's 32-game reached base streak is the longest by a Crimson Tide player since Taylor Dugas' 34-game streak to
start the 2012 season. The 34-game stretch was part of Dugas' 46-game streak overall that included the final 12 games
of the 2011 campaign.
