o All 14 SEC schools are slated to open the 2024 season
Friday. The 2024 season consists of four weekends of
non-conference games before SEC play begins March 15.

e Nine different SEC programs are ranked in the top-25 of
the major polls to begin the 2024 season. Arkansas, Flor-
ida and LSU are ranked as high as No. 2. High rankings
for other SEC squads are: Tennessee at No. 5, Vanderbilt
at No. 6, Texas A&M at No. 7, South Carolina at No. 13,
Auburn at No. 15 and Alabama at No. 17. In three of the
five major polls, the top-10 is comprised of six SEC teams.

e Florida and Arkansas were the picks to win the SEC
Eastern and Western Divisions, respectively, according to
a vote of the league’s coaches. Arkansas was the favorite
to win the overall SEC title, garnering nine first place
votes.

e Florida led the way with four representatives on the
Preseason Coaches All-SEC Team. The Gators’ Jac
Caglianone was a first team selection as a first baseman,
and he was a second team pick as a starting pitcher.
Tennessee had three selections, and 12 schools were
represented on the first or second team.

e The SEC is coming off a year in which 10 of its teams
earned NCAA Tournament bids and six teams advanced
to the NCAA Super Regionals Both numbers tied records
and led the nation. A record eight SEC programs were
selected among 16 NCAA Regional hosts.

e For the 15th time, an SEC team won the College World
Series last year as LSU defeated Florida in an All-SEC
CWS finals. This marked the fifth time two SEC teams
played in the finals and the third time in the last six
tournaments.

o At least one SEC team has reached the College World
Series finals 14 times in the last 15 tournaments.

e The SEC led all conferences with three teams (Florida,
LSU, Tennessee) in the 2023 College World Series. This
was the sixth consecutive CWS in which the

SEC had more teams in the field than any other confer-
ence. Nine different SEC programs have

made a trip to Omaha for the College World Series since
2021.

e Half of the SEC has earned a trip to the College World
Series in the last two seasons. Three teams advanced to
Omaha in 2023, and four other teams advanced in 2022.
Nine different SEC programs have advanced to Omaha
since 2021.

o Atotal of 63 SEC baseball student-athletes are eligible
to wear the SEC graduate patch on their uniforms this
season, signifying that they have earned their college
degrees.

e Four SEC coaches rank among the winningest active
Division | coaches in the nation: Dave Van Horn (6th
with 1,210 wins), Tim Corbin (10th with 989 wins), Mike
Bianco (11th with 979 wins) and Jim Schlossnagle (15th
with 893 wins).

Otherwise, once the tie has
been reduced to two teams, the two-team tiebreaker procedure will be used.
A.If all three teams are common opponents: Total won-lost percentage of games
played among the tied teams.
B. Won-lost percentage of the tied teams versus the No. 1 seed and proceeding
through the No. 12 seed, if necessary, using common opponents only.
C. If three or more teams still are tied, the Commissioner will conduct a draw.
