e Co-Player of the Week: Slate Alford, Georgia

Georgia's Slate Alford tallied an SECbest 15 total bases,
nine RBI and three home runs in leading Georgia to a 3-0
sweep of UNC Asheville. His first two hits were home runs
on Opening Day. Alford provided a three-run walk-off
home run to run-rule UNC Asheville in game two.

e Co-Player of the Week: Hayden Travinski, LSU

LSU’s Hayden Travinski led the Tigers to three straight
wins over the weekend, batting .636 (7-for-11) with one
homer, four RBI and eight runs scored. Travinski also
walked twice and was hit by a pitch on two occasions, as
he recorded a.733 on-base percentage.

o Co-Pitcher of the Week: Carson Myers, Auburn

Auburn’s Carson Myers helped the Tigers secure a sweep
vs. Eastern Kentucky with 6.0 scoreless innings and a
career-high eight strikeouts. Myers didn't allow his first hit
until there were two outs in the fourth inning and faced
just three batters over the minimum in his outing.

e Co-Pitcher of the Week: AJ Causey, Tennessee
Tennessee’s AJ Causey earned the win in the Vols’
season-opening 6-2 victory over No. 18 Texas Tech. He
pitched 4.2 scoreless innings in relief, allowing just two
hits while striking out seven batters against a potent Red
Raiders lineup.

o Freshman of the Week: Justin Lebron, Alabama
Alabama’s Justin Lebron tied for the SEC lead with a
.667 batting average during the opening weekend while
drawing a team-leading four walks in the sweep over
Manhattan. Lebron recorded at least one hit in all three
games, including an inside-the-park home run.

e Week 2 of the 2024 season features the first slate of
midweek games followed by weekend series. SEC teams
combined to go 33-8 during opening weekend.

o Ten different SEC programs are ranked in the top-25 of
the major polls entering the season’s second week. Ar-
kansas and LSU are ranked as high as No. 2, while Florida
is No. 3 and Texas A&M is No. 4. High rankings for other
SEC squads are: Vanderbilt at No. 6, Tennessee at No. 7,
South Carolina at No. 12, Auburn at No. 14, Alabama at
No. 17 and Kentucky at No. 24.

e The SEC is coming off a year in which 10 of its teams
earned NCAA Tournament bids and six teams advanced
to the NCAA Super Regionals Both numbers tied records
and led the nation. A record eight SEC programs were
selected among 16 NCAA Regional hosts.

o At least one SEC team has reached the College World
Series finals 14 times in the last 15 tournaments.

o Atotal of 63 SEC baseball student-athletes are eligible
to wear the SEC graduate patch on their uniforms this
season, signifying that they have earned their college
degrees.

e Four SEC coaches rank among the winningest active
Division | coaches in the nation: Dave Van Horn (6th
with 1,213 wins), Tim Corbin (10th with 991 wins), Mike
Bianco (11th with 981 wins) and Jim Schlossnagle (15th
with 896 wins).

A.If all three teams are common opponents: Total won-lost percentage of games
played among the tied teams.
B. Won-lost percentage of the tied teams versus the No. 1 seed and proceeding
through the No. 12 seed, if necessary, using common opponents only.
C. If three or more teams still are tied, the Commissioner will conduct a draw.
