e Player of the Week: Charlie Condon, Georgia

Georgia’s Charlie Condon recorded an SEChest 23 total
bases on 11 hits including a double, triple and three
home runs, nine runs scored and six RBI in helping
Georgia go 4-0 last week. He batted .647 (11-for-17) for
the week and has had multiple hits in all seven games
this season.

o Pitcher of the Week: Hagen Smith, Arkansas
Arkansas’ Hagen Smith tied a single-game program
record with 17 strikeouts to lead No. 2 Arkansas to a
memorable 5-4 win over No. 7 Oregon State on Feb. 23
in the Kubota College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field.
It took Smith only 18 outs and 78 pitches, including 59
strikes, to tie the Hogs' single-game strikeout record,
which had stood for nearly 17 years.

o Co-Freshman of the Week: Colin Fisher, Arkansas
Arkansas’ Colin Fisher made his first two collegiate pitch-
ing appearances and was superb, racking up 10 strike-
outs and not allowing an earned run over 7.1 innings of
work. Making his debut in a start against James Madison
on Feb. 19, Fisher twirled five shutout innings with four
strikeouts to earn his first collegiate win.

o Co-Freshman of the Week: Liam Peterson, Florida
Florida's Liam Peterson made two starts on the week,
going 1-0 across seven scoreless innings while striking
out 13 batters. He allowed just three hits and four walks
(1.00 WHIP) in the 7.0 IP and limited opposing hitters
to a.125 batting average. Peterson tossed 3.0 shutout
innings in his collegiate debut at UNF in a bullpen day,
striking out the side in the first and finishing with seven
strikeouts, one hit and one walk allowed.

e Nine different SEC programs are ranked in the top-15
of the major polls entering the season’s second week. Ar-
kansas and LSU are ranked as high as No. 2, while Florida
and Texas A&M are as high as No. 4. High rankings for
other SEC squads are: Tennessee at No. 7, Vanderbilt at
No. 9, South Carolina at No. 12, Auburn at No. 14 and
Alabama at No. 15.

e The SEC is coming off a year in which 10 of its teams
earned NCAA Tournament bids and six teams advanced
to the NCAA Super Regionals Both numbers tied records
and led the nation. A record eight SEC programs were
selected among 16 NCAA Regional hosts.

o At least one SEC team has reached the College World
Series finals 14 times in the last 15 tournaments.

o Atotal of 63 SEC baseball student-athletes are eligible
to wear the SEC graduate patch on their uniforms this
season, signifying that they have earned their college
degrees.

e Four SEC coaches rank among the winningest active
Division | coaches in the nation: Dave Van Horn (6th
with 1,215 wins), Tim Corbin (10th with 994 wins), Mike
Bianco (11th with 983 wins) and Jim Schlossnagle (15th
with 900 wins).

A.If all three teams are common opponents: Total won-lost percentage of games
played among the tied teams.
B. Won-lost percentage of the tied teams versus the No. 1 seed and proceeding
through the No. 12 seed, if necessary, using common opponents only.
C. If three or more teams still are tied, the Commissioner will conduct a draw.
