®  Arkansas, the No. 3 national seed and
top seed in the Fayetteville Regional,
begins its NCAA Tournament run
against North Dakota State Friday
afternoon at Baum-Walker Stadium.
First pitch between the Razorbacks and
Bison is 2 p.m. Friday, May 30, on ESPN+
with Kevin Fitzgerald (play-by-play) and
Bobby Moranda (analyst) on the call.

NCAA FAYETTEVILLE REGIONAL

® Arkansas, a top eight national seed for
the eighth time in program history, is
hosting a regional for the 12th time and
seventh time in the last eight seasons.
If they advance, the Hogs will maintain
home-field advantage through the

super regional round and host at Baum-

Walker for the sixth time overall and
fourth time since the 2018 season.

HOW THE HOGS GOT HERE

®  Arkansas enters the NCAA Tournament
with a 43-13 overall record, including a
20-10 mark in SEC play.

®  The Hogs, winners of 20 SEC games for
the third consecutive year, are the first
SEC team to win 20 or more conference
games in five of six seasons.

Arkansas is one of two teams along with
LSU (1996-98) with three consecutive 20-
win SEC seasons in the 30-game era.

HISTORY LESSON

®  Arkansas is 2-0 all-time against North
Dakota State, including a 2-0 record in
games played in Fayetteville.

® The Razorbacks and Bison are set to
clash Friday afternoon for the first time
since a doubleheader on March 17,1982,
at George Cole Field.

®  Dave Van Horn played for the Hogs that
day and started once as designated
hitter and once as the second baseman,
going 1-for-4 with a triple, two runs
scored and two RBI in the twin bill.

HOMERIN' HOGS

®  Through 56 games this year, Arkansas
has belted 110 home runs, marking its
most home runs in a single season in
program history.

® The Razorbacks eclipised their single-
season program record of 109 home
runs, which was set over 63 games
during the 2021 campaign.

®  SEC Player of the Year Wehiwa Aloy
leads the Hogs in home runs with 18,
which are tied for ninth most by a
Razorback in a single season.

®  The Razorbacks' superstar shortstop
is one of seven Arkansas hitters with
double-digit homers, including Kuhio
Aloy (13), Charles Davalan (13), Brent
Iredale (13), Cam Kozeal (13), Ryder
Helfrick (10) and Logan Maxwell (10).
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THE PRIZED ONE

® INF Wehiwa Aloy, whose first name means “prized one” in Hawaiian,
leads the Arkansas offense with his swagger on and off the field.

®  Named the 2025 SEC Player of the Year, the superstar shortstop is
only the second player in program history to accomplish the feat
and the first since outfielder Andrew Benintendi did so in 2015.

®  Aloy, who is also a semifinalist for the prestigious Golden Spikes
Award and Dick Howser Trophy, has been one of college baseball's
most electrifying all-around players this season.

® |n 56 games, the Wailuku, Hawaii, native, is slashing a team-leading
.353/.437/.668 with 18 home runs, tied for the ninth-most home runs
in a single season by a Razorback, and 58 RBI.

® Thejunior, who has started every game at shortstop, is on his way
to producing of the best offensive seasons in program history,
leading the team in nearly every major category: batting average
(.352), slugging percentage (.668), on-base plus slugging (1.105), runs
scored (73), doubles (17), homers (18) and extra-base hits (36).

® Aoy has also dazzled defensively with just five errors in 197 total
chances, good for a .975 fielding percentage on the year.

® Aoy started all 60 games at shortstop for the Razorbacks in 2024,
his first season at Arkansas after transferring in from Sacramento
State following his freshman campaign.

®  Heslashed .270/.355/.485 with a team-high 14 home runs and 56 RBI,
finishing his sophomore campaign as the Razorbacks' leader in runs
scored (45), multi-RBI games (1), stolen bases (7) and consecutive
games reached base safely (31).

®  Aloy's breakout season has his name littered across the Razorbacks’
single-season record book in nearly every major category, including
hits, home runs, runs scored, RBI, total bases and extra-base hits.

