•	 First pitch at Charles Schwab Field 
Omaha is 6 p.m. on ESPN with Karl 
Ravech (play-by-play), Kyle Peterson 
(analyst), Chris Burke (analyst) and Kris 
Budden (field) on the call.

 
HERE’S THE SITUATION
•	 Arkansas lost to LSU (4-1) Saturday 

night and beat Murray State (3-0) 
Monday behind Gage Wood’s epic 
19-strikeout, no-hitter, the third in 
College World Series history, before 
beating UCLA (7-3) last night. 

 
WHAT’S AT STAKE
•	 Arkansas must win Wednesday to force 

a winner-take-all game Thursday.
•	 LSU, meanwhile, would advance to the 

national championship series with a 
win Wednesday night.  

HISTORY LESSON
•	 Entering Wednesday’s game in Omaha, 

Arkansas is 45-80 all-time against LSU. 
•	 Arkansa is also 0-4 all-time against LSU 

at the College World Series.
•	 The Tigers defeated the Razorbacks in 

1987, twice in 2009 and on Saturday. 

HELLO AGAIN OMAHA
•	 Arkansas makes its 12th College World 

Series appearance in program history.
•	 Under Dave Van Horn, the Hogs have 

advanced to Omaha eight times: 2004, 
2009, 2012, 2015, 2018, 2019, 2022, 2025.

•	 The Hogs are 20-23 (.465) all-time in 
the College World Series, including 
runner-up finishes in 1979 and 2018. 

FOUR WINS IN FOUR DAYS
•	 Arkansas is vying to become the first 

team since Oregon State in 2006 to 
advance to the championship series by 
winning four games in four days while 
navigating through the losers bracket. 

HOMERIN’ HOGS
•	 Through 64 games this year, Arkansas 

has hit 126 homers, its most home runs 
in a single season in program history.

•	 The Hogs eclipsed their single-season 
program record of 109 home runs, set 
over 63 games in the 2021 campaign.

•	 SEC Player of the Year Wehiwa Aloy 
leads the Hogs in homers with 21, good 
for fourth most in a season by a Hog.

•	 The Razorbacks’ superstar shortstop  
is one of seven Arkansas hitters with 
double-digit homers, including Cam 
Kozeal (15), Charles Davalan (14), 
Ryder Helfrick (14), Brent Iredale (13), 
Kuhio Aloy (13) & Logan Maxwell (13).

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THE PRIZED ONE
•	 INF Wehiwa Aloy, whose first name means “prized one” in Hawaiian, 

leads the Arkansas offense with his swagger on and off the field.
•	 Named the 2025 SEC Player of the Year, the superstar shortstop is 

only the second player in program history to accomplish the feat 
and the first since outfielder Andrew Benintendi did so in 2015.

•	 Aloy, who is also a finalist for the prestigious Golden Spikes 
Award as well as the Dick Howser Trophy, has been one of college 
baseball’s most electrifying all-around players this season.

•	 In 64 games, the Wailuku, Hawaii, native, is slashing .352/.438/.682 
with a team-high 21 homers and 68 RBI. Aloy is the first Razorback 
with 20 home runs in a season since Chad Spanberger in 2017.

•	 The junior, who has started every game at shortstop, is on his way to 
producing of the best offensive seasons in program history, pacing 
the team in nearly every major category: slugging percentage (.668), 
on-base plus slugging (1.120), runs scored (80), doubles (19), home 
runs (21), extra-base hits (42) and total bases (178).

•	 Aloy has also dazzled defensively with just five errors in 226 total 
chances, good for a .978 fielding percentage on the year.

•	 Aloy started all 60 games at shortstop for the Razorbacks in 2024, 
his first season at Arkansas after transferring in from Sacramento 
State following his freshman campaign.

•	 He slashed .270/.355/.485 with a team-high 14 home runs and 56 RBI, 
finishing his sophomore campaign as the Razorbacks’ leader in runs 
scored (45), multi-RBI games (11), stolen bases (7) and consecutive 
games reached base safely (31).

