NORM DEBRIYN LEGENDS WEEKEND

®  Arkansas players and coaches wore
throwback uniforms and caps Friday
night in recognition of legendary
former Razorback head coach Norm
DeBriyn's induction into the College
Baseball Hall of Fame.

DeBriyn, who was inducted into the
College Baseball Hall of Fame as part of
the 2025 class, is the winningest coach
in school history with 1,161 overall wins.
The uniforms featured a throwback
wordmark to Arkansas' jerseys worn in
the 1970s, the start of DeBriyn’s tenure
as head coach, as well as a golden
number ‘23’ - DeBriyn's retired number.
The caps featured Arkansas’ original
70s era script A mark on the front and
the Angelous Hog logo on the back.
The uniforms also featured a patch
celebrating DeBriyn's induction into the
College Baseball Hall of Fame.

HISTORY LESSON

®  Arkansas is 39-39 against Florida with
an 18-13 record in Fayetteville.

®  Under DVH, the Hogs are 32-27 overall
and 15-7 in games played at Baum-
Walker Stadium against the Gators.

® The Hogs have won back-to-back series
against the Gators in Fayetteville (2021
and 2024), including a sweep in 2021.

®  Arkansas' last weekend series loss to
Florida in Fayetteville came in 2016.

®  Under DVH, Arkansas has won six of its
seven weekend series against Florida
in Fayetteville: 2005 (W, 2-1); 2007 (W,
3-0); 2009 (W, 3-0); 2011 (W, 2-1); 2016 (L,
3-0); 2021 (W, 3-0); and 2024 (W, 2-1).

START YOUR SEC ENGINES

® Entering the weekend, Arkansas was
4-2 leaque play after an SEC Opening
Weekend series win against Mississippi
State (March 13-14) and a series win at
South Carolina (March 20-22).

®  The Razorbacks have started 4-2 or
better through their first six SEC games
in nine consecutive full seasons.

®  Excluding 2020, Arkansas went 4-2 in
2018, 2023 and 2026, and 5-1in 2017,
2019, 2021, 2022, 2024 and 2025.

®  With a series win this weekend, the
Hogs can improve to 6-3 or better
through their first nine SEC games for
the seventh consecutive full season.



A Il RAZORBACK NOTES

AMERICA’S CATCHER

C Ryder Helfrick has established himself as one of the best
catchers in college baseball after a breakout sophomore season and
strong summer with the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team.
Helfrick entered the 2026 campaign with preseason All-America
praise from Baseball America, D1Baseball and NCBWA as well as
preseason All-SEC honors from the league’s 16 head coaches.

He has also received preseason watch list consideration for national
honors, including Baseball America Player of the Year Award, Bobby
Bragan National Collegiate Slugger Award, Buster Posey National
Collegiate Catcher of the Year Award and Golden Spikes Award.

In 2025, the Discovery Bay, Calif., native played in 61 games with 56
starts as a sophomore, slashing .305/.420/.616 with 15 home runs and
38 RBI to help lead Arkansas to the College World Series.

The Razorbacks' star catcher, who recorded 14 multi-hit games and
11 multi-RBI games in 2025, was even better in SEC play. Helfrick
slashed .337/.449/.635 with seven home runs and 21 RBI in 30

games against conference opponents to lead Arkansas to its third
consecutive 20-win season in league play (2023, 2024, 2025).
Defensively, Helfrick was one of the best behind the dish in all of
college baseball last year, committing only three errors in 629

total chances (.995 fielding percentage) and throwing out 10-0f-45
attempted base stealers (.222 caught stealing percentage).
Following the season, Helfrick was named to the 26-man roster for
the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team, which competed in the
45th USA vs. Japan Collegiate All-Star Series in various locations
across Japan. One of three Razorbacks on the squad along with RHP
Gabe Gaeckle and LHP Cole Gibler, he became the 25th Hog since
1979 to play for the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team.

