SERIES HISTORY
Friday's game will mark the 74th all-time
meeting between the two programs, with the
Razorbacks holding a slight 35-37-1 advantage.
The two teams last met in Columbia in 2022, with
the Razorbacks taking two out of three games.
Mizzou's 7-5 win on March 28, 2022, marks the
last win for the Tigers over the Razorbacks.

SCDUTING THE RAZORBACKS
The 24th-ranked Razorbacks enter the series 27-
15 overall and 9-9 in conference play.
The Razorbacks opened the season ranked 7th
nationally in D1 Baseball's Top 25.
Arkansas is the winningest team in the nation
since 2017 with 384 total wins.
DOffensively, the Razorbacks are slashing
.277/.378/.468 with 81 doubles, four triples and
B0 home runs. They rank 37th nationally in HR.
On the mound, Arkansas is pitching to a 4.38
ERA with 413 strikeouts to just 145 walks over
364 innings.
They rank 11th nationally with four shutouts,
17th in strikeout to walk ratio (2.85), 37th in ERA
(4.38) and 48th in hits allowed per nine innings
(8.38).

SIX THE MAGIC NUMBER
Six runs has been a sign of good fortune for the
Tigers this season.
When scoring six-plus runs, Mizzou is 13-4.
On the flip side, the Tigers are 7-17 when scoring
five runs or fewer.

STARTINE FAST
- Through the first 41 games, Mizzou has scored in
the first inning 15 times, compiling a 12-3 record
when doing so.

35-15 in the first inning.

RANKED ROAD SERIES WIN
After taking down No. 24 Kentucky April 3-5, the
Tigers earned their first road series win over a ranked
opponent since 2021 at No. 3 Mississippi State.
The series win also marked the first SEC series
win of the season for the Tigers as they matched
their conference win total from last season
through the first dozen games of this year’s
conference slate.
The Tigers handed the Wildcats just their
second and third home losses of the season,
respectively, as Kentucky slipped to an
impressive 15-3 at Kentucky Proud Park after
the defeat.

BADK TO-BACK SHUTOUTS FOR FIRST TIME SINCE 2017
The Tigers recorded consecutive shutouts for the
first time since May 18-19, 2017, after defeating UIC
7-0 and 10-0, respectively, on March 7 and 8.
Those shutouts accounted for 16 innings within a
22-inning strecth of consecutive scoreless frames
by Tiger pitchers.

RHP Josh McDevitt is scheduled to take the
mound for the Thursday night start. The junior
RHP will be in search of his fourth win of the
campaign.

McDevitt is 3-4 with a 4.08 ERA and 67
strikeouts over 53.1 innings of work. He notched
a career-high 10 punchouts against sixth-
ranked Auburn on March 14.

He has recorded six-plus strikeouts in eight of
10 starts this season.

LHP Brady Kehlenbrink will be the starter for the
Tigers in game two of the series Friday night.
Kehlenbrink holds a 3-6 record and has thrown
at least five innings in eight of 10 starts this
season, including 6.0 innings in five of his last
seven and a career high 7.1 with 10 strikeouts
and no walks against South Carolina.

He followed that up with 10 more punch outs in
six innings at No. 14 Oklahoma last weekend.
The lefty rocks an impressive 63-to-18 strikeout
to walk ratio, leading the team in punch outs.
Lefty Javyn Pimental will make his second start
back after returning from an injury suffered
March 20 in his start at No. 22 Tennessee.

His first start back at No. 14 Oklahoma last
weekend was short-lived, going just 1.1 innings
and allowing four runs on four hits.

MAKING STRIDES ON THE MOUND

Under first-year pitching coach Drew Dickinson, the
Tigers have made impressive strides on the mound
through the first 41 games of the campaign.

As of April 23, the Tigers rank 33rd nationally in
strikeouts per nine innings (10.0) and 35th in hits
allowed per nine innings (8.03).

Over 184.0 innings of waork, the starting rotation

has combined for a 4.99 ERA, 200 strikeouts to 87
walks and opponents are batting just .231 against
the rotation.

The bullpen has worked 183.1 innings and
compiled an 11-7 record while pitching to a 5.34
ERA with 187 strikeouts while opponents are
hitting .248 off the unit.

RHP Keyler Gonzalez was dominant in the 5-2 win
over Mo State on April 7 throwing 8.0 scoreless
innings of two-hit relief out of the pen while
striking out nine Bears and walking just two. He set
DI career highs in innings pitched and strikeouts to
earn his second win of the campaign.

Lefty Brady Kehlenbrink was dominant in the

1-0 loss to South Caraolina on April 10. He hurled

a career-high 71innings and allowed just ane
unearned run on two hits while racking up 10
strikeouts and not issuing a single walk. He had

10 strikeouts for the second-straight start this
weekend at No. 14 Oklahoma in six innings of waork.

