• It will be the eighth meeting all-time between the two teams 
and the first time the two squads have squared off on the 
gridiron since 2012. 

• Arkansas and Kentucky first met in 1998 in Little Rock, with 
the Razorbacks claiming a 27-20 victory. The last time the two 
teams faced off, Arkansas rolled to a 49-7 win, coming in 2012. 
Saturday will mark the first game between the two teams in 
Lexington since 2008.

• The Wildcats lead the all-time series, 4-3, and are 2-1 against 
the Razorbacks in the Bluegrass State.

• Arkansas’ lone win in Lexington was one of the wildest in 
college football, a seven-overtime thriller that resulted in a 
71-63 Razorback victory in 2003. It came nearly two years to 
the day from the first seven-OT game between Arkansas and 
Ole Miss.

• Both the Razorbacks and Wildcats are coming off the open 
week looking for their first conference win of the season. 
Arkansas dropped a heartbreaker in Arlington to Texas A&M 
two weeks ago, 31-27, while Kentucky last played at South 
Carolina, falling 24-7.

• Arkansas racked up 395 yards of total offense, including 297 
passing yards against the Aggies. The Razorbacks traded leads 
with Texas A&M late in the second quarter and in the third 
frame, but were unable to complete the comeback on the final 
drive of the game deep in Aggie territory. 

• The Razorback defense added two more takeaways, 
bringing their season total to 10, after a fumble recovery and 
interception. Gabe Richardson stripped Texas A&M’s running 
back, then De’Jon Harris scooped and scored in the second 
quarter for Arkansas’ third defensive touchdown of the 
season. In the third quarter, Montaric Brown intercepted a pass 
in the end zone for his first career interception.
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De’Jon Harris returned a fumble for a TD 
against Texas A&M, Arkansas’ third fumble 
recovery touchdown this season.

Cheyenne O’Grady recorded a career-
high 91 receiving yards on eight catches 
against the Aggies.

The Razorbacks posted 8 tackles for 
loss against the Aggies, doing so for the 
second time this season (CSU).

Treylon Burks returned a punt 32 yards 
vs. Texas A&M, the longest by a Hog since 
Henre Tolliver (33) in 2017.

•	 This year is the 150th season of college football, as teams across the country will don the 150 patch on their uniform, 
while the SEC is commemorating the occasion with a look back at each member’s & the conference’s top 10 moments.
•	 With Rakeem Boyd’s 114-yard performance against Portland State, Arkansas has had at least one player record 100 rushing 
yards in a game in each of the last 36 years.
•	 Nick Starkel’s 305 passing yards vs. Colorado State made it four of the last five years Arkansas has had at least one 
quarterback throw for 300 or more yards in a game.
•	 Mike Woods amassed 115 receiving yards against San Jose State, making it 13-straight years Arkansas has had at least one 
100-yard receiver.
•	 The Razorbacks returned to a natural-grass playing surface at DWRRS for the first time since 2009. 
•	 Fifty-two of the 68 returners saw action in at least one game last season. 
•	 Forty-six student-athletes on the 2019 roster are from inside the state’s borders, with four from Fayetteville - Ty Clary, Elias 
Hale, Ty Clary and Cheyenne O’Grady.
•	 Fifteen different states are represented on this year’s roster. 
•	 Five true freshman have started a game this season - Greg Brooks Jr. (NB), Treylon Burks (WR), Trey Knox (WR), Mataio Soli

FRESH HANDS	
The top freshman wide receiver duo in the country resides in Fayetteville, Arkansas, and the tandem has only played togeth-
er during the first three games of the year. Trey Knox and Treylon Burks arrived on the Hill with plenty of hype as four-star 
prospects, with Knox enrolling early in January. In four games, Knox has hauled in 21 receptions, for 299 yards and two 
touchdowns, while Burks has 13 catches for 230 yards to his name in the same amount of contests. Their totals combine for 
34 receptions and 529 yards this season, as Knox has the most receiving yards by an Arkansas true freshman since Hunter 
Henry’s 409 in 2013.
•	 Arkansas is the only school in the FBS with two freshmen ranked in the top 11 nationally in receiving yards.
•	 Knox & Burks are also two of the three SEC representatives on that top 10 receiving yards list.
•	 Knox (5.2) & Burks (3.2) lead SEC freshmen in receptions per game and receiving yards per game at 74.8 & 57.5, 
respectively.
•	 The duo has 12 of Arkansas’ 37 plays of 20+ yards this season, with Burks producing a team-best seven.

