« The Razorbacks made a strong statement last Saturday,
steamrolling nationally ranked Texas, 40-21, en route

to a spot in college football's national polls for the first
time since November 2016. Arkansas cracked both The
Associated Press poll and USA Today Coaches poll, checking

| inat No. 20 and No. 24, respectively.

« Following the season-opening win against Rice and this
past weekend's thorough thrashing of rival Texas, Arkansas
has won back-to-back games for the first time since 2017.

+ QB KJ Jefferson, praised for his big arm, has proven he
can also do serious damage with his legs. The Razorback
signal-caller is second on the team in rushing this year,
totalling 162 yards on the ground with two touchdowns. In
the win against Rice, Jefferson became the first Arkansas
quarterback to rush for two scores in a game since Tyler
Wilson did so at Ole Miss on Oct. 22, 2011.

+ RB Trelon Smith, Arkansas' leading rusher one year ago,
has run for 177 yards and two touchdowns through the first
two games of 2021, eclipsing the 100-yard mark for the third

© time in his career against Rice. Dating back to 2020, Smith
has scored seven rushing touchdowns in his last six games,

including one against Texas, while averaging 94.0 rushing
yards per game during that stretch.

« WR Treylon Burks, named to Bruce Feldman's 2021 College
Football Freaks for his 10.75-inch hands, continues to show
why many called him the best returning wideout in the
SEC. Burks, who extended his streak of consecutive games

i with a reception to 22 against Texas, led Arkansas with 51
i catches for 820 yards and seven touchdowns in 2020.

DEUCE DEUCE

e Redshirt junior running back Trelon Smith has proven to be a pivotal
addition on the field for the Razorbacks.

o After sitting out the 2019 season due to NCAA transfer rules, Smith,
who made his way to Arkansas from Arizona State, led the Hogs with 710
rushing yards (9th in SEC) and five rushing touchdowns in 2020 - all five of
which came in the season’s last four weeks.

o He turned in the best game of his career at Missouri last season,
totaling career bests of 172 yards on 26 carries and three touchdowns. He
was the first Arkansas ball carrier to score three times in a game since
Rawleigh Williams in 2016 (four rushing touchdowns vs. Mississippi State)
as well as the first tailback to post 170+ rushing yards against an SEC
opponent since Williams in 2016 against Ole Miss (180 yards).

e Smith scored a rushing touchdown in three straight games against
Florida, LSU and Missouri, registering five total touchdowns over that
span. He ran for 118 yards at Florida, his first career 100+ yard rushing
performance, and scored on a career-long 83-yard run.

 In his first career start at Auburn, he became the first Arkansas player
since at least 1997 to total 70+ rushing (81) and receiving yards (78) and
scored his first career TD on a 5-yard reception.

e Smith has shown no signs of slowing down, running for 177 yards and
two touchdowns through the first two games of 2021. Smith's one-yard
score in the third quarter of the win against Texas marked the fifth time he

o (atalon averaged 9.9 tackles per game in 2020, ranking tied for first
among FBS freshmen and fourth among all SEC defenders. He was the
only FBS freshman to post 95+ tackles and at least three interceptions
during the reqular season. He also posted five games of 12 or more tackles,
ranking second nationally behind teammate Grant Morgan.

e Catalon became the first SEC freshman since Tennessee's Eric Berry
(2007) to post at least 86 tackles with three interceptions.

o At the season’s end, Catalon was named to the All-SEC First Team by the
Associated Press as well as recognized as an FWAA Freshman All-American ’
and a Jim Thorpe Award semifinalist. N -,
o Catalon, a preseason All-America selection by the AP entering 2021,
did not disappoint in the season opener, carding 11 total tackles (six solo), Jalen Catalon, one of the top
including 1.0 tackles for loss, and a career-high two interceptions.

| CAPTAIN MORGAN

e Redshirt senior linebacker Grant Morgan's rise from walk-on to All-
American is simply one of the best stories in all of college football.

e Morgan is a candidate for the Bednarik Award, Butkus Award and Bronko
Nagurski Trophy headed into the 2021 campaign after emerging as one

of the best players in the country last year when he produced one of the
greatest seasons in Arkansas history.

o The Greenwood, Ark., product, who was named a Walter Camp and AFCA
Second Team All-American following the 2020 campaign, posted an SEC-
leading 111 total tackles, including 7.5 for loss, with 2.0 sacks.

o The linebacker finished tied for the nation's lead in tackles per game
(12.3) while intercepting one pass, breaking up five and registering one
quarterback hurry.

e Morgan, the younger brother of former Arkansas receiver Drew Morgan,
joined Martrell Spaight (2014) as the only two Razorback defenders to

i garner both AP and Coaches All-SEC recognition in the last 10 seasons.

