since joining the conference ahead of the 1992 season.

- QB Taylen Green has completed 65-0f-121 (53.7%) passes
for 957 yards and four touchdowns through the first four
games of the year. A dual-threat quarterback, the Boise
State transfer has also run for 325 yards and four scores
on 59 carries (5.5 ypc) to help power Arkansas' rushing
offense, which ranks second in the country in rushing
touchdowns (17) and 16th in rushing yards per game (240.0).

- RB Ja'Quinden Jackson has made his case as one of

the best running backs in the nation with three 100-yard
rushing games and three multiple rushing touchdowns
performances to begin the year.

o After rushing for 101 yards and two touchdowns on eight carries (12.6 ypc) against UAPB (Aug. 29) in his Razorback debut,
Jackson broke loose for a career-high 149 yards and a career-high matching three touchdowns on 24 carries (6.2 ypc) at #16
Oklahoma State, finishing with his second consecutive 100-yard rushing game. He followed up that peformance with his thrird
consecutive 100-yard rushing game, going for 147 yards and a touchdown on 15 carries (9.8 ypc) in the win over UAB (Sept. 14).

® Jackson, who has eight rushing scores through the first four games this season, is the fastest Arkansas player to reach
eight rushing touchdowns in a season since RB Madre Hill had eight through the first four games of the 1995 campaign.

® |n 2023, Jackson played in 12 games with 11 starts for Utah, logging a team-high 161 carries for 797 yards (5.0 ypc) and a
team-leading four touchdowns to go along with nine catches for 53 yards. He led the Utes in 100-yard rushing games (3).

Sam Pittman enters his fifth season as the head coach of the Arkansas Razorbacks after
restoring the pride in the program beginning in his first season in 2020. His fifth season
leading the program puts him in elite company among Arkansas head coaches with only six
coaches serving in the role longer over the program’s 130 seasons.

After inheriting a program that had won eight total games and just one Southeastern
Conference game in the previous three seasons, Pittman'’s Razorbacks have won 23 games
in his four seasons at the helm. Pittman has navigated the Hogs through the pandemic-
shortened 2020 season that featured 10 SEC games and led the program to consecutive
winning seasons and back-to-back bowl victories in 2021 and 2022.

Pittman is among an elite group of Arkansas coaches, including Lou Holtz, Ken Hatfield and >
Houston Nutt, to have led the Razorbacks to bowl eligibility in each of their first three seasons s
(2020-22) at the helm. In 2020, Pittman’s Razorbacks were headed to the Texas Bowl before
the game was canceled due to COVID-19 issues within TCU's program.

In 2021 under Pittman, the Hogs went 9-4 and won four trophies for the first time in school  2020-pres.
history, capturing the Southwest Classic (Texas A&M), the Battle of the Golden Boot (LSU),
the Battle Line Rivalry (Missouri) and the Outback Bow! (Penn State). Arkansas capped the 2019
campaign with a win over Penn State in the Outback Bowl, the program’s first bowl win since
a Liberty Bowl victory in 2016 as well as the program’s first January bowl win since 2012. 2016-18
The 2022 season ended in Memphis, Tenn., with a thrilling triple overtime 55-53 win over 2013-15
Kansas in the Liberty Bowl to clinch Pittman's second bowl game victory and give the
Razorbacks seven wins. The Liberty Bowl victory was emblematic of the Razorbacks' entire 2012
season, which saw numerous key players miss time with injuries.

The Oklahoma native has coached at seven different Power 5 schools during his 33 years of
collegiate coaching, including Oklahoma, Missouri, Kansas, North Carolina and Tennessee. 2007-10
Widely regarded as one of the nation’s best offensive line coaches, Pittman has coached 34
players that have been selected in the NFL Draft during his career, including first-rounders  2004-06
Treylon Burks (18th in 2022), Andrew Thomas (4th in 2020), Isaiah Wilson (29th in 2020),
Frank Ragnow (20th in 2018), Isaiah Wynn (23rd overall in 2018), Ja'Wuan James (19th overall 2003
in 2014) and Jonathan Cooper (7th overall in 2013). Overall, Pittman has coached seven
offensive linemen that were selected in the first round of the NFL Draft. 2001
An original member of Bret Bielema’s staff at Arkansas in 2013, Pittman helped build the 2000
Razorbacks' offensive line into one of the best in the league. He quickly made an impact,
helping Travis Swanson earn first-team All-America honors and finish as a Rimington Trophy 1999
finalist in 2013. His first two offensive lines at Arkansas led the SEC in sacks allowed per
game, and his offensive line in 2014 paved the way for two 1,000-yard rushers in Jonathan ~ 1997-98
Williams and Alex Collins. That offensive line also averaged 328.4 pounds per player as the
largest offensive line in both the FBS and NFL that season. 1996
Pittman’s coaching career began in 1987 at Princeton High School. He coached at Hutchinson 1994-95
Community College for three seasons, including the final two as the head coach, before
getting his first FBS coaching opportunity at Northern lllinois in 1994. He later returned to NIU 1992-93
to help the Huskies to a pair of division championships and two bowl games. Pittman got his
first experience in the SEC in 2012 when he joined the coaching staff at Tennessee. 1991

Pittman played defensive end at Pittsburg State, where he was a first-team NAIA All-American 19g9-90
and twice earned all-conference recognition. He graduated with a bachelor's degree in 1986
and was inducted into the PSU Athletics Hall of Fame in 1998. He and his wife Jamie reside in
Fayetteville.
