FOUR DOWNS

• Arkansas will celebrate Senior Day and close out 
the season against Missouri in this year’s edition of 
the Battle Line Rivalry. Kickoff between the Hogs and 
Tigers from Donald W. Reynolds Razorback Stadium is 
set for 2:30 p.m. Saturday, Nov. 29, on SEC Network.

• Bobby Petrino, named interim head coach for the 
remainder of the season on Sept. 28, seeks his first 
win since taking over at the helm. Petrino did not face 
Missouri, which joined the SEC starting in 2012, during 
his first stint as Arkansas’ head coach from 2008-11.

• QB Taylen Green has completed 192-of-313 (61.3%) 
passes for 2,655 yards and 19 touchdowns while also 
rushing for 773 yards and eight touchdowns on 131 
carries (5.9 ypc) through 11 games this season. The 
Razorbacks’ dual-threat quarterback has posted 3,428 
yards of total offense and needs 368 yards of total 
offense in the finale to break QB Ryan Mallett’s single-
season program record mark of 3,795 set in 2010.

• RB Mike Washington Jr., the Hogs’ primary ball 
carrier, has rushed for a team-leading 1,020 yards and 
eight touchdowns on 156 carries (team-high 6.5 ypc) 
through 11 games. The New Mexico State transfer, who 
has logged five 100-yard rushing games as well as one 
multi-rushing touchdown performance this season, 
is the first Arkansas player to eclipse the 1,000-yard 
rushing mark on the ground since 2022.

• WR O’Mega Blake is Arkansas’ leading pass catcher 
through 11 games this season, leading the Hogs in 
nearly every major receiving category: receptions 
(54), receiving yards (716), receiving touchdowns (4) 
and receiving yards per game (65.1). The Charlotte 
transfer has recorded two 100-yard receiving games 
this season, including his most recent 118-yard 
performance against Texas A&M on Oct. 18.

• DL Quincy Rhodes Jr. leads the Razorbacks in both 
tackles for loss (15.5) and sacks (8.0) through 11 games 
this season. The North Little Rock native is tied for 
first in the SEC and sixth nationally in tackles for loss. 
His 15.5 tackles for loss are the most by an Arkansas 
defender in a season since DL Trey Flowers (15.5) in 
2015. With two more sacks, Rhodes would become 
the first Razorback to record double-digit sacks in a 
season since DL Jake Bequette (10.0) in 2011.
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WR Raylen Sharpe has caught a pass in 
40 consecutive games dating back to 
his 2022 campaign at Missouri State. 
Sharpe’s 40-game reception streak is 
tied for second-longest nationally.

RB Mike Washington Jr. is the first 
Razorback to eclipse the 1,000-yard 
rushing mark in a season since 2022, 
and the 16th player in program history to 
record a 1,000-yard rushing season.

Arkansas has converted 225 consecutive 
extra points since 2020, the second-
longest streak nationally. Through 11 
games, K Scott Starzyk has connected 
on all 45 of his point-after attempts.

QB Taylen Green, who has posted 3,428 
yards of total offense through 11 games 
this year, needs 368 more yards to break 
QB Ryan Mallett’s single-season program 
record mark of 3,795 set in 2010.

•	Bobby Petrino, the Razorbacks’ second-year 

offensive coordinator, was named interim head coach 

for the remainder of the season on Sept. 28, 2025.

•	Petrino served as Arkansas’ head coach from 2008-11 

before returning last year as offensive coordinator. 

•	 In his first stint as head coach, Petrino led Arkansas 

to a 34-17 record with a 17-15 SEC mark, back-to-back 

double-digit win seasons in 2010-11 and trips to the 2010 

Liberty Bowl, 2011 Sugar Bowl and 2012 Cotton Bowl. 

•	The Hogs went 10-3 in 2010 and made the program’s 

only BCS bowl appearance (Sugar Bowl) before finishing 

ranked 12th in the AP Poll. Arkansas’ 2011 team was even 

better, going 11-2 with a Cotton Bowl win over Kansas 

State to finish the year ranked 5th in the AP poll.

