THE OPPONENT >>

e The Tigers are 10-16 on the season with a 3-10 record in SEC play. On Jan. 12, Arkansas
defeated Missouri 94-61 in Mizzou Arena. The Razorbacks shot 62.7 percent - a program
record in an SEC game - and scored the most points by a visitor in the Tigers’ venue, which
opened for the 2004-05 season. That loss was the first of nine straight for Mizzou, but
the team is on a two-game win spurt, with victories over Tennessee on Feb. 13 and South
Carolina on Feb. 16.

e The Tigers have 10 players who average at least 12.8 minutes per game, but none who
average more than 11.2 points. Freshman forward Kevin Puryear leads the team with that
mark, while Namon Wright (9.1) is the team'’s scoring leader. Wright is also the Tigers' leading
rebounder, at 4.8 boards per contest. Missouri ranks fourth in the SEC, shooting 71 percent
from the foul line, but last in the conference with a 29.5 percent mark from beyond the arc.

 Head coach Kim Anderson is in his second year with the Tigers and has a record of 19-
39 (.328). Anderson came to Mizzou from Central Missouri, where he spent 13 years at the
helm of the Division Il program. In 2013-14, his last season with the Mules, the team won the
National Championship en route to a 30-5 overall record.

SERIES NOTES >>
e Arkansas leads the all-time series 23-21, including a 94-61 victory over the Tigers in
Columbia earlier this year.

e Mike Anderson was 111-57 in five years as the head coach at Missouri and made three NCAA
Tournament appearances. He is 4-3 all-time as a head coach against Mizzou.

e In Arkansas' 33-point win at Missouri this year, the Razorbacks set a school record for
shooting percentage in a SEC game, going 37-59 from field for 62.7 percent.

The Razorback Nation welcomed home one of its own on March 23, 2011, when Mike Anderson
was named the 12th head men’s basketball coach in Arkansas history. Charged with bringing
back the winning tradition that was synonymous with the Razorback program throughout the
‘80s and '90s, Anderson has helped the Razorbacks improve each year on and off the court as
the tradition-rich program grows closer to returning to its glory days.

Fans caught a glimpse of those glory days in 2014-15, as the Razorbacks returned to both the
NCAA Tournament and SEC Tournament championship game for the first time since 2008.
Highlighted by a victory over Southern Conference champ Wofford in the NCAA Tournament
second round and a program-record six SEC road wins, Arkansas produced the sixth-most wins
in program history with a 27-9 record. Of course, the up-tempo style of play donned the “Fast-
est 40 Minutes in Basketball” reached another level, as the Razorbacks led the SEC in five dif-
ferent statistical categories, including scoring (77.4), assists (16.1) and turnover margin (+3.8).

The 2014-15 campaign brought back memories of the 90's, as Arkansas finished second in the
SEC at 13-5 and spent eight weeks ranked in both the Associated Press Top 25 Poll and the USA
Today Coaches Poll. Anderson’s attention to detail in skill development helped sophomore
Bobby Portis become only the second Razorback in program history to be named the SEC
Player of the Year by both the Associated Press and league head coaches. Portis was the first
Razorback to surpass 1,000 points and 500 rebounds as a sophomore and went on to become
the 12th player in program history to be selected in the first round of the NBA Draft when he
went 22nd overall to the Chicago Bulls.

A long-time assistant and associate head coach at Arkansas, Anderson spent nine years as a
head coach at the University of Alabama-Birmingham and the University of Missouri before
returning to the Razorbacks.
