+ Fland averaged 18.0 points, 8.0 assists and 3.5 steals in the two wins.

« First, Fland excelled as he returned to his hometown and was able to play in historic Madison Square Garden for the first time.
He scored 20 points with seven assists, against just one turnover, and two steals in the win. More specifically, Fland scored
16 of his 20 points and dished out five of his seven assists as Arkansas turned a 15-point deficit into an 18-point
lead. Overall, Arkansas out-scored Michigan 57-24 over a 15:51 span to take that 18-point lead.

« Versus UCA, Fland had 16 points, a career-high nine assists, a career-high five steals and five rebounds. He set the tone early
with back-to-back steals and layups to put the Razorbacks up 22-7. He finished the first half with 13 points to give Arkansas a
46-28 lead at the break.
