- The University of Arkansas enters Saturday’s game with a 7-3
record this season.

- The Razorbacks are looking to rebound from a 69-75 loss
against Georgia Tech on Dec. 19 at Bud Walton Arena.

« Arkansas has a 5-2 record in home games this season after
dropping its last two contests against Western Kentucky
(78-77) on Dec. 8 and Georgia Tech.

- The Razorbacks enter Saturday with 1-0 record against Sun
Belt Conference teams after defeating UT Arlington 78-60 in
the Hardwood Showcase on Nov. 23.

« Arkansas is ranked fourth nationally in blocked shots with 6.4
per game. Daniel Gafford and Reggie Chaney netted three
blocked shots each against Georgia Tech.

- Gafford, a 6-11 forward, leads the Razorbacks with 17.5
points and 9.2 rebounds per game. He also is averaging 2.4
blocked shots to rank 27 nationally and third in the SEC.

- Texas State enters the Arkansas game with a 4-1 record in
road games after winning at UTRGV (77-68) on Dec. 15. It
was the fourth straight victory in road games this season for
the Bobcats. TXST also won at Portland (91-68) on Nov. 24, at
UTSA (69-68) on Dec. 1 and at Texas A&M-Corpus Christi (61-
55) on Dec. 5 before traveling to UTRGV. Texas State’s lone
loss on the road was at Drake (75-69) on Nov. 17.

- Texas State also enters the Arkansas game with a 4-0 record
during the month of December. It marks the first time since
