They
had 27 performances of 15-19 points; 18 times in
which players scored 20-25 points and one 26+
point performance.

= This season (18 games) Arkansas has 33 10-14
point performances. They have 18 performances
with 15-19 points; nine with 20-25 points and two
26+ point performances.

THE PATH TO A MILESTONE

— Malica Monk became the 28th player in pro-
gram history to score 1,000 career-points. She
reached the milestone with a layup in the second
quarter in the win over Nebraska.

— Monk scored 110, 247 and 494 points, respec-
tively, in each of her first three seasons.

— Monk has 222 points as a senior through 18
games - more points than she had in a complete
season as a freshman.

= Monk has 19 made 3-point baskets this sea-
son. That is more than she had as a freshman (2)
or a sophomore (7) in complete seasons.

— Monk has started 81 0f 103 games including 76
in a row (She has missed some games with injury
so the number is not consecutive).

= She has scored in double figures in 56 games,
had 11 games with 20+ points and led the team in
scoring in 14 games.

TRUST, TALENT AND TIME

My program will be built on three things. It's very simple.

— TRUST - The highest form of loyalty that has to be earned, managed and
sometimes re-earned. If we don't have this, nothing will work and the stool’s
legs will fall off and everything will collapse.

— TALENT - It doesn't mean you can dribble, shoot, pass and rebound. It's
a lot of other things like the ability to engage with the fan base and will-
ingness to sign autographs for a 10-year-old child you might be inspiring.
— TIME - It's just not being on time or making time. It's how you utilize
your time and who you invest your time with and be around.

Trust, talent and time. Those will be our pillars.

SIDE BY SIDE

— One of the things Mike Neighbors stressed when he was hired was his
desire to take care of the players, the staff and the fans who have been
loyal to the Razorback program. He has told our fans that he wants them to
stand "Beside Us". Don't be behind us, stand next to us and go through the
process of building our program.

— You will notice the team and coaches line up and walk side-by-side from
the half court line to the baseline of every game. It is a final moment of
reflection, a chance to clear your head and a reminder that we are in this
together.

HOME SWEET HOME

— Arkansas has had just one losing home season in 42 years (2009-10)

— Arkansas is 429-148 (7-2 in 18-"19) in home games including a 270-113
record in Bud Walton Arena. Arkansas was 159-35 in Barnhill Arena.

FROM MIKE NEIGHBORS

Here is a quick look at a couple observations from head coach Mike Neigh-
bors about this year's team:

— We are still small. There is no getting around it - Malica Monk did not
grow in the off-season. This year, Arkansas has nine guards with Monk listed
at 5-5 and Grayce Spangler and Chelsea Dungee at 5-11. If you look at the
four guards who return with playing experience our average height is about
5.

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= We may be small but we are fast. Look for Arkansas to push the tempo
even more this season. Not only do the Razorbacks have individually fast
players, they have a lot of them so legs should be fresh for the entire game.
— Neighbors is looking for a high number of shot attempts versus a low
number of turnovers. Turnovers are a wasted possession - you don't have a
chance to score. Last season, Arkansas took 2077 shots and committed just
360 turnovers. Arkansas ranked fifth in the SEC in shots taken and was
first in the SEC with just 360 turnovers.

= Arkansas has more shot-makers this year. The Razorbacks return their
leading scorer and add in a couple of redshirt players who made significant
offensive contributions during the trip to Italy, the exhibitions and non-con-
ference games.

MONK GETS PRESEASON NOD

Senior Malica Monk was selected as a Second-Team All-Southeastern Con-
ference honoree in a vote by the league’s coaches. Monk, a senior from
Little Rock, Arkansas, led the Razorbacks and was 12th in the SEC averaging
15.9 points per game a year aqo. Billed as one of the fastest players in the
SEC, Monk also accounted for 3.4 rebounds per game, had a team-best 122
assists, made 38 3-pointers and went 114-146 from the line as a junior.

GIMMIE THE BALL

— Malica Monk and Jailyn Mason are climbing the career assists ladder.
— Monk began the year tied for No. 17 in program history and has 56 as-
sists this year. She is currently No. 13 overall with 308 helps.

— Mason jumped into the top-25 at Abilene Christian and has 223 assists.
