TUSCALOOSA, Ala. — Junior Cierra Johnson's 27 points were not enough to complete
the late-game comeback against LSU on Sunday afternoon in Coleman Coliseum, as the
Crimson Tide (10-9, 2-4 SEC) fell to the Lady Tigers (12-6, 3-3 SEC), 62-56.

“You have to credit LSU,” head coach Kristy Curry said. “Things did not go their way
earlier in the week and we had some things going good for us earlier in the week. | was
disappointed. | think there is a big difference in today’s game, and you look up and your
five spot has 27 (points), 11 (rebounds, and five blocks (on Thursday) and today have seven
(points), nine (rebounds), and two (blocks).”

“You can'twin in this league being inconsistent. As far as our staff, we go back to work and
we be persistent and consistent. We prepare. Nothing changes. But something changes
individually. They have to grow up and understand that we have to be consistent. I'll do
everything | can, but | think we are at a player point where we have some kids that have
got to be consistent.”

Alabama was led by Johnson, who matched her career-high of 27 points in the loss which
included a career-best, 14-of-16 output at the foul line to go along with a team-high six
rebounds. Sophomore Jasmine Walker scored 13 points and pulled down five rebounds.

The Crimson Tide and Lady Tigers were both able to find offense early in the game, as
Alabama was in front 10-9 at the game’s first media timeout. The game would remain tightly
contested for the remainder of the period with the Tide carrying an 18-16 lead into the
second quarter.

LSU would score the first nine points of the second quarter to grab a 25-18 lead with 4:47 to
play in the frame. Alabama would make four of its last five field goal attempts of the period
but would be unable to cut into the Lady Tigers’ lead as LSU was in front 36-28 at the half.

After the Lady Tigers stretched their lead to 40-28 at the 7:28 mark of the third, the Crimson
Tide would respond with a 14-8 run to close the quarter and cut the LSU lead to 48-42
entering the final period.

With LSU leading 57-47 with 5:40 to play in the game, Johnson would net five straight free
throws after she was fouled on a three-pointer and a technical was issued to the LSU
bench. The 5-0 spurt would shrink the Lady Tigers’ lead to 57-52 with 3:37 remaining in
the contest.

With 1:57 to go, a layup by sophomore Ariyah Copeland brought the Tide within three points
of the Lady Tigers, as LSU was clinging to a 57-54 advantage. The Tide was unable to
overcome the deficit as LSU would hold on for the 62-56 win.

The Crimson Tide shot 79 percent (19-0f-24) from the free throw line as a team in the game.

NEWS AND NOTES

OPENING TIP

e Alabama will travel to Fayetteville, Ark., for its first of two SEC road games this week when
it takes on the Arkansas Razorbacks on Thursday, Jan. 24 at 7 p.m. CT in Bud Walton Arena.

e The Crimson Tide (10-9, 2-4 SEC) is coming off a tough home loss to LSU, 62-56, on Sunday
afternoon in Coleman Coliseum.

e The Razorbacks (14-5, 3-2 SEC) last defeated Tennessee, 80-79, on a last second shot in
Knoxville on Monday night.

e This is the 38th meeting between the two schools with Arkansas holding the seven-game
advantage in the overall series. On Jan. 7, 2018 in Fayetteville, the Tide snapped a six-game
losing streak to the Razorbacks after winning 83-76 and picked up its first win in Bud Walton
Arena since 2011. The two sides split the two-game series last year.

JUCO TRANSITION

© 2018 NJCAA Player of the Year Cierra Johnson took some time to get adjusted to the play of
Division | competition, after only averaging nine points per game through the first three games.
However, the junior has scored in double digits in 14 of the last 16 games and is coming off a
game against LSU where she tied her career-high with 27 paints.

e She is currently first on the team with 14.4 points per game and in total assists with 53
through 19 games. Johnson is also the top-rebounding guard on the squad and third on the team
with 4.7 per contest.

e At the beginning of SEC play, Johnson moved from shooting guard to starting at the point
guard position with the injury to Jordan Lewis. Over those six contests, Johnson is averaging
16.3 points (9th in SEC), six rebounds (17th in SEC) and three assists. She has also shot 29-0f-36
(80.6 percent) from the free throw line in SEC play which ranks 10th in the conference.

BIG-GAME 40

¢ Sophomore Jasmine Walker “Big Forty” has made great improvements this season with the
Tide. The Montgomery, Ala. native, is currently the team’s second leading scorer and leading
rebounder with 13.8 points and 7.1 rebounds per game. Walker also leads the team with three
double-doubles this season and has five games in which she has registered double-digit re-
bounds. At 38.1 percent from the three-point line, Walker is first on the team in percentage and
three-pointers made (32). Her 13.8 points ranks 13th in the league, while her 7.1 rebounds per
contest ranks 15th in the SEC.

