Familiar Foe in the Big 12/SEC Challenge

« Arkansas will travel to Lubbock, Texas to play in the Big 12/SEC
Challenge versus Texas Tech.

« In the 78 previous meetings with the Red Raiders, Arkansas and Texas
Tech are all square at 39-39.

« The last time the teams met, which was in the 2016 edition of the Big
12/SEC Challenge, the Razorbacks won, 75-68 in overtime. Arkansas
has won five of the last six in the series with Texas Tech and 11 of the
last 15.

- Arkansas is playing in its fifth consecutive Big 12/SEC Challenge. The
Razorbacks are 2-2 in the Big 12/SEC Challenge with wins over Texas
Tech (2016) and Oklahoma State (2018). Arkansas lost at lowa State
(2015) and at Oklahoma State (2017).

Tough Stretch

+ Arkansas' current four-game stretch (Jan. 15-Jan. 26) is the toughest
in the nation. Arkansas has already played two road games at
nationally-ranked opponents (current #1 Tennessee and #20 Ole
Miss). The Razorbacks now play at #11 Texas Tech.

+ No other team in the nation will have played three road games versus
top 25 teams over this same span.

+ Taking it one step further, while LSU was not ranked at the time
and counting Texas Tech, four of Arkansas's last five opponents are
currently ranked among the AP Top 25 (#25 LSU, #1 Tennessee, #20
Ole Miss and #14 Texas Tech).

Been There and Done That

+ Arkansas was in a similar position last year to start the SEC slate.
The Razorbacks won their SEC opener before falling to 2-4. Arkansas
rallied to finish the reqular season with a 9-4 record, including a
win in the Big 12/SEC Challenge. Arkansas won two games at the SEC
Tournament to be one of a league-record eight teams to play in the
NCAA Tourney.

+ Arkansas snapped a four-game losing streak Wednesday with a win
over Missouri. It was the first time in the Mike Anderson era Arkansas
had lost four straight. However, Anderson - one of four active NCAA
head coaches with at least 15 years experience to never experience a
losing record - did have four-game losing streaks once at UAB (2004~
05, finished 22-1 and reached NCAA Tournament) and once at Missouri

FAYETTEVILLE - Playing against his
former school, Dusty Hannahs scored 21
of Arkansas' 29 first-half points as the
Razorbacks defeated Texas Tech, 75-68
in overtime, as part of the Big 12/SEC
Challenge.

After going scoreless and without
a rebound in the first frame, Moses
Kingsley erupted with 17 points and 11
boards in the second half and overtime
combined for his third-consecutive
double-double and 1ith of the season.

There was a lid on the rim early for
the Razorbacks, with the team missing
nine straight shots and going scoreless
for 5:39, while Texas Tech took an early
16-4 lead. But a layup by Jimmy Whitt got
Arkansas going again, and that's when
Hannahs brought the heat. The junior
scored 19 of the team’s final 23 points of
the half, and the Razorbacks took a 29-28
lead into the locker room.

That momentum continued into the
second half, as Arkansas come out with
a quick 16-6 run to take its first double-
digit lead of the contest. Back came the
Red Raiders, though, to tie the game at
45 with 10:22 left. Through the final 10
minutes, it was back-and-forth between
the two.

Down 60-56 with 72 seconds left, back-
to-back offensive put-backs by Trey
Thompson and Kingsley tied the game,
then a missed Texas Tech layup at the
buzzer meant the game was destined
for overtime.

With the game tied at 64 in the extra
frame, a three-pointer from Anthlon
Bell and a breakaway dunk by Kingsley
put the game out of reach. Fittingly,
Hannahs hit the final foul shots to ice
it, then dribbled out the final seconds of
the victory as the Razorbacks improved
to 1110 on the season.

Razorback Nation welcomed home one of its own on March 23, 2011, when Mike Anderson was named the 12th head men's basketball coach in Arkansas history. Charged
with bringing back the winning tradition that was synonymous with the Razorback program throughout the ‘80s and '90s, Anderson has accomplished that and is in his
eighth season at Arkansas - 17th as a head coach.

Anderson has brought Arkansas back national relevance by leading the Razorbacks to back-to-back NCAA Tournament berths and postseason appearances in four of
the last five years. The Razorbacks won 49 games over the 2016-17 and 2017-18 seasons, rank among the top three in league wins over the last six seasons and the Hogs
are one of just two teams in the SEC to finish with a .500 winning percentage or better in league play over the last six years. This success has helped Arkansas' last two
recruiting classes rank among the nation's top 25, snagging seven of the top eight players in the state over the span.

