Malica Monk is at her best. Monk has hit three
game-winning shots in the closing seconds this
season.

— She crossed over a Tennessee defender to
create separation and hit about a 12-foot jumper
with 3.6 seconds remaining to give Arkansas an
80-79 win - its first road win over the Volunteers
since 2012 and only the second for the Razor-
backs in 16 games at Thompson-Boling Arena.

— Monk’s layup with 4.7 seconds remaining com-
pleted a 15-point comeback in the Razorbacks'
69-68 win over Wisconsin on Nov. 25 during an
event in Nashville, Tenn.

— 0n Dec. 20 she made a layup with eight sec-
onds remaining to give Arkansas the go-ahead
points in a 61-59 win at Tulsa.

— Monk has 354 points as a senior through 26 games - more points than
she had in a complete seasons in her first two years.

— Monk has 30 made 3-point baskets this season. That is more than she
had as a freshman (2) or a sophomore (7) combined.

— Monk averages 10.9 ppg for her career and if she plays in five more
games (every reqgular season game and one contest in the SEC Tourna-
ment), she will add 55 more points to her total for 1,260 career points. That
would make her 17th all-time in program history.

— If Monk were to average 13,6 points in six games (her 2018-19 ppg av-
erage), she would finish with 1,273 career points to rank 17th in program
history.

— Last year Arkansas was 12-14 overall and 3-10
in SEC games through the first 26 contests. Ar-
kansas was being outscored by an average of
five points a game, outrebounded by 4.9 boards
a game and had a +2.3 turnover margin.

— This year, Arkansas is 16-10 overall and 5-7 in
SEC games. The Razorbacks are outscoring oppo-
nents by a +4.8 margin, are getting outrounded
by 5.9 per game and have a +5.9 turnover margin.