® Heisalso knocking on the door of the top 10 lists in batting average
and slugging percentage for a single season.

ROOT PIG SOOIE

LHP Zach Root, a transfer from ECU, is Arkansas’ ace as well as a
first-team All-SEC peformer on the mound this season.

Root entered the 2025 campaign with three preseason All-America
accolades to his name, collecting national recognition from
D1Baseball, NCBWA and Perfect Game this spring.

Through 15 starts as a Razorback, Root has lived up to the billing
with a 6-5 record and a 4.07 ERA in a team-high 95.2 innings of work.
The junior left-hander has struck out a team-leading 106 batters and
limited opposing hitters to a .239 batting average on the year.

Root made his first start as a Razorback in game two of the Opening
Day doubleheader against Washington State (Feb. 14), spinning five
innings of one-run ball with eight strikeouts.

In his second start of the season, Root matched his then-career high
with 10 strikeouts vs. #22 TCU (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College
Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, limiting the
Horned Frogs to one run on just two hits and a pair of walks.

Root racked up eight strikeouts in his start against Charlotte (March
1), 5.1innings in the Hogs' win. He logged his first quality start of the
season against Portland (March 6), spinning six shutout innings and
once again matching his then-career high of 10 strikeouts.

Root made his first Friday start in his first SEC start of the season on
the road at #13 Ole Miss (March 14).

In his second SEC start of the season, Root turned in Arkansas' first
seven-inning complete game since 2017, firing seven innings of two-
run ball with seven strikeouts against South Carolina (March 21) to
collect his team-leading second quality start of the year.

Root was fantastic on the road against #14 Vanderbilt (March 28) in
his third SEC start, carrying a no-hitter into the fifth and working a
then-career long 7.2 scoreless innings with seven strikeouts to help
Arkansas toss its first combined three-hit shutout since 2024.

The southpaw, who earned his first SEC Pitcher of the Week honor
as a result of his dominant performance on the road at Vanderbilt,
became the first Arkansas pitcher to record back-to-back starts of at
least seven innings since RHP Connor Noland did so in 2022.

Root's best outing of the season so far came against top-ranked
Texas (May 1) as he twirled a career-long eight shutout innings with
a career-high 11 strikeouts to lead Arkansas to a series-opening win.
As a result of his dominat performance, Root was named SEC Pitcher
of the Week for the second time this season and earned national
pitcher of the week honors from the NCBWA and Perfect Game.

Root carder his team-leading fifth quality start at #3 LSU (May 9)
with six innings of two-run ball and six strikeouts on the mound.

CHEESE

LHP Landon Beidelschies, a transfer from Ohio State, owns a 4-0
record with a 5.10 ERA and 57 strikeouts in 54.2 innings this season.
The left-hander, who has appeared in 14 games with 12 starts this
year, went 6-7 with a 4.15 ERA and 91 strikeouts in 84.2 innings in 15
starts as the Buckeyes' Friday night starter as a sophomore in 2024.
Known as “Cheese” by his teammates, the Canfield, Ohio, native,
entered 2025 as a Perfect Game preseason All-American as well as a
preseason All-SEC honoree from the league’s 16 head coaches.
Beidelschies made his Razorbacks debut against Washington State
(Feb.17), striking out seven over five innings of one-run ball.

He made his first appearance of the season in a relief role vs. #22
TCU (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College Baseball Series at Globe Life
Field in Arlington, Texas, working 2.2 scoreless innings to help.

The lefty logged his first quality start of the year against Charlotte
(March 2), twirling 6.1innings of one-run ball with seven strikeouts.

GET THE GACK

Following a historic rookie campaign, RHP Gabe Gaeckle entered
his sophomore campaign as one of college baseball's top pitchers.
Prior to the 2025 season, the right-hander was named Baseball
America’s preseason SEC Pitcher of the Year, clinched consensus
preseason All-America status from Baseball America, D1Baseball,
NCBWA and Perfect Game and earned preseason first-team All-SEC
recognition from the league’s 16 head coaches.