•	 Aloy’s breakout season has his name littered across the Razorbacks’ 
single-season record book in nearly every major category, including 
hits, home runs, runs scored, RBI, total bases and extra-base hits.

•	 He is also knocking on the door of the top 10 lists in batting average 
and slugging percentage for a single season.

GET THE GACK
•	 Following a historic rookie campaign, RHP Gabe Gaeckle entered 

his sophomore campaign as one of college baseball’s top pitchers. 
•	 Prior to the 2025 season, the right-hander was named Baseball 

America’s preseason SEC Pitcher of the Year, clinched consensus 
preseason All-America status from Baseball America, D1Baseball, 
NCBWA and Perfect Game and earned preseason first-team All-SEC 
recognition from the league’s 16 head coaches.

•	 The Aptos, Calif., native was a unanimous first-team Freshman All-
American in 2024 after he made 22 relief appearances for Arkansas 
and posted a 3-3 record with a 2.32 ERA, 57 strikeouts and a team-
leading seven saves in 42.2 innings of work.

•	 Gaeckle became the fifth Razorback freshman since 2003, Dave Van 
Horn’s first year, to record five or more saves in a season: RHP DJ 
Baxendale - 7, 2010; RHP Nolan Sanburn - 8, 2011; RHP Brady Tygart - 
8, 2022; RHP Gage Wood - 5, 2023; and RHP Gabe Gaeckle - 7, 2024.

•	 Gaeckle made his first career start on the mound in game one of the 
Opening Day doubleheader against Washington State (Feb. 14), firing 
five shutout innings with seven strikeouts in the Hogs’ win.

•	 In his second start, Gaeckle worked a career-long 5.2 innings vs. 
Kansas State (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College Baseball Series at 
Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, and struck out a pair.

•	 Making his first career SEC start at #13 Ole Miss (March 15), Gaeckle 
racked up a career-high eight strikeouts over four innings of work.

•	 The right-hander matched his career long with 5.2 innings of two-run 
ball and seven strikeouts in a start at #14 Vanderbilt (March 29) to 
lead Arkansas to its first series sweep in Nashville since 1994.

•	 In relief for the first time this season, Gaeckle tossed 5.2 innings of 
one-run ball with eight strikeouts against Texas A&M (April 18).

•	 Gaeckle’s best relief outing came in the College World Series against 
#3 LSU (June 14), working a career-long six innings and recording a 
career-high 10 strikeouts in Arkansas’ opening game in Omaha.

•	 Since returning to the bullpen, Gaeckle sports a stellar 1.97 ERA with 
46 strikeouts in 32.0 innings across nine appearances in relief. 

GOT THAT WOOD
•	 RHP Gage Wood has emerged as one of the most electrifying arms 

in all of college baseball after working in a variety of roles on the 
Razorback pitching staff throughout his career at Arkansas.

•	 As a true freshman in 2023, Wood was Arkansas’ closer, going 2-0 
with a 4.80 ERA, 42 strikeouts and a team-leading five saves in 30.0 
innings of work to earn a spot on the Freshman All-SEC Team. 

•	 As a sophomore in 2024, the Batesville, Ark., native made 22 
appearances, including three starts, and posted a 3-2 record with a 
4.46 ERA, 56 strikeouts and two saves in 40.1 innings of work.

•	 Now as a junior in 2024, Wood is a key piece of the starting rotation.
•	 The righty made his first start of the season against Washington 

State (Feb. 15), striking out seven over five innings of two-run ball.
•	 In his second start of the year, Wood went up against Michigan (Feb. 

23) in the Amergy Bank College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in 
Arlington, Texas, and was carving through the Wolverine lineup with 
six strikeouts in two innings before leaving the game with an injury.

•	 Wood went 54 days before returning to the mound, making his first 
start back in the doubleheader against Texas A&M (April 18).

•	 In his second start back, Wood struck out five over three shutout 
innings at Florida (April 26). He racked up nine strikeouts over four 
innings of one-run ball against #1 Texas (May 2), his third start back. 

•	 Wood twirled six innings of three-run ball with 13 strikeouts against 
Creighton (June 1) in the NCAA Fayetteville Regional.