This year, Helfrick has started all 26 of his games played at catcher
and is slashing .310/.488/.598 with seven homers and 21 RBI. He leads
the team in walks (32) and with his 26-game reached base streak.

GET THE GACK

RHP Gabe Gaeckle has established himself as one of the best arms
in college baseball after a strong sophomore season and an eye-
catching summer with the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team.
Gaeckle entered the 2026 campaign with preseason All-America
honors from Baseball America and Perfect Game as well as
preseason All-SEC praise from the league’s 16 head coaches.

He has also received watch list consideration for Baseball America
Pitcher of the Year Award, College Baseball Foundation National
Pitcher of the Year Award and Golden Spikes Award.

In 2025, the Aptos, Calif., native made 19 appearances with nine
starts on the mound as a sophomore, posting a 4-2 record with a
4.42 ERA and two saves in 71.1innings of work to help lead Arkansas
to the College World Series for the 12th time in program history.
Gaeckle racked up 92 strikeouts while limiting opposing hitters to a
.235 batting average during the 2025 campaign, turning in his best
outing of the year at the College World Series with a career-high 10
strikeouts over six innings of one-run ball in relief against LSU.
Following the season, Gaeckle was named to the 26-man roster for
the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team, which competed in the
45th USA vs. Japan Collegiate All-Star Series in various locations
across Japan. One of three Razorbacks on the squad along with LHP
Cole Gibler and C Ryder Helfrick, he became Arkansas’ second two-
time team member in program history (RHP Ryne Stanek in 2011-12).
This season, Gaeckle has served as Arkansas' Friday starter through
his first seven outings. The right-hander owns a 3-2 record with a
3.58 ERA and 38 strikeouts in 32.2 innings of work on the mound.
Gaeckle logged his first quality start against Stetson (March 6), firing
a career long-matching six shutout frames with six strikeouts. He
struck out a season-high nine batters over 4.1innings in his Opening
Day start against Oklahoma State (Feb. 13) in Arlington, Texas, at
Globe Life Field in the Shriners Children’s College Showdown.




THE HAWAIIAN HAMMAH

®  OF Kuhio Aloy, on the heels of an All-America season in 2025,
entered the 2026 campaign as an NCBWA preseason All-American
and preseason All-SEC selection by the league’s 16 head coaches.

®  Playing alongside his older brother Wehiwa, the Golden Spikes
Award winner and SEC Player of the Year, in 2025, Kuhio slashed
317/.404/.539 with 13 home runs and a team-high 70 RBI to help lead
Arkansas to its 12th College World Series appearance in history.

®  The Wailuku, Hawai'i, native, who had 20 multi-hit games and a
team-best 19 multi-RBI games, was a semifinalist for the Dick Howser
Trophy and earned All-SEC praise at designated hitter.

MR. DIETZ
®  LHP Hunter Dietz, fully healthy after injury-plagued seasons as a
true freshman and redshirt freshman in 2024 and 2025, respectively,
is showing why he’s one of the top left-handers in college baseball.
® Through his first six starts of the season, the Trinity, Fla., native is
2-2 with a 3.86 ERA and a team-leading 54 strikeouts in 30.1innings.
® Dietz has logged a team-high three quality starts this year:
1) vs. UT Arlington (Feb. 28) - 7.0 IP,2H, O R, O ER, 1BB, 8 SO
2) vs. Stetson (March 7) - 6.0 IP, 4 H, 1R, 0 ER, 0 BB, 12 SO

BIG TUNA

®  LHP Colin Fisher has blossomed in his Sunday starter role for the
Hogs, boasting a 2-2 record with a 2.70 ERA and 38 strikeouts in a
30.0 innings of work on the mound through six starts this season.

® The left-hander has allowed 11 runs (eight earned) on 21 hits and
only seven walks while limiting opposing hitters to a miniscule .191
batting average against through his first five outings of the year.