FIVE-PLUS, FOR SURE

Five innings has become the standard for Mizzou
starting pitchers in 2026.

Mizzou starters have gone five-plus innings in 23
out of 41 starts, including 10 out of 18 SEC starts.
In the opening weekend of SEC play vs. No. B
Auburn, Mizzou starters Javyn Pimental, Josh
McDevitt and Brady Kehlenbrink each went
six-plus innings.

Against South Carolina, McDevitt (7.0 IP) and
Kehlenbrink (71 IP]) each went seven innings or
further.

That duo repeated the trend at No. 14 Oklahoma,
as McDevitt went 8.2 and Kehlenbrink went six.
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WEAR IT!

The Tigers are averaging 1.93 HBP per game to
rank 29th nationally and third in the SEC, being
plunked 79 times so far this season.

Winthrop leads the nation with 105 HBP while
Kentucky leads the SEC with 104.

Mizzou has been hit four-plus times on six
occasions and has been hit at least twice in
nearly half of its games (20 times).

The Tigers were plunked a season-high seven
times on Feb. 15 vs. Mount St. Mary’s.

GDING STREAKING!

Mizzou had a 13-game winning streak snapped
by No. B Auburn on March 13 - its longest since
rattling off 20-straight victories in 2017.
Freshman Blaize Ward had his 19-game
on-base streak end on Saturday at No. 14
Oklahoma, but has been on in both games
since.

Shortstop Kam Durnin has put together both an
18-game streak and an eight-game streak this
season. Overall, he's been on base in 26 of 29
games.

Catcher Mateo Serna has reached base safely
in seven-straight games.

South Carolina grad transfer Jase Woita put
together a 29-game on-base streak from

Feb. 15 to April 9 - the longest by a Tiger this
season.

Center fielder Kaden Peer reached base
safely in his first 22 games of the season after
returning from injury. The streak came to an
end vs. South Carolina on April 9, but he has
been on base in 26 of 29 games overall.

TRACK MEET

The Tigers are No. 41 nationally and rank third in
the SEC in triples (11).

Tyler Macon, Eric Maisonet and Isaiah Frost
have each hit two on the season to share the
team lead.

RECDRD SETTING PACE

The 2026 Tigers hecame the fastest team in
program history to reach the 100-run milestone
in a season (8 games] in their 15-1 win over
UAPB in their home opener on Feb. 24.

The Tigers bested the previous record of nine
games by the 1987 squad.

Mizzou reached the 150-run milestone in game
14, also becoming the fastest team in program
history to that mark.

The Tigers used a record-setting performance
from its offense in the Sunday series finale to
earn a dominant 34-3 victory over Mount St.
Mary's on Feh. 15.
Missouri's 34 runs were its second most in a
single game in program history and the most
since a 35-run outing in 1902.
As of April 13, 34 runs is still the most scored by
any team this season vs. a DI opponent.
As a team, the Tigers had a program-best 32

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BLAIZE-ING FRESHMAN

Freshman infielder Blaize Ward has been on a
tear as of late, earning SEC Co-Freshman of the
Week honors on April B after hitting .615 for the
week and helping the Tigers win the series at
No. 24 Kentucky.

Ward hit .BB7 in the series at Kentucky with

a pair of multi-hit games, including a 3-for-3
effort in Sunday’s series-clinching win in which
he got on base all five times he came to the
plate.

He's batting .317 (32-for-101) for the season,
seeing an up-tick in playing time as of late.
He’s slugged a pair of home runs - both coming
in the last four games - including a leadoff
homer vs. SIUE on Tuesday night, the first for
the Tigers since Jackson Beaman vs. lllinois on
March 26, 2024.

In SEC play, Ward has led the Tigers with a .365
batting average (19-for-52) to go along with a
home run, a double, 11 RBI and five runs scored,
collecting six multi-hit games in 15 league
contests.

Ward was a key part in the Friday night win at
No. 22 Tennessee, going 3-for-4 with a double
and two RBI.

The Maumelle, Arkansas, native has knocked
multiple hits in six of his last 14 games overall
and has hit safely in 17 of his last 21 games.

WAITER BRING ME WOITA

South Carolina transfer Jase Woita has made
an immediate impact in the Mizzou lineup this
season after hitting .300 with six home runs in
45 games for the Gamecocks in 2025.

The physical left-handed slugger is batting .299
with a team-best nine home runs and 41 RBI
to rank 8th in the SEC in RBIl and 27th in home
runs.