OH MY, O’GRADY	
Senior tight end Cheyenne O’Grady is making the most of his final season wearing the Cardinal & White, turning in another 
strong performance against Texas A&M on Sept. 28. The Fayetteville native racked up his highest reception & yardage total as 
a Razorback against the Aggies, tallying eight catches for 91 yards in the contest. Despite missing the first game of the year, 
O’Grady ranks second among conference tight ends and ranks 14th in the country in receiving yards with 243 & receptions at 
18. He was named the John Mackey Tight End of the Week on Oct. 1 for his game vs. the Aggies.
•	 O’Grady’s 91 yards vs. Texas A&M is the most by an Arkansas TE since Hunter Henry’s 92 vs. K-State (2016 Liberty Bowl).
•	 O’Grady led the team in receiving yards and receptions vs. the Aggies for the first time this season and was the second 
consecutive year to do so against Texas A&M.
•	 He has the 12th-most yards after catch in the country and most in the SEC for a TE with 122. 
•	 O’Grady caught a 62-yard TD vs. Colorado State, which is tied for the longest offensive play of the year for Arkansas.
•	 He has four receptions of 20+ yards this year and 13 for his career.
•	 O’Grady is Arkansas’ career active leader in receptions (72) and receiving yards (838).

LEADING THE CREW	
The team lead in receptions and receiving yards through five games belongs to sophomore Mike Woods. He enters the 
weekend with 21 receptions for 301 yards, both career highs. He hauled in four receptions for 115 yards, scoring once against 
SJSU. His 115 receiving yards were a career-high and marked the 13th consecutive season Arkansas has had at least one 100-
yard receiver. Woods’ first reception of the night went for the longest of his collegiate career, a 62-yard deep ball in the first 
quarter to tie the game at seven and match the longest offensive play of the season for the Razorbacks this year. All four of 
his receptions against the Spartans went for first downs. Against Texas A&M, Woods hauled in four receptions for 62 yards, 
including a 22-yard touchdown play. It marked back-to-back games he’s hauled in a touchdown catch.

DEEP THREAT	
An area the Razorbacks have emphasized in 2019 is is completing the deep ball in the passing game. Through five games, 
Arkansas has completed 14 passes thrown for 20+ yards, tied for the most of any team in the SEC. Junior quarterback Nick 
Starkel owns eight of those plays, while senior Ben Hicks can lay claim to six. Twenty-five of those deep targets have been 
assigned to three of Arkansas’ top four receivers in Treylon Burks (9), Trey Knox (8) and Mike Woods (8). Arkansas is the only 
school in the SEC with three players with eight or more targets of 20+ yards.

#KAMCURLWEEK	
Another week, another strong performance on defense from junior safety Kamren Curl. After losing the team lead in total 
tackles heading into Arkansas’ game against Texas A&M, the San Diego, California, native returned to the top of the leader-
board with his first double-digit tackle performance of his career. In Arlington on Sept. 28, Curl racked up 12 stops, four solo, 
against the Aggies to give him 39 on the season. It was his first time leading the team in tackles in a game this year. He ranks 
second in the SEC in total tackles and fourth in solo stops (24). His two sacks, two interceptions and a fumble forced & recov-
ered on the same play, taking it 69 yards for a touchdown against Ole Miss on Sept. 14. He is the only player in the country 
with an interception, sack and fumble recovery for a TD this season. Curl entered the season as a preseason All-SEC third team 
member and found his way onto the Pro Football Focus SEC Team of the Week after the season opener against Portland State.