TACKLING TRIO

o Linebackers Grant Morgan and Bumper Pool teamed up with defensive
back Jalen Catalon to account for 37 percent of the Hogs' tackles last
season. As the team’s top three tacklers, Morgan (111), Pool (101) and Catalon
(99) combined for 311 total stops.

e Morgan and Pool finished third and ninth, respectively, in tackles

i nationally, giving the Hogs four straight seasons with at least one player

{ with 100+ tackles and five of the last six seasons. 2020 marked the first time
since the 2017 season that Arkansas had two players finish with 100+ tackles (De'Jon Harris - 115; Dre Greenlaw - 103).
e Morgan finished tied for the nation's lead alongside Akron's Bubba Arslanian in tackles per game (12.3).

Grant Morgan is only the second
Razorback defender in the last 10 seasons
to garner All-SEC recognition from both
the AP and league’s coaches.

ANOTHER H. HENRY

o Linebacker Hayden Henry, the brother of former Razorback tight end Hunter and current tight end Hudson, was named the
National Defensive Player of the Week by the Walter Camp Football Foundation after his effort in the win against Texas.

e Henry made a career-high 15 tackles, including 2.5 tackles for loss, in the Razorbacks’ 40-21 win on Saturday night. It was his
first career double-digit tackle performance and marked the first time he has led the Hogs in tackles for a game.

o The redshirt senior linebacker is the fourth Arkansas student-athlete to earn Walter Camp National Player of the Week
honors since 2004. Henry is the first since former Razorback quarterback Ryan Mallett (Sept. 19, 2010).

PICK SIX

e Arkansas' three interceptions returned for touchdowns last season tied for the second most in the nation with Alabama,
Appalachian State, Kentucky, Mississippi State and Wake Forest.

i Greg Brooks Jr. recorded the first Hog pick six since Santos Ramirez in 2016, intercepting Mississippi State QB K.J. Costello
 on the opening drive for a 69-yard score to set the Hogs on their way to an upset on the road.

e Jalen Catalon (35 yards) and Grant Morgan (23 yards) both made house calls against Ole Miss as the Razorbacks recorded
two interceptions returned for touchdowns in the same game for the first time in recent records (since 1997).

SPECIAL HOGS
o Redshirt junior defensive back LaDarrius Bishop shined on special teams in the season opener against Rice, averaging 27.0
yards per return.

Preaching belief, it did not take long for Pittman to make the state proud. Under the first-year head coach, Arkansas compiled a 3-7 2020-pres.

record against an ultra-challenging SEC-only schedule in a season marred by the COVID-19 pandemic. In week two, the Razorbacks
defeated No. 16 Mississippi State on the road, 21-14, snapping a 20-game SEC losing streak and cIaimin? their first win against a 2019
ranked team since November 2016. Pittman oversaw immediate change on both sides of the ball with the offense averaging 51 more
total yards per game and the defense forcing seven more interceptions than the 2019 team. Linebacker Grant Morgan earned Walter 016-18
Camp second-team All-America honors, becoming the 16th Razorback in program history to earn the nod from the nation’s oldest
All-America team.

Pittman quided the Razorbacks to their 43rd all-time bowl berth, becoming the fifth coach in school history to lead the team to a
bowl in his first season and first since Houston Nutt in 1998 (Florida Citrus Bowl). The 2020 Texas Bowl, however, was canceled due 2012
to COVID-19 issues within TCU's program.

The Oklahoma native has coached at seven different Power 5 schools during his 32 years of coaching, including Oklahoma, 201
Missouri, Kansas, North Carolina and Tennessee. With a wealth of experience, Pittman is widely regarded as one of the nation's best

offensive line coaches and recruiters. He has coached 15 players that have been selected in the NFL Draft since 2013, includin? first  2007-10
round picks Andrew Thomas (4th in 2020), Isaiah Wilson (29th in 2020), Frank Ragnow (20th in 2018), Isaiah Wynn (23rd overall in

2018), Ja'Wuan James (19th overall in 2014) and Jonathan Cooper (7th overall in 2013). Overall, Pittman has coached seven offensive
linemen that were selected in the first round of the NFL Draft, including Stockar McDougle (20th overall in 2000). Travis Swanson
also became the highest drafted Razorback center in school history when he was picked 76th overall in 2014.