•	The Razorbacks’ 11 wins in 2011 remain the most 

by an Arkansas team since Lou Holtz’s 1977 squad 

finished 11-1 and ranked 3rd in the final AP Poll. 

QB1: TAYLEN GREEN�

•	QB Taylen Green is producing at a record level through 11 games this season. The Razorbacks’ dual-threat 

quarterback has completed 192-of-313 (61.3%) passes for 2,655 yards and 19 touchdowns while also rushing for 

773 yards and eight scores on 131 carries (5.9 ypc) to rank sixth nationally in yards of total offense (3,428).

•	Green became the first player in program history to throw for 300 yards and rush for 100 yards in a game at 

Ole Miss (Sept. 13). He threw for 305 yards and a touchdown while rushing 14 times for 115 yards and a score.

•	Green became only the second Arkansas quarterback since 1997 to pass for three or more touchdowns and 

rush for two or more scores in a game when he threw for three and rushed for two against Texas A&M (Oct. 18).

•	 In 2024, his first season quarterbacking the Razorback offense, Green, who began his career at Boise State, 

led Arkansas to seven overall wins, including three SEC wins, and a win against Texas Tech in the Liberty Bowl. 

•	 In his Razorback debut against UAPB last year, Green accounted for four touchdowns (2 passing + 2 rushing) 

to become the third Arkansas signal-caller since 1997 to pass and rush for multiple touchdowns in a game.

•	Green posted 477 total yards of offense (416 pass, 61 rush), the second-highest single game total in Arkansas 

history, at Oklahoma State in 2024. His 416 passing yards marked the fourth-highest single game total in school 

history as well as the most by an Arkansas quarterback in a game since QB Tyler Wilson in 2012.

•	Green turned in arguably his best game of 2024 at Mississippi State, accounting for six total touchdowns to 

become the first Hog to throw for five touchdowns and 

rush for a score since QB Ryan Mallett in 2010.

•	Green notched his second multi-passing and multi-

rushing touchdown game of the 2024 campaign against 

Louisiana Tech, throwing for 221 yards with a pair of 

touchdowns and rushing for two more in the win.

•	Green’s pair of rushing scores against Louisiana 

Tech represented his third multi-rushing touchdown 

game of the season. Green became the first Arkansas 

quarterback to record three or more multi-rushing 

touchdown games since at least 1978.

•	Green closed out 2024 with Liberty Bowl MVP 

honors, completing 11-of-21 passes for 341 yards, an 

Arkansas bowl record, and two touchdowns while 

rushing for 81 yards and a score in the Hogs’ win.

•	QB Taylen Green, now in his second year quarterbacking the Arkansas offense, will go down as one of the best statistical players in program history for his single-

season and career total offensive output. Through 24 games as a Hog, Green is already one of the school’s most accomplished players on the offensive side of the ball.

•	Green, who last year finished 40 yards of total offense shy of eclipsing QB Ryan Mallett’s single-season program record mark of 3,795, ranks sixth in program history 

in career yards of total offense (7,184 yards of total offense) and is tied for 9th in program history in career touchdown responsiblity with 50 (16 rushing, 34 passing).

•	Green (2024-25) is one of four players in program history, along with QB Ryan Mallett (2009-10), QB Tyler Wilson (2011-12) and QB KJ Jefferson (2021-22), with multiple 

seasons of producing 3,000 or more total yards of offense. Three (Mallett, Wilson & Green) of those four players were quarterbacks in a Bobby Petrino-led offense.

•	Entering 2025, Arkansas was tasked with replacing its top seven pass catchers from last season, including 

87% of the team’s receptions, 89% of the team’s receiving yards and 75% of the team’s receiving touchdowns.

•	WR O’Mega Blake has filled the void, leading the Hogs in nearly every receiving category through 11 games 

this year: receptions (54), receiving yards (716), receiving touchdowns (4) and receiving yards per game (65.1).