¢ |n six conference games, Walker is averaging 15.2 points per game which is 12th in the
league. Walker has been on fire from beyond the arc in the last six games, knocking down 15-
of-32 (46.9 percent) from the three-point land, which is third in the conference.

¢ Walker began her career at Florida State, played in five games before transferring to Ala-
bama. Last season she became eligible on Dec. 17 and averaged 5.7 points and 4.2 rebounds
per game in 2017-18 and has over doubled her points per contest and nearly doubled her re-
bound average in 2018-19. In December 2018, Walker was granted an extra year of eligibility by
the NCAA and is now classified as a sophomore.

LEADING AT HALF IS KEY
e (etting off to a hot start has been key for the Tide this season, when leading at half UA is
9-0, while when trailing, 1-9.

ABOUT ARKANSAS

¢ The Razorbacks have won their last two SEC games, first defeating Vanderbilt at home, 83-62,
on Sunday, Jan. 13 and then against Tennessee, 80-79, in Knoxville on Jan. 21.

e Arkansas is first in the conference in taking care of the ball with only 11.7 turnovers per game,
while ranking fourth in forcing turnovers, at 19 per contest. The Razorbacks are also known to
shoot the three, as they rank first in the SEC in three-point attempts and three-pointers made
per contest.

e Arkansas is led by Chelsea Dungee who is tops on the team with 17.1 points per game. The
Razorbacks have two additonal players who average double-figures in Malica Monk (12.9) and
Alexis Tolefree (11.5).

ROCKY TOPPED

e Alabama won its fifth-straight game against No. 20 Tenneessee, 86-65, on Jan. 20 in Cole-
man Coliseum. The win over a ranked opponent was the first for the Tide at home since 2014.
e The Crimson Tide became the only team in the SEC and just the eighth program in history to
win five or more consecutive games against the Lady Vols.

e The 21-point win is the largest for the Crimson Tide over UT in the two program’s history. The
21-point win was also the largest margin of victory against a ranked opponent since Feb. 14,
1998 and the higgest margin ever for an unranked Alabama team against an Associated Press
top-25 opponent. The 86 points were the most scored by a Crimson Tide team versus the Lady
Vols in the series” history.

COPELAND TRENDING UP

e Sophomore Ariyah Copeland's improvement can be spotted on the court and on the stat
sheet. Through 19 games this season the Columbus, Ga. native, is tops on the team with 1.2
blocks per game (T-8th in SEC) and second on the squad with 6.6 rebounds (17th in SEC) per
contest. Copeland is also putting up 7.9 points per game, compared to averaging three points
a game a season ago.

e The Columbus, Ga., native is second on the team with two double-doubles this season and
has started the last 10 games for the Tide.

HOME SWEET HOME

e Alabama has impressed the most when it's on its home court, compiling an 8-3 record, while
combining for a 2-6 mark in games away from Coleman Coliseum.

e During its 11 home games, the Tide is outscoring its opponents by an average margin of 11.8
points and has a rebounding margin of +6.3.

e Juniors Jordan Lewis and Cierra Johnson turned in career performances in the Florida Sun-
shine Classic on Dec. 20-21 with Lewis pouring in a career-high 25 points in the win against
Virginia, while Johnson put up a career-best 27 points in the loss against Miami.

e Both Lewis and Johnson were named to the Florida Sunshine Classic All-Tournament Team
for their performances.

BENJAMIN NAMED SEC CO-FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

e De’'Sha Benjamin was named the Southeastern Conference Co-Freshman of the Week on
Dec. 18. The honor is the first of Benjamin’s career and the first for an Alabama player since
Jordan Lewis earned SEC Freshman of the Week five times back in 2016-17.

e Benjamin earned the honor after impressing in the Crimson Tide's 87-73 win over Northwest-
ern State (12/16) after she totaled a career-high 16 points to go along with six rebounds in just
18 minutes off the bench. Benjamin knocked down three shots from beyond the arc which tied
her career-best. The 16 points are the most scored by an Alabama freshman so far this season.

CURRY’S 400TH WIN

e Head Coach Kristy Curry notched her 400th-career win in her career on Sunday, Dec. 16
against Northwestern State (87-73).

e Curry ranks 4th in the SEC among active coaches in career wins and is just six wins away
from her 100th victory at Alabama.