During his first seven seasons at Arkansas, Anderson produced a 156-88 record and is the first head coach in program history to win 18 or more games in each of his first
four years. Anderson has also re-established Bud Walton Arena as one of the toughest places to play and brought excitement back to the tradition-rich program. Since his
return to Fayetteville, the Razorbacks rank among the NCAA top 10 in home victories in the country with 118.

The success on-and-off the court has translated into great fan support as Arkansas has ranked among the top 25 in national attendance each of the last seven years,
including No. 10 in 2017-18. Also, in August of 2018, Anderson was honored by the Burlsworth Foundation for this contributions to the state.

- Daniel Gafford scored a career-high, 32-points versus LSU (Jan. 11). The previous game, Mason Jones scored a career-
high 30-points versus Florida (Jan. 9).

+ Isaiah Joe has also broken the 30-point plateau this season, getting 34 points versus FIU (Dec. 1).

- Gafford's performance versus the Tigers marked the 120th time a Razorback has scored at least 30. Gafford became
the 48th Razorback to accomplish the feat.

Gafford Named SEC Player of the Week

- After posting career highs and leading the Razorbacks to a win over Indiana, Daniel Gafford was been named the SEC
Men's Basketball Player of the Week.

- Gafford scored a career-high 27 points and tied his career high with 12 rebounds while adding three blocked shots and
two steals. Gafford was most effective in the second half, scoring 19 points, grabbing seven rebounds and getting two
steals. In fact, he was 9-for-10 shooting from the field in the period while the rest of the team was just 5-of-23 from the
field and scored 16 points.

- Three times in within the final 11 minutes, Indiana took a one-point lead and, each time, Gafford answered to put the
Razorbacks back on top. He additionally broke a 63-63 tie with 5:46 left with one of his four dunks on the evening.
In the final seconds, Gafford tipped the ball out after a missed shot that led to a Mason Jones rebound and eventual
game-winning free throw with 2.5 seconds left.

Joe Named SEC Player of the Week

- Isaiah Joe was named the Southeastern Conference Men's Basketball Player of the Week. Joe scored 34 points - 17 in
each half - and made 10-of-13 shots from 3-point range to lead the Razorbacks to a 121-89 victory over FIU.

- Joe joins Courtney Fortson (Dec. 15, 2009) as the only Razorback freshman to be named SEC Player of the Week.

+ The 34 points are second (tied) on the Arkansas all-time list for most points by a freshman in a game. Bobby Portis
scored 35 as a freshman versus Alabama in 2014. Scotty Thurman scored 34 twice as a freshman. This was just the
seventh time a Razorback freshman has ever scored at least 30 points in a game.

+ He is just the fourth Razorback (fifth time in school history) to make at least 10 3-pointers in a game and just the 10th
player in SEC history (11th time in league history) to make at least 10 in a game. (Arkansas' Rotnei Clarke had at least
10, 3's twice in his career).

- Joe was 10-for-13 from 3-point range and that .764 percentage ties for the best percentage in SEC history for those
that made at least 10 in a game. (Alabama's John Petty was also 10-of-13 last season.)

- After FIU trimmed its deficit to four (24-20) at 8:29 in the first half, Joe drained a 3-pointer and scored 14 points over
the next 4:37 to put Arkansas up 20.

- Joe started the game going 1-for-3 from 3-point range. He then made six straight attempts and finished the game
making 9-of-his-last-10 from long distance.

Slam Dunk; On Pace to Break Last Year's Record

+ The Razorbacks threw down 10 dunks in the win over Montana State - the second-best, single-game total in the Mike
Anderson era. Arkansas added nine versus FIU.

+ Arkansas has 80 dunks in 18 games this season, an average of 4.4 per game.

+ Arkansas' 124 dunks in 2017-18 (3.5 per game) were the most of the Mike Anderson era. The only other Arkansas team
to reach 100 dunks in a season was the 2014-15 team who totaled exactly 100 dunks.

Anderson Honored by Brandon Burisworth Foundation

+ This past August, University of Arkansas head basketball coach Mike Anderson was honored at the annual Brandon
Burlsworth Foundation Legends Dinner. Anderson is the ninth Legend the Burlsworth Foundation has honored,.