The Aptos, Calif., native was a unanimous first-team Freshman All-
American in 2024 after he made 22 relief appearances for Arkansas
and posted a 3-3 record with a 2.32 ERA, 57 strikeouts and a team-
leading seven saves in 42.2 innings of work.

Gaeckle became the fifth Razorback freshman pitcher since 2003,
Dave Van Horn's first year, to record five or more saves in a season:

Gaeckle made his first career start on the mound in game one of the
Opening Day doubleheader against Washington State (Feb. 14), firing
five shutout innings with seven strikeouts in the Hogs' win.

In his second start, Gaeckle worked a career-long 5.2 innings vs.
Kansas State (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College Baseball Series at
Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, and struck out a pair.

Making his first career SEC start at #13 Ole Miss (March 15), Gaeckle
racked up a career-high eight strikeouts over four innings of work.
The right-hander matched his career long with 5.2 innings of two-run
ball and seven strikeouts in a start at #14 Vanderbilt (March 29) to
lead Arkansas to its first series sweep in Nashville since 1994.
Working in relief for the first time this season, Gaeckle tossed a
career long-tying 5.2 innings of one-run ball with a career high-
matching eight strikeouts against Texas A&M (April 18).

Since returning to the bullpen, Gaeckle touts a 2.50 ERA with 23
strikeouts in 18.0 innings across five appearances in relief.

GOT THAT WOOD

RHP Gage Wood has worked in a variety of roles on the Razorback
pitching staff throughout his career at Arkansas.

As a true freshman in 2023, Wood was Arkansas' closer, going 2-0
with a 4.80 ERA, 42 strikeouts and a team-leading five saves in 30.0
innings of work to earn a spot on the Freshman All-SEC Team.

As a sophomore in 2024, the Batesville, Ark., native made 22
appearances, including three starts, and posted a 3-2 record with a
4.46 ERA, 56 strikeouts and two saves in 40.1innings of work.

Now as a junior in 2024, Wood is a key piece of the starting rotation.
The hard-throwing right-hander made his first start of the season
on the mound against Washington State (Feb. 15), striking out
seven over five innings of two-run ball. In his second start of the
year, Wood went up against Michigan (Feb. 23) in the Amergy Bank
College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, and
was carving through the Wolverine lineup with six strikeouts in two
innings before leaving the game with an injury.

Wood went 54 days before returning to the mound, making his first
start back in the doubleheader against Texas A&M (April 18). In his
second start back on the mound, Wood struck out five over three
shutout innings at Florida (April 26).

The right-hander racked up a career-high nine strikeouts over four
innings of one-run ball against #1 Texas (May 2), his third start back.



RETURN OF THE MAC (AGAIN)

Veteran RHP Will McEntire, the Razorbacks’ most experienced
pitcher on staff, has appeared in 81 career games with 20 starts,
racking up 232 strikeouts over 222.0 innings of work.

McEntire's 232 career strikeouts are tied with 2021 SEC Pitcher of the
Year and Golden Spikes Award winner RHP Kevin Kopps (2017-21) for
seventh most by a Razorback in program history.

KUHIO KRUSH

INF/OF Kuhio Aloy, the BYU transfer, has quickly established
himself as one of the most dangerous hitters in college baseball.
The Hogs' designated hitter is slashing .340/.426/.598 with 13 home
runs, tied for second most on the team, and a team-leading 69 RBI in
52 games. Aloy is tied for second on the team in doubles (15) and is
third in hits (71) and total bases (125) this season.

Kuhio, a first-team All-SEC performer, currently leads the the team in
multi-RBI game (19) and is third in multi-hit games (20).