•	 In the College World Series, Wood turned in one of the most 
legendary pitching performances in NCAA history with his 
19-strikeout, nine-inning no-hitter against Murray State (June 16).

•	 Wood, who threw the 11th solo no-hitter in school history, set the 
Razorbacks’ program record for single-game strikeouts (19) and 
recorded the third no-hitter in College World Series history.

ROOT PIG SOOIE
•	 LHP Zach Root, a transfer from ECU, is Arkansas’ ace as well as a 

first-team All-SEC peformer on the mound this season.
•	 Through 19 starts as a Razorback, Root has lived up to the billing 

with a 9-6 record and 3.62 ERA in a team-high 99.1 innings of work. 
•	 The junior left-hander has struck out a team-leading 126 batters and 

limited opposing hitters to a .220 batting average on the year.
•	 Root made his first start as a Razorback in game two of the Opening 

Day doubleheader against Washington State (Feb. 14), spinning five 
innings of one-run ball with eight strikeouts.

•	 In his second start of the season, Root matched his then-career high 
with 10 strikeouts vs. #22 TCU (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College 
Baseball Series at Globe Life Field in Arlington, Texas, limiting the 
Horned Frogs to one run on just two hits and a pair of walks.

•	 Root racked up eight strikeouts in his start against Charlotte (March 
1), 5.1 innings in the Hogs’ win. He logged his first quality start of the 
season against Portland (March 6), spinning six shutout innings and 
once again matching his then-career high of 10 strikeouts.

•	 In his second SEC start of the season, Root turned in Arkansas’ first 
seven-inning complete game since 2017, firing seven innings of two-
run ball with seven strikeouts against South Carolina (March 21) to 
collect his team-leading second quality start of the year.

•	 Root was fantastic on the road against #14 Vanderbilt (March 28) in 
his third SEC start, carrying a no-hitter into the fifth and working a 
then-career long 7.2 scoreless innings with seven strikeouts to help 
Arkansas toss its first combined three-hit shutout since 2024.

•	 The southpaw, who earned his first SEC Pitcher of the Week honor, 
became the first Arkansas pitcher to record back-to-back starts of at 
least seven innings since RHP Connor Noland did so in 2022.

•	 Root’s best outing of the season so far came against top-ranked 
Texas (May 1) as he twirled a career-long eight shutout innings with 
a career-high 11 strikeouts to lead Arkansas to a series-opening win.

•	 As a result of his dominat performance, Root was named SEC Pitcher 
of the Week for the second time this season and earned national 
pitcher of the week honors from the NCBWA and Perfect Game.

•	 Root carder his team-leading fifth quality start at #3 LSU (May 9) 
with six innings of two-run ball and six strikeouts on the mound.

•	 In the NCAA Fayetteville Regional, the left-hander fired six shutout 
innings with seven strikeouts against Creighton (May 31) to earn his 
seventh win and record his sixth quality start of the season.

•	 In the NCAA Fayetteville Super Regional, Root spun seven innings of 
two-run ball (one earned) with six strikeouts against #16 Tennessee 
(June 7) to record his eighth win and seventh quality start.

•	 Root made his first College World Series start vs. #3 LSU (June 14) 
before making his second vs. #13 UCLA (June 17) and firing five 
shutout innings with five strikeouts against the Bruins. 

CHEESE
•	 LHP Landon Beidelschies, a transfer from Ohio State, owns a 4-0 

record with a 4.92 ERA and 61 strikeouts in 56.2 innings this season.
•	 The left-hander, who has appeared in 14 games with 12 starts this 

year, went 6-7 with a 4.15 ERA and 91 strikeouts in 84.2 innings in 15 
starts as the Buckeyes’ Friday night starter as a sophomore in 2024.

•	 Beidelschies made his Razorbacks debut against Washington State 
(Feb. 17), striking out seven over five innings of one-run ball.

•	 He made his first appearance of the season in a relief role vs. #22 
TCU (Feb. 22) in the Amegy Bank College Baseball Series at Globe Life 
Field in Arlington, Texas, working 2.2 scoreless innings to help.