® The Noble, Okla., native, who has logged two quality starts, fanned a
career-high 11 batters while allowing just one hit over a career-long
eight shutout innings against Xavier (Feb. 22). Fisher was named SEC
Pitcher of the Week after recording the first eight-inning complete-
game shutout and first eight-inning one-hitter in program history

®  Fisher began his campaign with 22.0 consecutive innings pitched
without allowing an earned run, the second-longest scoreless streak
to start a season by a Razorback pitcher in the Dave Van Horn era:

® INF Camden Kozeal, after helping lead Arkansas to the College
World Series appearance last year, entered the 2026 campaign as a
preseason All-American by Baseball America and NCBWA as well as a
preseason All-SEC selection by the league’s 16 head coaches.

®  The Omaha, Neb., native played in 60 games with 55 starts (30 at
first base, 25 at second base) and slashed .333/.386/.606 with 15
home runs and 62 RBI in 2025, his first season as a Razorback.

®  Kozeal has continued to power the Arkansas offense, slashing
.343/.459/.657 with seven home runs and 32 RBI through his first
26 games of the 2026 campaign. He leads the Hogs in nearly every
major offensive category: runs (30), hits (34), doubles (8), triples (1),
home runs (7), RBI (32), total bases (65), slugging percentage (.657).

IT JUST MEANS MORE WINS

Arkansas, winners of a program-record 12 consecutive SEC games

in 2025, has won 18 or more SEC games in eight consecutive seasons.
LSU is the only other team in SEC history to record at least eight
consecutive seasons of 18-plus SEC victories (10 from 1996-2005).

By going 11-1 thru its first 12 SEC games in 2025, Arkansas went 8-4 or
better in SEC play for the eighth consecutive seasons (2017-present).
It represents the best stretch of starting 8-4 or better in SEC play by
a team since LSU did so in eight consecutive seasons from 1991-98.

THE BIG TWO-0

Arkansas has finished with 20 or more SEC victories in a season six
times in program history, including five times under Dave Van Horn.

98) to record three consecutive 20-win seasons in league play.

GONE STREAKING

Arkansas has recorded 11 winning streaks of 10 or more games since
head coach Dave Van Horn took over at the helm of the program.

They were also the longest in-season winning streaks in program
history since the Hogs won the first 18 games of the 1996 season.

MIDWEEK MAGIC

Arkansas is 6-1in midweek games in the 2026 campaign with wins
over Tarleton State (Feb. 16), Arkansas State (Feb. 25), Oral Roberts
(March 3), Northern Colorado (March 17-18) and UCA (March 24).

The Hogs, who finished 11-1in midweek games in 2025, had won 18
consecutive midweek matchups before their streak was snapped in a
14-13 extra-inning loss against Missouri State on March 25, 2025.
Arkansas has gone unbeaten in midweeks twice in the DVH era.

In 2024 (12-0), the Hogs secured midweek wins against Grambling,
UCA, Oral Roberts, Little Rock, Arkansas State and UAPB as well as
three two-game midweek series sweeps over San Jose State, Texas
Tech and Missouri State to finish with a perfect 12-0 midweek record.
In 2005 (9-0), Dave Van Horn's third season, Arkansas picked up
midweek wins against Centenary (2), Missouri State (2), Northern
Colorado (2), Oral Roberts (2) and Oklahoma State (1).



HIST MADE AT HOME

Arkansas maintains an overall record of 747-253 (.748) in Baum-
Walker Stadium's 31-year history. The 2025 campaign marked the
30th season in the history of the stadium, which opened in 1996.
With a win against Creighton in last year's NCAA Fayetteville
Regional, the Razorbacks won their 35th game of the season inside
the friendly confines of Baum-Walker Stadium, breaking their single-
season program record of 34 home wins set in 2018 and 2024.
After sweeping Tennessee in last year's NCAA Fayetteville Super
Regional, Arkansas finished 2025 with 37 wins at Baum-Walker
Stadium, the most home wins in a season in program history.
Excluding 2020, Arkansas has won 28 or more home games in eight
straight seasons, including a program-best 37 wins in 2025.