In the Friday night game at No. 14 Oklahoma
on April 17, Woita slugged a pair of home runs
(410 ft., 436 ft.) in a 3-for-4 performance with
three RBI and a walk. It marked the second two-
homer game of Woita’s career and his first in
the Black & Gold.

He drove in a career-high eight runs in the
record-breaking 34-3 win over Mount Saint
Mary's on Feb. 15 - one shy of the program
record for RBI (9] in a game.

Woita put together a 29-game on-base streak
from Feb. 15 to April 9 - the longest streak by
any Tiger this season.

THE RETURN OF DURNIN

- A Missouri native and transfer from Wichita

State, shortstop Kam Durnin emerged as one of
the American Conference's most exciting young
players over his first two collegiate seasons,
hitting .258 with 30 doubles and 68 runs scored
over two full seasons with the Shockers.

Durnin had a breakout summer where he was
named Appalachian League Player of the Year
after matching the Appy League record for
highest single-season batting average (.407) and
setting a new RBI record [56) in just 40 games.
After making an immediate impact to the team
during the fall and spring, an injury sidelined the
key portal piece through the first three weeks of
the season.

The junior made his return vs. UIC and has started
all 28 games upon his return, batting .303 with
an .863 OPS to go along with four home runs, six
doubles, 16 RBI, 17 runs scored and a team-best
eight stolen bases (tied with Macon).

His first hit as a Tiger came in the form of a 415-
foot blast over the left field scoreboard for a solo
home run vs. UIC on March B.

He put together both an 18-game on-base
streak and an eight-game streak this season.
Overall, he's been on base in 26 of 29 games.

MAGL'IN uUs 6o!

Lead-off hitter Tyler Macon has been a spark
plug for the Mizzou offense.

- Through the first 41 games of the campaign,
Macon leads the team with a .337 batting
average and has scored 27 runs to go along
with 26 RBI.

Macon has slugged a team-hbest seven doubles
and a pair of triples and is getting on base at

a .456 clip. He's continued to make an impact
once reaching base, stealing a team-best eight
bases in 10 tries.

In the record-breaking win over Mount St. Mary’s
on Feh. 15, Macon became the first Tiger in
program history to go 8-for-8 on base - going
B-for-6 at the plate with a pair of doubles, eight
RBI and four runs scored, also reaching twice
via walk.

In addition, Macon became just the third Tiger
ever to record six hits in a game and the first
since Jeff Terrell in 1995 (6-for-6, cycle, vs. lowa
State). The other was Jay Hawkins in 19586 in a
27-4 win over Nebraska (6-for-7, school-record
six runs scored, three stolen bases, four RBI).

SURGING SEALS
Mizzou graduate outfielder Pierre Seals has
been one of the Tigers' best hitters in league
play, hitting .246 with a pair of home runs, a
triple, three doubles and five RBI through 18
SEC games.
He ranks second on the squad with 28 total
bases in league play.
On the season, Seals is slashing .250/.333/.375
with three home runs, a triple, six doubles, 19
RBI and 19 runs scored. He's also stolen four
bags in five tries.
He homered twice in the series at No. 22
Tennessee, including a 419-foot blast that left
the bat at 109 mph.

The Tigers got a key piece inserted back into
their lineup when junior outfielder Kaden Peer
made his return vs. UIC on March 5.

IN THE 'NOW’

Third-year skipper Kerrick Jackson has
undertaken the challenge of revitalizing
Missouri’s tradition-rich program, part of which
has included a re-branding of sorts.

- Casual observers of Mizzou in 2024
undoubtedly took note of a new and unigue
slogan around Taylor Stadium. Jackson and his
staff introduced the #MizzouNOW branding
— an acronym for No Opportunity Wasted —
providing his student-athletes an entirely new
way of approaching the game and the way they
go about working to achieve their common goal
of returning Mizzou to national prominence.

- Jackson, who recorded the first SEC victory for a
Black head coach with MU’s March 23 win over
No. 21 Kentucky, also picked up a significant honor
from Baseball America in December, earning the
publication’s 2023 Trailblazer of the Year honor.

- Jackson has left his mark in just four seasons
as a Division | head coach, including leading
Southern to the 2019 Southwestern Athletic
Conference crown and an NCAA Regional berth,
as well as guiding Memphis to its first winning
season in six years last spring.

- Additionally, Jackson has impacted the college
basehall landscape through his work on the
American Baseball Coaches Association’s Diversity
in Baseball Committee, a body for which he has
served as chairman since its creation in 2018.

FDUR-GAME STRETCH FOR THE BOOKS

With four-straight run-rule victories from Feb.
20-24, the Tigers lit up the scoreboad for the
first four-game stretch since 2008 scoring
B0-plus runs.