CALL HIM SOSA	
Senior defensive tackle McTelvin “Sosa” Agim added another 
sack to his resume against the Aggies, bringing him to 12.5 as 
a Razorback. It was the second game this year he’s recorded a 
sack, notching two in the season opener against Portland State. 
With his latest figure, Agim inches closer to writing his name 
in the Arkansas record books. He is now four sacks away from 
reaching 10th in the career sack list at Arkansas, while needing 
six tackles for loss to reach 10th in the career TFL list, sitting at 
27.0 over his time as a Razorback. He has four tackles for loss 
this season, tallying his other TFL against Ole Miss on Sept. 14. 

LEADING THE ENDS	
Senior defensive end Gabe Richardson entered the season as 
one of three seniors at the position, but quickly became the only 
upper classman left playing after a pair of injuries early in the 
year. While mentoring the slew of freshmen rotating in at the 
position, Richardson has quitely put together a strong campaign 
in his final year as a Razorback. He enters the weekend with 19 
tackles, nine solo, the fifth most total tackles on the team and 
most by a lineman. Included in his 19 stops are a team-best 5.5 
tackles for loss, 2.5 sacks, a pass breakup and a forced fumble 
that was returned by De’Jon Harris for a touchdown against 
Texas A&M. He ranks fifth in the conference in TFLs heading into 
the sixth game of the year. 

FOR WHOM THE BELL TOLLS	
One of the senior defensive ends who has missed some time this 
season, Jamario Bell, has made the most of his action on the 
field. In three games, Bell has six tackles, five of them involving 

players involving lossed yardage, giving him 4.5 tackles for loss and 3.5 sacks. Both of his stops against Texas A&M went for 
sacks, as he ranks fifth in the conference in sacks, just 1.5 behind the leader.

SCOOTA SCOOTIN’	
Senior linebacker De’Jon “Scoota” Harris racked up a season-high and team-best 12 tackles against Colorado State. It was his 
first double-digit tackle performance of the year and the 16th of his collegiate career. Harris has led the conference in total 
tackles in each of the last two seasons, posting 100+ in both years, but is currently tied for ninth in the conference with 34 
total stops, after recording seven tackles against San Jose State and six against Texas A&M. In the game against the Aggies, he 
scooped up a fumble and returned it eight yars for a touchdown to help swing momentum back to the Razorbacks.

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BUSTA MOVE	
Through five games this season, the Razorbacks have produced 10 takeaways, which ranks fourth in the SEC and 24th in the 
country. In the first game of the year, Arkansas racked up three interceptions, all from different defenders in Kamren Curl, Joe 
Foucha and Jarques McClellion. Curl & Foucha were responsible for both of Arkansas’ takeaways at Ole Miss, this time coming 
via fumbles. Foucha recovered a loose ball from QB Matt Corral in the third quarter, while Curl ripped the ball free from TE 
Octavious Cooley early in the fourth quarter and returned it 69 yards for a touchdown. Against Colorado State, the Razorbacks 
added two more fumble recoveries thanks to Montaric Brown, who picked up the ball after McTelvin Agim jarred it loose in the 
second quarter, and LaDarrius Bishop, who returned the fumble that Hayden Henry popped loose in the fourth quarter for a 
TD. Curl added his second INT of the year vs. San Jose State, picking off a pass in the first quarter. De’Jon Harris recovered a 
fumble caused by Gabe Richardson against Texas A&M and returned it for a touchdown, while Montaric “Busta” Brown picked 
off the Aggie QB in the third quarter for his first career interception.