•	TE Rohan Jones, a Montana State transfer, has also produced in his first year at Arkansas. The Montreal, 

Quebec, Canada native is the first Arkansas tight end with multiple 100-yard receiving games in a season since 

TE Hunter Henry in 2015. Jones is one of three Arkansas tight ends, along with Henry (2 in 2015) and TE D.J. 

Williams (3 in 2008), to register multiple 100-yard receiving games in a season since at least 1997.
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GOOD THINGS COME IN PLAYS OF 10+ YARDS�

•	Under interim head coach/offensive coordinator Bobby Petrino, Arkansas ranks first nationally in plays 

of 10 or more yards from scrimmage with 201 total plays (120 passing + 81 rushing) through 11 games in 2025.

•	 In Petrino’s return as offensive coordinator last season, the Razorback offense recorded 246 plays of 10 or 

more yards from scrimmage, which ranked first in the SEC and third nationally, during the 2024 campaign. 

•	The Razorbacks’ 246 plays of 10 or more yards, which included 154 passing plays of 10 or more yards and 92 

rushing plays of 10 or more yards, were their most in a single season since at least 2016.

•	For comparison, Arkansas totaled just 168 plays of 10 or more yards, which included only 90 passing plays of 

10 or more yards and 78 rushing plays of 10 or more yards, across 12 games in 2023 to finish 13th in the SEC.

•	Led by interim head coach/offensive coordinator Bobby Petrino, the Hogs retained the entire coaching 

staff on the offensive side of the ball from last season, including wideouts coach Ronnie Fouch, offensive 

line coach Eric Mateos, running backs coach Kolby Smith and tight ends coach Morgan Turner.

•	Since Petrino’s return in 2024, Arkansas has posted 10 games of 500 or more total yards of offense and 

tallied a single-season program record three 600-yard efforts, including two top 10 total offensive outputs.

•	During Petrino’s first tenure as Arkansas’ head coach, the Razorback offense vastly improved from his first 

season in 2008 to his second in 2009, which helped lead the team to a three-win improvement. 

•	Petrino’s 2009 offense improved in points per game, yards per game, passing yards per game, passing 

touchdowns, rushing yards per game and rushing touchdowns, while decreasing the number of turnovers.

•	Arkansas posted 500 or more yards of total offense in five straight games between the 2024 Liberty 

Bowl and Memphis. It marked the first time in program history that the Hogs have accomplished the feat.

•	Arkansas opened 2025 by tying a program record with seven touchdown passes. QB Taylen Green 

threw for a career-high six scores, the most in a game by a Razorback quarterback since 2015.

•	Arkansas logged 630 yards (323 rush, 309 pass) of total offense against Arkansas State (Sept. 6), the 

fourth time in program history tallying 300 or more yards in both passing and rushing in a game.

•	 In Arkansas’ SEC opener at Ole Miss (Sept. 13), Green became the first Hog in program history with 300 

passing yards and 100 rushing yards in a game, generating 420 yards of total offense (305 pass, 115 rush).

•	Arkansas’ six games of 500 yards of total offense in 2025 are its most in a season in program history.

Raylen Sharpe has caught at least one pass 
in 40 consecutive games dating back to his 

2022 season at Missouri State.

Two of the Razorbacks’ top 10 total offense 
outputs have occurred since Bobby Petrino 

returned to Arkansas last season.

The Razorback defense tallied 13 interceptions 

in 10 games in 2020, 13 interceptions in 13 games 

in 2021, nine interceptions in 13 games in 2022, 12 

interceptions in 2023, 10 interceptions in 2024 and has 

six interceptions through 11 games in 2025.

•	Since 2020, Arkansas has ranked in the top five 

nationally in INT return touchdowns twice, tying for 

first in 2023 (4) and tying for second in 2020 (3). 