+ “The Legends Dinner recognizes a person each year who has made great contributions to our state,” said Marty
Burlsworth, Chairman/CEO and Founder of the Brandon Burlsworth Foundation. “Coach Anderson has a long history with
the University and the state of Arkansas, so it was an easy choice for our board of directors to honor him in this way."

+ Anderson is one of four Division | coaches with 15-plus years of head coaching experience and has never experienced
a losing season while being the only coach to accomplish the feat at three different programs. In his first 16 years
of being a head coach, Anderson has led his teams to 11 postseason berths, including nine NCAA Tournament
appearances, and posted 11, 20-win seasons.

+ While his on-court success is evident, Coach Anderson is equally a champion in the community. He created his own
Mike Anderson Foundation, which provides funding for programs focused on preventative health care education
and assists organizations that offer nutritional support for children. Anderson is active with the Yvonne Richardson
Center and Samaritan's Feet. Also, each year at the annual Red-White Game, fans get in free with a canned food item,
which helps support the Northwest Arkansas Food Bank. In fact, Anderson has done similar food drives as the head
coach at Missouri and UAB as well as assist with Special Olympics at all three stops.

Moncrief Enshrined in Hall of Fame; Joins Richardson and Sutton in Hall

+ Last March, Arkansas legend Sidney Moncrief was elected to the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame Class of
2018. The ceremony was Sunday, Nov. 18, 2019 in Kansas City. Others being inducted into the class are Arizona's Sean
Elliott, Houston's Otis Birdsong, North Carolina's Sam Perkins, Morgan State's Marvin Webster and USC's Paul Westphal
will join former Charleston coach John Kresse and former Oregon Tech coach Danny Miles.

+ Moncrief is the third Razorback to be inducted into the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame, joining his former
coach Eddie Sutton who was selected in 2011 and Nolan Richardson who entered in 2008. All three Arkansas legends
have a banner hanging in the rafters of Bud Walton Arena.

+ One of the Arkansas’ famed “Triplets”, Moncrief ended his career as Arkansas's leader in scoring (he ranks seoncd
now behind Todd Day) with 2,066 points from 1976-79. He poured in 600-plus points each of his last two years in
Fayetteville, one of just four Razorbacks to score more than 600 points during two separate seasons.

+ Moncrief helped lead Arkansas to two Elite Eight appearances and the 1978 Final Four, when the Razorbacks recorded
Arkansas' first of five total 30-win seasons in program history (32-4). A 14-time All-American, Moncrief's name is
scattered all through Arkansas' record book and he was a three-time All-Southwest Conference selection.

+ Moncrief was drafted fifth overall in the 1979 NBA Draft to the Milwaukee Bucks, where he spent his first 11 NBA
seasons, before finishing his career in Atlanta in 1990-91. The Little Rock native was just the second Razorback in
school history to be selected in the first round of the NBA Draft and remains as the only player to be taken in the top
five. While in Milwaukee, Moncrief earned All-NBA first team honors once (1983) and second team honors four times
(1982-85 and 1986). The five-time All-Star was also named to the NBA's All-Defensive first team four years (1983-86) and
second team in 1982, along with earning NBA Defensive Player of the Year honors two seasons (1982-83 and 1983-84).
During his 12-year NBA career, Moncrief averaged 15.6 points, 4.7 rebounds and 3.6 assists per game.

Signnee Justice Hill Joins Team

+ OnNov. 14,2018, Arkansas men's head basketball coach Mike Anderson announced Justice Hill signed a National Letter
of Intent. Hill graduated high school in December 2018 and, on Jan. 3, 2019, Hill began practicing with the Razorback
basketball team.

+ Through his junior season, Hill was rated the #3 overall prospect in Arkansas and #36-best point guard in the nation
by 247Sports.com ... Also a three-star recruit by Rivals.com, which has him as the 48th-best point quard in the nation.

- Named to the 2018 5A All-State basketball team as a junior as he averaged 19.5 points, six assists, four steals and four
rebounds ... As a sophomore, averaged 15 points, four rebounds, three assist and two steals.

+ Played summer ball with the Arkansas Hawks, teaming with Isaiah Joe, Desi Sills and Ethan Henderson.

+ A standout quarterback for the Little Rock Christian football team and received several FBS football scholarship
offers as well ... Named the 2018-19 Gatorade Arkansas Football Player of the Year Passed for 3,034 yards with 37
touchdowns and 4 interceptions and rushed for 1,000 yards and 21 touchdowns ... In the playoffs, accounted for seven
touchdowns in the both the quarterfinals and semifinals ...