BASH BRADDAHS

Wehiwa Kapahulehua Aloy and Kuhio Kamakanawehiwamaikalewa
Aloy were born 17 months apart in Wailuku, Hawai'i. They are the first
set of brothers to earn first-team All-SEC baseball honors

The brothers, who have homered in the same game three times this
seasons, accomplished a rare feat by each hitting a homer in the
same inning vs. Kansas State (Feb. 21) in the Amegy Bank College
Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas.

The brothers did it once again at #13 Ole Miss (March 15), clobbering
back-to-back home runs in the fifth inning of the Razorbacks' win.
According to Elias Sports Bureau, only seven pairs of brothers since
1900 have each hit a home run in the same inning in MLB history.
Only two sets of brothers (B.J. and Justin Upton for the Atlanta
Braves in 2013; Lloyd and Paul Waner for the Pittsburgh Pirates in
1938) have hit back-to-back home runs in MLB history.

ALLEZ DAVALAN

OF Charles Davalan, the FGCU transfer, has made his case as one of
the best leadoff hitters in all of college baseball.

The Montreal, Canada, native is slashing .352/.430/.576 with 13 home
runs, second most on the Razorbacks, and 54 RBI through 55 games.
The Arkansas outfielder is first on the team in hits (83) and is second
in runs scored (63) and multi-hit games (25). He is also fourth on the
Razorbacks in multi-RBI games (13) this season.

Through 56 games, Davalan, a first-team All-SEC performer, has
drawn more walks (29) than strikeouts (23) this season.

Davalan spent his true freshman season at FGCU, where he slashed
.288/.413/.514 with 10 home runs and 37 RBI in 2024. He scored a
team-leading 66 runs, totaled 64 hits, including 16 doubles and two
triples, drew 28 walks and went 13-for-18 in stolen base attempts.
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AUSSIE, AUSSIE, AUSSIE

Highly touted junior-college prospect INF Brent Iredale has
provided big pop since arriving at Arkansas in the fall. Through 55
games as a Razorback, Iredale is slashing .295/.461/.574 with 13 home
runs and 56 RBI, tied for third most on the team, this year.

Iredale powered the Razorbacks to an Opening Weekend series win
against Washington State, slashing a team-leading .467/.526/.933
with two home runs and nine RBI over four games.

The Sydney, Australia, native, making his Arkansas debut after
beginning his collegiate career at New Mexico JC, became the first
Razorback with nine RBI in a season-opening series since OF Heston
Kjerstad accomplished the feat on Opening Weekend in 2020.

Iredale also turned in a historic day at the plate against Portland
(March 7), going 3-for-3 with two home runs and eight RBI to become
the first Razorback with eight RBI in a game since Rodney Nye
accomplished the feat against ORU on April 14,1999.

The Razorback third baseman was one RBI shy of matching Ryan
Lundquist's single-game program record of nine RBI, which he
accomplished against Central Missouri State on March 4, 1997.

YES | CAM

INF Cam Kozeal, the Vanderbilt transfer, has emerged as an
offensive threat in the Arkansas lineup. The sophomore infielder is
slashing .335/.384/.609 with 13 home runs and 56 RBI, tied for third
most on the Razorbacks, through 51 games this season.

In conference play this season, Kozeal, a second-team All-SEC
performer, slashed .333/.385/.626 with nine home runs and a
conference-leading 41 RBI in 30 games with 28 starts.

Kozeal was named the SEC Player of the Week after powering the
Razorbacks to a weekend series sweep against Missouri (April

5-6) and leading the SEC in nearly every major offensive category,
including hits (9), doubles (3), RBI (13), total bases (18), on-base
percentage (.706) and slugging percentage (1.385), in Week 8.

Led by Kozeal, who accounted for 13 RBI in the series and single-
handedly outscored Missouri (9) in the sweep, the Hogs set their
program record for runs in an SEC series (51).

JIMMY

RHP Aiden Jimenez, a transfer from Oregon State, was on track

to crack the Beavers' weekend rotation last year before a season-
ending injury. Now healthy, Jimenez, in his first year at Arkansas,
has emerged as crucial piece of the Razorback bullpen this season.
The right-hander is 4-1 with a 2.51 ERA and 34 strikeouts over a team-
leading 32.1innings in relief. He made his first start on the mound
against #17 Tennessee (May 16), allowing four runs in 2.1 innings.