•	 The lefty logged his first quality start of the year against Charlotte 
(March 2), twirling 6.1 innings of one-run ball with seven strikeouts.
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AUSSIE, AUSSIE, AUSSIE
•	 Highly touted junior-college prospect INF Brent Iredale has 

provided big pop since arriving at Arkansas in the fall. Through 
64 games as a Razorback, Iredale is slashing .286/.451/.542 with 14 
home runs and 57 RBI. He leads the team in walks (46) and HBP (21). 

•	 Iredale powered the Razorbacks to an Opening Weekend series win 
against Washington State, slashing a team-leading .467/.526/.933 
with two home runs and nine RBI over four games.

•	 The Sydney, Australia, native, making his Arkansas debut after 
beginning his collegiate career at New Mexico JC, became the first 
Razorback with nine RBI in a season-opening series since OF Heston 
Kjerstad accomplished the feat on Opening Weekend in 2020. 

•	 Iredale also turned in a historic day at the plate against Portland 
(March 7), going 3-for-3 with two home runs and eight RBI to become 
the first Razorback with eight RBI in a game since Rodney Nye 
accomplished the feat against ORU on April 14, 1999.

•	 The Razorback third baseman was one RBI shy of matching Ryan 
Lundquist’s single-game program record of nine RBI, which he 
accomplished against Central Missouri State on March 4, 1997. 

YES I CAM
•	 INF Cam Kozeal, the Vanderbilt transfer and an Omaha, Neb., native, 

has emerged as a threat in the Arkansas lineup. The sophomore is 
slashing .335/.388/.612 with 15 home runs and 62 RBI in 59 games.

•	 In conference play this season, Kozeal, a second-team All-SEC 
performer, slashed .333/.385/.626 with nine home runs and a 
conference-leading 41 RBI in 30 games with 28 starts.

•	 Kozeal was named the SEC Player of the Week after powering the 
Razorbacks to a weekend series sweep against Missouri (April 
5-6) and leading the SEC in nearly every major offensive category, 
including hits (9), doubles (3), RBI (13), total bases (18), on-base 
percentage (.706) and slugging percentage (1.385), in Week 8.

•	 Led by Kozeal, who accounted for 13 RBI in the series and single-
handedly outscored Missouri (9) in the sweep, the Hogs set their 
program record for runs in an SEC series (51).

Dave Van Horn, the three-time SEC Coach of the Year, has 
elevated Arkansas into one of the nation’s premier college 
baseball programs ever since returning to his alma mater to 
take over for legendary head baseball coach Norm DeBriyn. 

In his 23rd season as head coach in 2025, Van Horn, the 
second-winningest coach in Arkansas baseball history, 
has led the Razorbacks to eight College World Series 
appearances, including a runner-up finish (2018) and four top 
five finishes (2009, 2012, 2018, 2022), 21 NCAA Tournament 
berths, three SEC overall titles, eight SEC Western Division 
championships, one SEC Tournament title and 933 overall 
wins, including 373 SEC victories. 

Van Horn, whose 1,518 career wins are second most among 
all active Division I head coaches, is one of only five head 
coaches in college baseball history with 300 or more SEC 
wins in their career. He is also just the fourth coach in 
college baseball history, and only the third active coach, to 
win 900 games at an SEC program, joining Mississippi State 
Ron Polk, Vanderbilt’s Tim Corbin and Ole Miss’ Mike Bianco.

Year in and year out, Van Horn, the 23rd coach in NCAA 
history to win 1,200 games at the Division I level, has 
produced nationally competitive teams and developed 
elite-level student-athletes on and off the field, including 
two Golden Spikes Award and Dick Howser Trophy winners 
in outfielder Andrew Benintendi (2015) and pitcher Kevin 
Kopps (2021), as well as countless All-Americans, All-SEC 
performers and professional baseball players. 

Under Van Horn’s guidance, the Razorbacks boast 38 All-
America honorees, 56 All-SEC selections and 144 Major 
League Baseball draft picks — and counting.