Under Matt Hobbs, Arkansas has had 30 pitchers selected in the MLB
draft, including 22 pitchers taken in the first 10 rounds, since 2019.
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Arkansas pitching coach Matt Hobbs has developed 10 All-Americans, 10 All-SEC
honorees and 30 MLB draft picks since joining the program prior to the 2019 season.

Arkansas is one of only four schools in college baseball history as well as the only SEC
program to claim three or more Golden Spikes Award winners.

®  Arkansas assistant coach Matt Hobbs is nationally regarded as one
of the best pitching minds in all of college baseball.

®  Hobbs, now in his eighth season as pitching coach in 2026, was
named the 2024 D1Baseball Assistant Coach of the Year after quiding
his staff to a historic and record-breaking campaign in 2024.

®  Since joining Arkansas as the pitching coach prior to the 2019
campaign, Hobbs has helped develop:

®  RHP Kevin Kopps emerged as the best player in the country in 2021,
winning both the Golden Spikes Award and Dick Howser Trophy. LHP
Hagen Smith was the unanimous national pitcher of the year in 2024.

®  With Hobbs' help, Smith solidified his status as one of the greatest
pitchers in Razorback history, concluding his career as the
program’s all-time strikeout king and single-season strikeout leader,
and departing as the highest-drafted pitcher in school history when
he was selected fifth overall by the Chicago White Sox in the 2024.

®  Since Hobbs joined the Razorback coaching staff, Arkansas has made
three trips to the College World Series (2019, 2022, 2025), clinched
a pair of overall SEC championships (2021, 2023) and captured four
SEC Western Division titles (2019, 2021, 2023, 2024).

®  Additionally, the Hogs won Collegiate Baseball's national recruiting
championship for the first time in program history in 2023 as
Arkansas' star-studded recruiting class was named the nation’s best.

® |n 2025, INF Wehiwa Aloy was named the 47th winner of the Golden
Spikes Award, which recognizes the top amateur baseball player
in the United States based on their athletic ability, sportsmanship,
character and overall contribution to the sport.

®  Aloy, the first Hawaiian-born player to win the Golden Spikes Award
and the first player born outside the U.S. mainland to accomplish
the feat, became Arkansas' third award winner in program history,
joining OF Andrew Benintendi (2015) and RHP Kevin Kopps (2021).

®  Arkansas is one of four schools in college baseball history and the
only SEC team with three-plus Golden Spikes Award winners: Florida
State (4), Arizona State (3), Arkansas (3), Cal State Fullerton (3).

®  Since 2015, Arkansas is the only school in the country with multiple
Golden Spikes Award winners (3).

® Aoy started all 65 games at shortstop last season and turned in one
of the best offensive campaigns in Razorback history, leading the
team in nearly every major category: slugging (.673), on-base plus
slugging (1.107), hits (93), runs (81), doubles (19), triples (2), home
runs (21), extra-base hits (42), multi-hit games (30), total bases (179).

®  Aloy, playing alongside his younger brother Kuhio, finished second
on the Razorbacks in batting average (.350), RBI (68), multi-RBI
games (18), hit-by-pitches (10) and stolen bases (9). His numbers in
total bases (No. 3), home runs (No. 4), runs scored (No. 4), extra-base
hits (No. 5) and hits (No. 6) all finished ranked among the top 10 in
the program’s single season record book. Defensively, Aloy dazzled
with just five errors in 229 total chances (.978 fielding percentage)
while helping turn 31 double plays during the 2025 campaign.

®  Aloy's historic season was capped off by a semifinal run with the 50-
win Razorbacks in the College World Series, their 12th trip in program
history and first since 2022.