It also marked the first time Mizzou has
recorded four-straight run-rule wins in the 56-
game regular season era (1997).

Dating all the way back to 1891, MU has only
had 19 instances of scoring B0-plus runs during
a four-game stretch.

Of those 19 instances, only nine individual
teams in program history have accomplished
the feat.

- The record for most runs over a four-game

stretch is 79 - done twice - once in 1997 and
once in 1888.

THIRD YEAR - NEBRASKA ‘99

A veteran coach with experience at all levels of baseball, Kerrick Jackson was tabbed as
Missouri's 15th head coach in June 2023.

Since that time, Jackson has undertaken the challenge of revitalizing the Tigers' tradition-
rich program. These efforts have included hiring a diverse staff, recruiting a new-look roster
and providing his pupils an entirely new way of approaching the game — and the way they
go about working to achieve their common goal of returning Mizzou to national prominence.

In his first season at the helm, Jackson oversaw the development of a Mizzou squad that
displayed positive signs of growth while providing Tiger fans with numerous memarable
moments, including six wins over nationally-ranked Southeastern Conference foes.
The Tigers swept No. B Florida at home, in addition to topping a Kentucky sguad that
advanced to Omaha and posting impressive road wins over Georgia and Mississippi State
squads that ended the year ranked among the nation's top 25 squads.

Off the field, the Tigers have thrived under Jackson's leadership, posting three of the top
semester grade-point averages in program history. Mizzou baseball turned in a 3.43 GPA
in the fall 2024 semester, marking its best single term over the last decade. The Tigers
also notched a 3.09 team mark during the spring 2024 semester for its best in-season
GPA over the same span.

Jackson officially became the first Black Southeastern Conference head baseball coach
to lead his team into action when the Tigers opened their 2024 campaign last February.
Furthermore, he became just the fourth Black collegiate coach to guide a Power Four
baseball program and the first to do so since the 2021 season. In recognition of these
efforts, Baseball America named Jackson its 2023 Trailblazer of the Year, capping an
already historic year for the new Mizzou coach.

In year two under Jackson, the Tigers went on the road to College Station and swept the
defending NCAA College World Series Runner-Up and preseason No. 1 Texas AGM, taking
the series in dominant fashion behind a 23-8 margin of victory. The Tigers also split a series
with NCAA Regional Qualifier and America East Conference champion, Binghamton, and
earned a win over perennial baseball power UConn at the Puerto Rico Challenge.

Mizzou ranked third in the SEC in triples (15), sacrifice bunts (30) and HBP (102]) while
ranking sixth in stolen bases per game (1.22).

Jackson Lovich was a bright spot in the Mizzou lineup, leading the Tigers and ranking
sixth in the SEC with a .357 hatting average during the 2025 season. He added a team-
best 12 home runs, 51 RBI, 39 runs, three triples and 20 walks with a 1.052 OPS. He
finished his Mizzou career as a .311 hitter in 116 games (108 starts) and was drafted by the
New York Yankees in the 16th round (494th overall).

RHP Sam Horn was selected by the LA Dodgers in the 17th round (525th overall) as the
duo made it three-straight seasons for Jackson having two or more MLB Draft picks.
They became the seventh and eighth MLB Draft selections for Jackson during his head-
coaching tenure (six seasons).

In addition to his success on the diamond as a collegiate coach, including leading Southern
University to the 2019 Southwestern Athletic Conference crown and an NCAA Regional

He served as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at Mizzou from 2011-15,
working with the Tigers' hitters, outfielders, and infielders. Mizzou made back-to-back
trips to the Big 12 Conference Tournament Championship in 2011-12, culminating with the
program's first Big 12 title in 2012. The Tigers had multiple nationally-ranked recruiting
classes, including 24th in 2012, 12th in 2014 and a consensus Top-30 class in 2015.

Before heading to Missouri, Jackson served as the Midwest Area Scouting Supervisor
for the Washington Nationals from 2008-10, overseeing Missouri, Kansas, Arkansas,
lowa, Nebraska and the Dakotas.

His other collegiate coaching stops include assistant stints at St. Louis Community
College-Meramec [2008), Nicholls State (2006-07), Jefferson (Mo.) College (2004~
05]), Coffeyville (Kan.) Community College (2003), Emporia State (2002) and Fairfield
(2001). Jackson also has extensive experience in the summer collegiate leagues,
including the prestigious the Cape Cod League.

Jackson spent two years at St. Louis Community College-Meramec as a student-
athlete, before helping Bethune-Cookman to its first conference championship and
regional appearance in 1996. Jackson concluded his playing career at Nebraska in 1997,
graduating in 1999 with a bachelor's degree in sociology.