•	 Arkansas’ performance against Portland State marked the first time since Nov. 22, 2014, the Razorbacks had recorded three 
interceptions in a game, doing so in a 30-0 win over Ole Miss.
•	 All three of the INTs in both of those games came from three different Arkansas defenders.
•	 Arkansas was one of eight schools in the NCAA to have recorded three or more interceptions in the first week of the year.
•	 Curl had the first fumble recovery TD on defense since Briston Guidry against EIU in the 2018 season opener.
•	 Foucha and Curl are the first Razorbacks to record a takeaway in back-to-back games since Kevin Richardson in 2017, when 
he accomplished the feat in three consecutive games.
•	 Arkansas’ three fumble recovery TDs this season mark the first time it has recorded three in the same year since 2017.
•	 Arkansas returned a fumble recovery for a TD in back-to-back games for the first time since 1999, when Orlando Green 
(Louisiana-Monroe) & Kenoy Kennedy (Alabama) accomplished it.

HOUSE CALL	
The Razorbacks have returned three fumble recoveries for touchdowns this season, all involving different players, doing so 
against Ole Miss, Colorado State and Texas A&M. Kam Curl stripped and recovered his own fumble at Ole Miss on 9/7, returning 
it 69 yards for a touchdown to put the Razorbacks within one score. Against Colorado State, Hayden Henry came barreling and 
made a great hit on the Rams running back, popping the ball free right at LaDarrius Bishop, who scooped it up and sprinted 
25 yards to the end zone for the touchdown. It was the first time a Razorback squad has returned a fumble for a TD in back-
to-back games since 1999. In Arkansas’ last game against Texas A&M, Gabe Richardson stripped the ball free and De’Jon Harris 
scooped it up and returned it eight yards for the score. It was the first time Arkansas has had three fumble recovery TDs in 
a season since 2017. Arkansas is the only school in the country with three fumble recovery TDs and one of three in all of FBS 
with three defensive scores this season.

SIR NICK OF HOUSE STARKel	
Junior quarterback Nick Starkel had an impressive debut as the starter against Colorado State. The transfer from Texas A&M 
racked up 305 passing yards on a 20-of-35 clip with three touchdowns. He hit three different players for touchdows, including 
freshman Trey Knox (24 yards) and senior Chase Harrell (14 yards) in the first quarter for their first career scores. He also 
connected with senior Cheyenne O’Grady for a 62-yard touchdown that provided some insurance late in the fourth quarter. 
Against San Jose State, Starkel was 28-of-58 for 356 yards & three TDs, once again connecting with three different players for 
scores. Mike Woods (62 yards), Tyson Morris (30 yards) and Trey Knox (8 yards) all caught TD passes from Starkel in the game. 
Starkel has racked up 1,019 yards and seven touchdowns on 81-of-131 passing so far this season. 

•	 His 305 passing yards vs. CSU were the first by an Arkansas QB under head coach Chad Morris and the third of his career. 
•	 It was the first time a Razorback quarterback had thrown for 300+ yards and three touchdowns in a game since Austin Allen 
in 2016. 
•	 Starkel is the first Arkansas QB since Ryan Mallett in 2010 to throw for 300+ yards and 3 touchdowns in back-to-back games.
•	 His 356 passing yards against San Jose State were the most by a Razorback since Austin Allen threw for 400 on Oct. 8, 2016, 
against Alabama.
•	 Starkel is the 12th Arkansas quarterback to throw for 300 yards in a game  the seventh to do it multiple times in a season.

THE MIDDLE	
Junior center Ty Clary anchoring the O-line has been noticeable through the first five games of the year. The Fayetteville 
native graded out as the top center in the NCAA in week three by Pro Football Focus, earning an overall offensive mark of 85.3. 
He played in 71 snaps against CSU & did not allow a sack, 
QB hit or hurry. Clary had the best run blocking marks 
of any center in the NCAA as well that week at 80.3. This 
season, Clary has only allowed two QB hurries tis year, 
ranking second among SEC centers at 73.2 overall.