NEAL STEAL�

•	DB Julian Neal, who is in his first year at Arkansas 

after transferring from Fresno State, has emerged 

as the star of the Razorbacks’ secondary. Neal leads 

Arkansas in interceptions (2) while adding 10 pass 

breakups through 11 games this season.

•	Neal became just the third Razorback defensive 

back since 1997 to record 11 or more tackles, 1 or 

more interceptions and 2 or more pass breakups in 

a game during the Razorbacks’ win against Arkansas State (Sept. 6).

•	He logged two more pass breakups at Ole Miss (Sept. 13) to become first Razorback defender with two or 

more pass breakups in consecutive games since LB De’Jon Harris accomlished the feat in 2019. 

WALK IT OUT�

•	DB Kani Walker also joined the Razorback secondary as a transfer, coming to Arkansas from Oklahoma. 

Through 11 games, he leads the Arkansas defense with 11 pass breakups, the most by a Hog since 2022.

•	Thanks to his 89-yard pick-six against Auburn (Oct. 25), Walker became the first Hog to return an interception 

for a touchdown since DB Alfahiym Walcott did so against FIU in 2023. Walker’s 89-yard interception return was 

the longest by a Razorback defender since DB Rohan Gaines’ 100-yard return against Ole Miss in 2014. 

ARKANSAS’ OWN�

•	DL Quincy Rhodes Jr., a North Little Rock, Ark., native, has emerged as the Razorbacks’ top pass rusher in 

his junior season. The Hogs’ defensive lineman leads Arkansas in both tackles for loss (15.5) and sacks (8.0) 

through 11 games. Rhodes is currently tied for first in the SEC and sixth nationally in tackles for loss.

•	Rhodes’ 15.5 tackles for loss are tied for 11th most on Arkansas’ single-season tackles for loss list.

•	He recorded his first multi-sack game of the season against Arkansas State (Sept. 6), finishing with 2.0 sacks. 

•	Rhodes Jr. tallied 2.0 sacks and 4.0 tackles for loss at Memphis (Sept. 20), becoming the first Hog defender 

with 2.0 or more sacks and 4.0 or more tackles for loss in a game since DB Anthony “Juice” Leon in 2010.

•	He racked up his third multi-sack game of the season against Auburn (Oct. 25), logging 2.0 sacks to become 

the first Razorback defender to register three multi-sack games in a season since DL Tre Williams (3) in 2021. 

•	Rhodes Jr. dominated against Mississippi State (Nov. 1), tallying 4.5 tackles for loss with 1.0 sack to become 

the first Arkansas defender with 4.5 tackles for loss in a game since LB Desmond Sims in 2005. He is the first 

Razorback in program history to turn in multiple games with 4.0 or more tackles for loss in a season. His 4.5 

tackles for loss are the most by an SEC defender in a game this year and are tied for second-most nationally.

•	Arkansas’ linebacker room features is led by a veteran 

captain in LB Xavian Sorey Jr. Sorey paced the Hogs 

with a career-best 99 tackles in 2024, his first season as a 

Razorback after transferring from Georgia. 

•	Sorey matched DL Landon Jackson, who was selected 

by the Buffalo Bills in the third round of the 2025 NFL 

Draft, for the team lead in tackles for loss (9.5).

•	The Campbellton, Fla., native, who led or tied for the 

single-game team-high in tackles in five games last 

season, ranked sixth in the SEC in tackles per game (7.6).

•	Sorey Jr. closed out the year by leading Arkansas with 

10 tackles in the Liberty Bowl win over Texas Tech to earn 

Defensive Most Outstanding Player honors.

•	Through 11 games in 2025, Sorey Jr. has 78 stops, 

including 7.5 for loss. He is vying to become the 

first Hog to lead the team in tackles in consecutive 

seasons since LB De’Jon Harris (2018-19). 

 

THIS ONE’S FOR BOB�

•	While the Arkansas-Missouri game has been referred to 

as the Battle Line Rivalry since the trophy was awarded in 

2015, it is unofficially known as the Bob Holt game.