As a freshman at Oregon State in 2023, he appeared in 22 games and
went 5-2 with a 5.68 ERA and 35 strikeouts in 38.0 innings.

Jimenez turned in his best outing against Sam Houston (June 4,
2023) in the NCAA Baton Rouge Regional, throwing six shutout
innings in relief and striking out a season-high six.

THE FIREMAN

RHP Christian Foutch is the Razorbacks’ team leader in saves (4)
this season.

an upset loss in regional play to Southeast Missouri. The Razorbacks
coaching staff entered the offseason with serious work to do as it
pertained to both adding and replacing talent, and their transfer class
is perhaps the best to come to Fayetteville in the portal era.

They lost their entire rotation-Hagen Smith, Brady Tygart and Mason
Molina-to the draft, but they added two of the best lefthanders in the
portal in Landon Beidelschies (6-7, 4.15 ERA) and Zach Root (6-2,
3.56 ERA). Both will assume a weekend role this spring, and Arkansas
has a bevy of weapons who will battle it out for the third starter spot.

Charles Davalan (.288/.413/.514) has no shortage of tools packed
into his compact frame, and the Florida Gulf Coast product will likely
be the team's everyday center fielder. Infielder Camden Kozeal
(.284/.349/.439) will almost certainly start at second base, while a
handful of other position players will be in the mix for starting roles.
After a stunning end to 2024, Arkansas again has the look of a team
that will be competing for a national championship.

The left-hander
potentially has one of the best arsenals in the nation, and what you
see is what you get. It's an off-speed over fastball package, and he
throws four of them average or better (change-up, curveball, cutter,
slider). The best of the bunch is the curveball. It has two-plane shape
at 79 mph with a total vertical depth of -55" which is comparable to
current Major Leaguers Cole Ragans and DL Hall and would place him
20th of current qualified Major League left-handed starter pitchers.
He also drew a 48% whiff rate with a .057 xwOBA against this breaker
in 2024. His cutter (86-87 mph) and slider (83-85) profiles are very
similar with about an inch of horizontal separation and four inches of
vertical separation, and both drew strong whiff rates and ball-in-play
results.

Dave Van Horn, the three-time SEC Coach of the Year, has
elevated Arkansas into one of the nation's premier college
baseball programs ever since returning to his alma mater to
take over for legendary head baseball coach Norm DeBriyn.

In his 23rd season as head coach in 2025, Van Horn, the
second-winningest coach in Arkansas baseball nhistory,
has led the Razorbacks to seven College World Series
appearances, including a runner-up finish (2018) and four top
five finishes (2009, 2012, 2018, 2022), 21 NCAA Tournament
berths, three SEC overall titles, eight SEC Western Division
championships, one SEC Tournament title and 926 overall
wins, including 373 SEC victories.

Van Horn, whose 1,511 career wins are second most among
all active Division | head coaches, is one of only five head
coaches in college baseball history with 300 or more SEC
wins in their career. He is also just the fourth coach in
college baseball history, and only the third active coach, to
win 900 games at an SEC program, joining Mississippi State
Ron Polk, Vanderbilt's Tim Corbin and Ole Miss" Mike Bianco.

Year in and year out, Van Horn, the 23rd coach in NCAA
history to win 1,200 games at the Division | level, has
produced nationally competitive teams and developed
elite-level student-athletes on and off the field, including
two Golden Spikes Award and Dick Howser Trophy winners
in outfielder Andrew Benintendi (2015) and pitcher Kevin
Kopps (2021), as well as countless All-Americans, All-SEC
performers and professional baseball players.

Under Van Horn's guidance, the Razorbacks boast 35 All-
America honorees, 56 All-SEC selections and 144 Major
League Baseball draft picks - and counting.