SO TRUE			 
Arkansas has started a total of five true freshmen this 
season, with all five starting in two games against Colorado 
State and Texas A&M. Greg Brooks Jr. (DB), Treylon Burks 
(WR), Trey Knox (WR), Mataio Soli (DL) and Ricky Stromberg 
(OL) have all earned starting nods in 2019. Arkansas is one 
of four schools to have started at least five true freshmen 
in 2019 and is one of three programs, including the only 
one from the SEC, to have started three true freshmen on 
offense.

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RAZORBACK NOTEBOOK
LEFT IS RIGHT	
Senior kicker Connor Limpert picked up where he left off last season, connecting on two field goals against Portland State. 
The left-footed kicker nailed attempts from 34 and 25 yards in the first and fourth quarters, respectively, to help propel the 
Razorbacks to a 1-0 start to the season. He connected on a 36-yard field goal on the road at Ole Miss, then added two more 
from 54 and 22 yards against Colorado State. His 54-yarder against the Rams was one yard shy of his career-long and is tied 
for the ninth-longest in school history. He was named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 16 for his performance 
against Colorado State, this first conference weekly honor of his career. He’s added three 40+ yard field goals over the last 
two games, connecting from 48 vs. SJSU and 46 & 40 against Texas A&M, to give him four from at least 40 yards out this 
year. The Lou Groza Award semifinalist ranks eighth in the school’s record books in career field goals made with 35 made in 
43 attempts, and ranks 10th in FG attempts at Arkansas. He entered the 2019 campaign with a career field goal percentage 
of 81.8, which now sits at 81.4 and leads all Arkansas kickers. Limpert is one of 40 collegiate kickers on the 2019 Lou Groza 
Award Watch List.

5 FOR 5	
Junior running back Rakeem Boyd put on another remarkable performance carrying the ball against Colorado State. He 
racked up 122 yards and two touchdowns on 20 carries, his highest rushing total while donning an Arkansas uniform. It was 
also his first multi-rushing TD game as a Razorback, giving him three for the season after finishing the 2018 campaign with 
two total. He also tallied 114 rushing yards on 18 carries in the season opener against Portland State, while also reeling in 
three receptions for 22 yards for a total of 136 all-purpose yards in the contest. It was his second-most combined yardage 
day behind a 145-yard performance against Ole Miss in 2018 that featured 109 rushing yards on seven first-quarter carries. 
Boyd’s 114 yards vs. PSU was the first time he had rushed for over 100 yards in a non-conference game. After his performance 
against CSU, he has eclipsed the 100-yard mark for the fifth time while running as a Razorback. He is one of 20 Arkansas 
running backs all time to record five 100+ yard rushing performances while playing for the school. Boyd’s 100-yard game 
against Portland State gave Arkansas its 36th consecutive season with at least one 100-yard rusher. Arkansas has a total 
of 11 100-yard performances currently on its roster split between Boyd (four), senior Devwah Whaley (four) and juniors T.J. 
Hammonds (one) and Chase Hayden (one).

INAUGURAL BROYLES RAZORBACK AWARD RECIPIENT	
At a team meeting during camp, head coach Chad Morris unveiled a new honor to be given to a 
senior every year on the third Saturday of fall camp. The award is named after legendary Arkan-
sas coach & athletic director Frank Broyles and is presented to the player who best exemplifies 
what Coach Broyles stood for. It was a no-brainer for the first recipient of the award, as T.J. Smith 
was recognized on Aug. 17 to be this year’s honoree. Smith will wear a decal on the back of his 
helmet during the 2019 season that represents Coach Broyles.

Smith, the Moultrie, Georgia, native, has served alongside several organizations to help better 
the Fayetteville and Arkansas communities. He has participated in Lift Up America, visited with 
Boys & Girls Club children at post-practice events, worked with Blue Cross Blue Shield to help 
pack meals for families in need for the Fearless Food Fight and has visited Arkansas Children’s 
Northwest Hospital multiple times to lift the spirits of sick children. He has also worked diligently 
in the classroom, earning First-Year SEC Academic Honor Roll accolades for the 2015-16 athletic 
year and was also awarded Fall Academic Honor Roll status by the conference after the 2017 and 
2018 football seasons. He has also served on the SEC Leadership Council & was named to the SEC 
Community Service Team in the spring. He is also a graduate of the Walton College of Business in 
accounting.