•	Holt, the longtime Arkansas Democrat-Gazette sports 

reporter and proud University of Missouri alum, collapsed 

while walking back to the press box at Faurot Field in 

Columbia, Mo., following the 2024 Arkansas-Missouri 

game. He was rushed to a hospital, where he passed away 

five days later at the age of 65.

•	Holt was working that snowy night, covering the 

Razorbacks like he had done since 1981, when the 

newspaper was known as the Arkansas Democrat. Holt, 

born in Saginaw, Mich., on Sept. 21, 1959, graduated from 

Missouri in 1981 and went to work as a sports reporter 

at the Arkansas Democrat, staying with the newspaper 

throughout his legendary career.

•	Holt was inducted into the Arkansas Sportscasters 

and Sportswriters Hall of Fame in 2022. He was 

named Arkansas Sportswriter of the Year five times 

by the National Sports Media Association, including 

posthumously in 2024. He was a Heisman Trophy 

voter and Heisman coordinator for the state of Arkansas. He was on the board of directors for the U.S. Basketball 

Writers Association and was a voter for the AP top 25 men’s basketball poll.

•	Arkansas will recognize 33 departing seniors before its season finale against Missouri at Donald W. Reynolds 

Razorback Stadium. Of the 33 players, 31 are scheduled to participate in the on-field ceremony prior to kickoff.

HOG TRACKER�
•	The Razorbacks’ 225 consecutive extra-points made 
streak, which began on Dec. 5, 2020, is the second-
longest such streak nationally based on date behind 
only Northwestern (Oct. 24, 2020). 

•	This season, Arkansas has posted six games of 500 
or more yards of total offense, good for the most in 
school history. Since Bobby Petrino returned to lead 
the offense, the Razorbacks have registered 10 games 
of 500 or more yards of total offense. 

•	Arkansas is third in the SEC and seventh nationally 
in touchdown percentage in the red zone, scoring a 
touchdown 76.1% (35-of-46) of the time in the red zone. 

•	Arkansas is the 12th team in college football history 
(since at least 1869) with seven or more single-digit 
losses in a season: Nebraska (9, 2021), Indiana (8, 1984), 
Arkansas (7, 2025), Notre Dame (7, 2016), Army (7, 
2015), NC State (7, 2006), Colorado State (7, 1987), 
Michigan State (7, 1982), Air Force (7, 1974), Cincinnati (7, 
1973), SMU (7, 1962), NC State (7, 1959). 

•	Arkansas’ five losses by 3 or fewer points this season 
are tied for the most all-time in college football history 
(since at least 1869): Arkansas (5, 2025), Boston 
College (5, 2015), Navy (5, 2011), Wake Forest (5, 2009), 
Bowling Green (5, 1980). 

•	QB Taylen Green ranks fifth in career rushing 
touchdowns by an Arkansas quarterback (16), one 
behind QB Ron Calcagni (17) for fourth. Green has four 
multi-rushing touchdown games as a Razorback. 

•	WR Raylen Sharpe has caught at least one pass in 
40 consecutive games dating back to 2022. His 40-game 
reception streak is tied for second-longest nationally 
and tied for longest among all active SEC pass catchers. 

•	TE Rohan Jones is the first Arkansas tight end to 
record a 100-yard receiving game since 2023 and first 
Arkansas tight end to record both a receiving and 
rushing score in a game since at least 1997. Jones is the 
first Arkansas tight end with multiple 100-yard receiving 
games in a season since TE Hunter Henry in 2015. 

•	OL Fernando Carmona Jr. has started 48 straight 
games on the offensive line, a streak dating back to his 
redshirt freshman season at San Jose State in 2022. 

•	DL Quincy Rhodes Jr. is the first Razorback with 
double-digit tackles for loss in a season since DL Landon 
Jackson (13.5) in 2023. His 15.5 tackles for loss through 
11 games are the most by an Arkansas defender in a 
season since DL Trey Flowers (15.5) in 2015, and are tied 
for 11th most in a season by a Razorback defender. 