NEW 11			 
Arkansas trotted out an entirely new starting 11 on offense from the previous year’s season opener against Portland State. Nine 
of the first game starters in 2018 have exhausted their time in an Arkansas uniform, while left guard Kirby Adcock and running 
back Devwah Whaley return to this year’s squad. Of the 132 starting spots on offense last year, only 57 were filled by returning 
student-athletes. It was the first time in at least 30 years Arkansas has had an entirely new starting lineup on offense.

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Morris began the second turnaround of his career in his first season with the Razorbacks in 2018. The transition to Morris’ system showed the most 
improvement on the defensive side of the ball in year one. The defense improved in points allowed, rushing defense, total defense and third down 
conversions from the 2017 season. De’Jon Harris led the Hogs and the Southeastern Conference during the regular season with 118 tackles to become the 
first Razorback since Martrell Spaight in 2014. Harris’ big season earned him All-SEC honors from the Associated Press following the season. The defense 
also produced two NFL Draft picks in Dre Greenlaw (5th round, San Francisco) and Armon Watts (6th round, Minnesota Vikings).

On the offensive side of the ball, Rakeem Boyd emerged as a steady force in the backfield rushing for a team-high 734 yards. Boyd rebounded from a 
slow start to his season to run for 423 yards during a four-game stretch in the middle of the year, including three 100-yard games. One of those 100-yard 
efforts came against Alabama to make Boyd the first Arkansas RB to eclipse 100 yards against the Crimson Tide since Darren McFadden ran for 195 yards 
in 2007. Cheyenne O’Grady emerged to lead a steady group of tight ends as the Razorbacks were among the nation’s leaders in targeting the tight end. 
O’Grady finished the season leading the Hogs with six touchdowns with 400 yards receiving on a team-high 30 catches. Hjalte Froholdt was Arkansas’ 
rock up front, starting all 12 games at center or guard. He earned All-SEC recognition from the AP prior to being the first Razorback selected in the NFL 
Draft when New England tabbed him in the fourth round.

Morris and his staff have been relentless recruiters since arriving on the Hill and have started to reap the benefits, reeling in one of the best signing 
classes in school history in the staff’s first full year of recruiting. The 25-man class ranked 23rd in the nation according to the 247Sports composite on 
the strength of 11 four-star athletes – the most ever in an Arkansas signing class. The Razorbacks were the only team in the country to sign four, four-star 
wide receivers. Morris and the staff have also reestablished recruiting lines in the state of Texas with six signees coming from the Lone Star State. Morris 
continued to be a draw to quarterbacks, adding transfer QBs Ben Hicks (SMU) and Nick Starkel (Texas A&M) to the roster with Hicks leading Arkansas 
through spring practice. Hicks starred for Morris for two seasons with the Mustangs and left SMU as the school’s all-time leader in passing yards (9,081), 
total offense (8,977), TD passes (71), TDs responsible for (74), completions (718) and 300-yard games (12). Starkel comes to Fayetteville with SEC experience 
having played in 12 games for the Aggies over two seasons, including five starts as a freshman in 2017. 

SMU TURNAROUND 
During his three seasons at SMU (2015-17), Morris used his Texas recruiting roots & offensive prowess to take the Mustangs from a 1-11 campaign in 2013 
before he took over to the program’s first bowl bid since 2012 with a 7-5 mark in 2017. Morris’ offensive scheme was exactly what SMU needed, increasing 
the team’s scoring output by 16.7 points per game in his first season – the second-largest increase in the nation in 2015. Even more impressive, Morris 
inherited an offense that ranked last (128th) in the FBS in scoring in 2014 (11.8) & turned it into the nation’s eighth-highest scoring offense (40.1) in 2017.