•	DB Caleb Wooden’s blocked punt return for a 
touchdown against LSU was Arkansas’ first such play 
since against Eastern Michigan on Oct. 31, 2009.

THE LEGEND OF DARREN McFADDEN LIVES ON�

•	The legendary running back Darren McFadden will become the first Arkansas Razorback to have his jersey number honored beginning this season. 

•	A jersey patch emblazoned with his initials and signature silhouette will be worn on the front of the jerseys of the current players on the team wearing No. 5.

•	McFadden – a two-time Doak Walker Award winner and Heisman Trophy runner-up – is widely regarded as one of the greatest players in program history after rushing 

for 4,590 yards and a school record 41 touchdowns in just three seasons before being selected fourth overall by the Oakland Raiders in the 2008 NFL Draft.

•	After a freshman season in 2005 that saw him earn Freshman All-America honors, SEC Freshman of the Year and first-teAM All-SEC honors, McFadden won his first 

Doak Walker Award while finishing as the runner-up in the Heisman Trophy – both feats that had never been done before at Arkansas – as a sophomore in 2006. He was 

a consensus first-team All-American and the SEC Offensive Player of the Year. In 2007 season, he earned Walter Camp Player of the Year, Sporting News Player of the 

Year and his second consecutive Doak Walker Award while finishing as runner-up for the Heisman Trophy again and earning unanimous first-team All-America status.

•	Preseason All-SEC honoree DL Cameron Ball and true freshman WR Ja’Kayden Ferguson will wear No. 5 for Arkansas in 2025. Both players will don the McFadden 

patch on their jerseys starting in the Hogs’ season opener vs. Alabama A&M (Aug. 30). The retired numbers of Clyde Scott (No. 12) and Brandon Burlsworth (No. 77) will 

join McFadden’s No. 5 on display inside Donald W. Reynolds Razorback Stadium. McFadden’s number was unveiled during Arkansas’ game against Texas A&M (Oct. 18).

THE SPECIALISTS�

•	P Devin Bale is producing one of the best seasons by an Arkansas punter in school history in 2025, but his 

26 punts are not enough to qualify for school records or for SEC and national averages. Bale is averaging 45.8 

yards per punt through 10 games, which would rank fourth in a season (min. 4 punts per game) at Arkansas.

•	True freshman K Scott Starzyk handles the placekicking duties for the Razorbacks. Starzyk, who is 13-for-16 

on field goals attempts this season, hit a 53-yard field goal on his first collegiate try, the longest made field goal 

by a freshman in program history. He is also a perfect 45-for-45 on point-after attempts this season.

•	Under the guidance of special teams coordinator Scott Fountain, four different Razorback kickers have 

successfully converted at least one field goal of 50 or more yards. Additionally, an Arkansas kicker has made at 

least one field goal of 50 or more yards in each of the last five seasons (2021-pres.).

•	Bobby Petrino is the fourth interim head coach in Arkansas history. Joe Kines 

(1992), Reggie Herring (2007) and Barry Junney Jr. (2019) have also held the title.

•	Named interim head coach after the first game of the 1992 season, Kines’ 10-

game tenure included Arkansas’ first SEC win and first win at Tennessee. The Hogs 

went 3-6-1 overall under Kines, including a 3-4-1 record in conference play.

•	Herring, who went 0-1 as interim head coach, served as interim head coach for 

the 2008 Cotton Bowl, in which Arkansas was handed a 38-7 loss against Missouri.

•	Lunney Jr., who went 0-2 as interim head coach, was named interim head coach 

for the final two games of 2019, losing to a pair of SEC foes in LSU and Missouri.

•	The announced crowd of 75,111 for Arkansas’ game against Notre Dame (Sept. 27) 

was the 10th largest in the history of Donald W. Reynolds Razorback Stadium.

•	Arkansas recorded three of its all-time top 10 crowds at Donald W. Reynolds 

Razorback Stadium during the 2024 campaign, doing so against UAB (75,021 - Sept.