The 2017 SMU offense marked the fourth time and third different program that Morris has either been the head coach or offensive coordinator of that has finished in the top 10 in the FBS in scoring 
average at more than 40 points per game. The Mustangs are one just two FBS teams that featured a 3,000-yard passer, 1000-yard rusher and multiple 1,000-yard receivers in 2017. His final SMU squad 
produced a pair of NFL wide receivers in Courtland Sutton (Denver) and Trey Quinn (Washington). Sutton was picked in the second round and Quinn was Mr. Irrelevant as the final pick of the 2018 NFL Draft. 
Both Sutton and Quinn saw the field in their rookie seasons with Sutton ranking second on the Broncos’ roster with 42 catches and 704 yards with his four scores equaling the team lead.

CLEMSON OFFENSIVE EXPLOSION
Morris’ impact during his four years at Clemson as offensive coordinator helped result in a 41-11 record, the 2011 ACC Championship and four bowl berths, including two BCS Orange Bowl appearances. 
Under Morris’ scheme, the Tigers established 127 offensive records (89 individual/38 team) and posted the top three scoring seasons in school history, as well as four of the top five passing seasons 
at Clemson. The Clemson offense in its second season under Morris with ACC Player of the Year Tajh Boyd at quarterback set school records for total yards per game (512.7) and points per game (41.0), 
ranking sixth in the nation in scoring and ninth in the nation in total offense. The 2013 squad backed up those numbers with 508.5 yards and 40.2 points per game, figures that ranked ninth and eighth 
nationally.

Morris’ record-setting offense in 2012 and 2013 marked the first time in ACC history that an active member of the conference had averaged more than 40 points per game in back-to-back seasons. Clemson 
was also one of just two FBS schools with a 3,000-yard passer, 1,000-yard rusher and 1,000-yard receiver every year from 2011-13. For his work, Morris was named AFCA National Assistant Coach of the Year 
and one of five finalists for National Offensive Coordinator of the Year by 247Sports.com in 2013, and the National Offensive Coordinator of the Year by Rivals.com in 2011.

Morris’ offensive brilliance also helped attract and develop some of the best offensive players in Clemson history into current NFL stars. From the 2012 NFL Draft to 2015 NFL Draft, Morris saw seven of 
his offensive players drafted, including four wide receivers, tied for the most from any school over that span. Included in the quartet of wide receivers drafted were first round picks DeAndre Hopkins 
(Houston Texans) and Sammy Watkins (Los Angeles Rams).  Morris also recruited 2015 All-Americans Deshaun Watson and Shaq Lawson, who both went on to be first round NFL draft picks.

INSTANT IMPACT 
After a legendary 16 years as a head coach on the Texas prep level, Morris’ collegiate debut came as the associate head coach/offensive coordinator at Tulsa in 2010. In his one season as offensive 
coordinator working specifically with the quarterbacks, Morris helped the Golden Hurricane average 41.4 points per game, good for sixth nationally, and finish with seven straight wins for a 10-3 record 
following a 5-7 mark in 2009. Tulsa scored 40 or more points seven times, including 50+ in four games, and finished as one of five FBS teams with over 30 rushing and 30 passing touchdowns.

TEXAS LEGEND
A native of Dallas, Morris became a legend in the state of Texas during his 16 years as a head coach at the high school level, posting a 169-38 record overall and winning back-to-back undefeated state 
championships in his final two seasons at Lake Travis High School. Over his 16 seasons, Morris led six of his teams to the Texas State Championship game, highlighted by three titles, and he earned Coach 
of the Year honors 11 times.

Morris earned his bachelor’s degree in mathematics with a minor in statistics from Texas A&M University in 1992. He and his wife, Paula, have two children, daughter Mackenzie – who is enrolled in graduate 
school at Arkansas – and son Chandler.
