« Isaiah Joe is going into the record books as he is on pace to set
two school records, an SEC record and could have one of the top 5
freshman seasons in NCAA history.

Razorback Nation welcomed home one of its own on March 23, 2011, when Mike Anderson was named the 12th head men's basketball coach in Arkansas history. Charged
with bringing back the winning tradition that was synonymous with the Razorback program throughout the ‘80s and '90s, Anderson has accomplished that and is in his
eighth season at Arkansas - 17th as a head coach.

Anderson has brought Arkansas back national relevance by leading the Razorbacks to back-to-back NCAA Tournament berths and postseason appearances in four of
the last five years. The Razorbacks won 49 games over the 2016-17 and 2017-18 seasons, rank among the top three in league wins over the last six seasons and the Hogs
are one of just two teams in the SEC to finish with a .500 winning percentage or better in league play over the last six years. This success has helped Arkansas' last two
recruiting classes rank among the nation's top 25, snagging seven of the top eight players in the state over the span.

During his first seven seasons at Arkansas, Anderson produced a 156-88 record and is the first head coach in program history to win 18 or more games in each of his first
four years. Anderson has also re-established Bud Walton Arena as one of the toughest places to play and brought excitement back to the tradition-rich program. Since his
return to Fayetteville, the Razorbacks rank among the NCAA top 10 in home victories in the country with 120.

The success on-and-off the court has translated into great fan support as Arkansas has ranked among the top 25 in national attendance each of the last seven years,
including No. 10 in 2017-18. Also, in August of 2018, Anderson was honored by the Burlsworth Foundation for this contributions to the state.

Last Time Out for Razorbacks

+ Missouri locked down on the final defensive possession
and squeaked by Arkansas 79-78 Tuesday night at Mizzou
Arena.

- The Tigers were up three points with 17 seconds
remaining when Arkansas' Daniel Gafford threw down
an alley-oop dunk from Jalen Harris. On the ensuing
inbound play, Missouri's Xavier Pinson committed a
push-off foul to give Arkansas the ball back and a
chance to win.

+ Missouri's Jeremiah Tilmon did not allow Harris to get a
quality shot off, and the ball was tipped back to him as
time expired. Tilmon led Missouri with 21 points. Senior
Jordan Geist contributed 18 points.

- Arkansas lost despite committing just 12 turnovers.
However, the Tigers committed just 11 turnovers and shot
50 percent from the field in the second half.

- Gafford led Arkansas with 26 points on 12-of-17 shooting.
He scored the Razorbacks' first 10 points of the game.
Isaiah Joe added 17points and Mason Jones had 12.

Close Calls

- Arkansas has been involved in several games that have
come down to the final buzzer.

+ The Razorbacks beat Indiana, Texas State, Texas A&M,
LSU and Vanderbilt in one-possession games.

- On the other side, Arkansas’ first five losses were by a
combined 19 points (3.8 average) and its last three were
all within reach.

- At Texas Tech, the Razorbacks lost by three, but had the
ball, down three with 32 seconds left. While Arkansas
lost by 12 at South Carolina, it was a two-point game
with 3:11 left to play. At Missouri, the Razorbacks were
down one with ball and 11 seconds to play but could not
convert on their final possession.

Turover Margin

- Arkansas forced 21 turnovers at South Carolina and
only committed 14. The next game, at Mizzou, Arkansas
only had 12 turnovers. It was the first two times this
season the Razorbacks committed fewer than 15
turnovers and lost (9-2).

+ Over the last seven games, Arkansas has forced 20-plus
turnovers four times.

- On offense over the last six games, Arkansas is only
turning the ball over 12.8 times, including a season-low
four versus Georgia.

Slam Dunk; Razorbacks Reach Century Again - On Pace to Break Last Year's Record

+ The Razorbacks threw down 10 dunks in the win over Montana State - the second-best, single-game total in the Mike
Anderson era. Arkansas added nine versus FIU.

+ Arkansas has 105 dunks in 24 games this season, an average of 4.4 per game, and on pace for 140.

+ Arkansas' 124 dunks last season (3.5 per game) were the most of the Mike Anderson era. The only other Arkansas team
to reach 100 dunks in a season was the 2014-15 team who totaled exactly 100 dunks.

Road Stretch Ends; Home Stretch Begins

- Arkansas just ended a nine-game stretch (Jan. 15-Feb. 12) featured six road games, including four that were ranked
when the game was played including then #3 Tennessee, then #18 Ole Miss, then #13 Texas Tech and then #19 LSU.

+ Head down the “home stretch” to close the reqular season, Arkansas will play four of its final seven regular-season
games at Bud Walton Arena - all Saturday home games.

Speaking of Home Saturday SEC Games

- For the second straight year, Arkansas will play five Saturday games in Bud Walton Arena, including each of the
Razorbacks' last four home games of the reqular season.

- Arkansas is an impressive 25-6 in Saturday SEC home games under head coach Mike Anderson, winning a streak of
nine of his last 10.

Hogs Love February Under Anderson

- If the past is a quide, February should be promising for the Razorbacks, which are 2-2 to start the month.

- Now in his eighth season, the Razorbacks are 38-22 (.633 winning percentage) in February - its best month in SEC play
historically under Anderson.

- The Razorbacks have won at least six games in February in four of the last five seasons.

Arkansas is Not Just Young, But Inexperienced Too
- Arkansas is not only one of the youngest teams in the nation, but also one of the most inexperienced.

Gafford Named SEC Player of the Week

« After posting career highs and leading the Razorbacks to a win over Indiana, Daniel Gafford was been named the SEC
Men's Basketball Player of the Week.

« Gafford scored a career-high 27 points and tied his career high with 12 rebounds while adding three blocked shots and
two steals. Gafford was most effective in the second half, scoring 19 points, grabbing seven rebounds and getting two
steals. In fact, he was 9-for-10 shooting from the field in the period while the rest of the team was just 5-0f-23 from the
field and scored 16 points.

« Three times in within the final 11 minutes, Indiana took a one-point lead and, each time, Gafford answered to put the
Razorbacks back on top. He additionally broke a 63-63 tie with 5:46 left with one of his four dunks on the evening.
In the final seconds, Gafford tipped the ball out after a missed shot that led to a Mason Jones rebound and eventual
game-winning free throw with 2.5 seconds left.

Joe Named SEC Player of the Week

+ Isaiah Joe was named the Southeastern Conference Men's Basketball Player of the Week. Joe scored 34 points - 17 in
each half - and made 10-0f-13 shots from 3-point range to lead the Razorbacks to a 121-89 victory over FIU.

« Joe joins Courtney Fortson (Dec. 15, 2009) as the only Razorback freshman to be named SEC Player of the Week.

+ The 34 points are second (tied) on the Arkansas all-time list for most points by a freshman in a game. Bobby Portis
scored 35 as a freshman versus Alabama in 2014. Scotty Thurman scored 34 twice as a freshman. This was just the
seventh time a Razorback freshman has ever scored at least 30 points in a game.

+ He is just the fourth Razorback (fifth time in school history) to make at least 10 3-pointers in a game and just the 10th
player in SEC history (11th time in league history) to make at least 10 in a game. (Arkansas' Rotnei Clarke had at least
10, 3's twice in his career).

+ Joe was 10-for-13 from 3-point range and that .764 percentage ties for the best percentage in SEC history for those
that made at least 10 in a game. (Alabama's John Petty was also 10-0f-13 last season.)

- After FIU trimmed its deficit to four (24-20) at 8:29 in the first half, Joe drained a 3-pointer and scored 14 points over
the next 4:37 to put Arkansas up 20.

« Joe started the game going 1-for-3 from 3-point range. He then made six straight attempts and finished the game
making 9-of-his-last-10 from long distance.

Gafford Preseason All-SEC; Hogs Picked 10th

- Daniel Gafford was named to the SEC Men's Basketball Preseason All-Conference first team, as selected by a panel of
both league and national media members.

+ The Razorbacks, one of a league-record eight teams to play in the NCAA Tournament last season, were picked 10th in
the preseason poll.

+ The good news for Razorback fans is that Arkansas has exceeded the preseason polls in each of the last five years.

25th Anniversary of National Championship

+ The 2018-19 season is the 25th anniversary of Arkansas defeating Duke, 76-72 in Charlotte, for the 1994 NCAA National
Championship. The Razorbacks defeated Arizona, 91-82, in the Final Four.

* The 1993-94 season for the Razorbacks was:
- 10f 33 NCAA berths (32 appearances).
-1 of 6 NCAA Final Four appearances.
-1 of 2 NCAA Championship appearances as Arkansas returned to the national championship game the following
year (1995) as well.

+ The 1993-94 Razorbacks were led by Hall of Fame coach Nolan Richardson and current Head Hog Mike Anderson was
an assistant on that staff.
- Arkansas was ranked #1 nine weeks during that season, was ranked among the top 6 all season, finished with a 31-1
record and was SEC regular-season champion.
- Current Razorback assistant coach Scotty Thurman, who scored 15 points, is know for hitting critical 3-pointer late in
the game as the shot clock expired to break a 70-70 tie. He also hit a 3-pointer late in the first half to give Arkansas a
34-33 lead at the break.
- Corliss Williamson had a game-high 23 points and Corey Beck had a double-double (15 pts - 10 rebs).

Moncrief Enshrined in Hall of Fame; Joins Richardson and Sutton in Hall

+ Last March, Arkansas legend Sidney Moncrief was elected to the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame Class of
2018. The ceremony was Sunday, Nov. 18 in Kansas City. Others being inducted into the class are Arizona's Sean Elliott,
Houston's Otis Birdsong, North Carolina's Sam Perkins, Morgan State's Marvin Webster and USC's Paul Westphal will join
former Charleston coach John Kresse and former Oregon Tech coach Danny Miles.

+ Moncrief is the third Razorback to be inducted into the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame, joining his former
coach Eddie Sutton who was selected in 2011 and Nolan Richardson who entered in 2008. All three Arkansas legends
have a banner hanging in the rafters of Bud Walton Arena.

+ One of the Arkansas' famed “Triplets”, Moncrief ended his career as Arkansas's leader in scoring (he ranks seoncd now
behind Todd Day) with 2,066 points from 1976-79. He poured in 600-plus points each of his last two years in Fayetteville,
one of just four Razorbacks to score more than 600 points during two separate seasons.

+ Moncrief helped lead Arkansas to two Elite Eight appearances and the 1978 Final Four. A 14-time All-American, Moncrief's
name is scattered all through Arkansas' record book and he was named All-Southwest Conference his last three years,

- Anderson is one of four Division | coaches with 15-plus years of head coaching experience and has never experienced
a losing season while being the only coach to accomplish the feat at three different programs. In his first 16 years of
being a head coach, Anderson has led his teams to 11 postseason berths, including nine NCAA Tournament appearances,
and posted 11, 20-win seasons.

- While his on-court success is evident, Coach Anderson is equally a champion in the community. He created his own
Mike Anderson Foundation, which provides funding for programs focused on preventative health care education and
assists organizations that offer nutritional support for children. Anderson is active with the Yvonne Richardson Center
and Samaritan's Feet. Also, each year at the annual Red-White Game, fans get in free with a canned food item, which
helps support the Northwest Arkansas Food Bank. In fact, Anderson has done similar food drives as the head coach at
Missouri and UAB as well as assist with Special Olympics at all three stops.

Signnee Justice Hill Joins Team

- On Nov. 14,2018, Arkansas men's head basketball coach Mike Anderson announced Justice Hill signed a National Letter
of Intent. Hill graduated high school in December 2018 and, on Jan. 3, 2019, Hill began practicing with the Razorback
basketball team.

- Named to the 2018 5A All-State basketball team as a junior as he averaged 19.5 points, six assists, four steals and four
rebounds ... As a sophomore, averaged 15 points, four rebounds, three assist and two steals.

- A standout quarterback for the Little Rock Christian football team and received several FBS football scholarship
offers as well ... Named the 2018-19 Gatorade Arkansas Football Player of the Year Passed for 3,034 yards with 37
touchdowns and 4 interceptions and rushed for 1,000 yards and 21 touchdowns ... In the playoffs, accounted for seven
touchdowns in the both the quarterfinals and semifinals ... Was the game MVP in leading the Warriors to their first
state championship beating four-time defending champion Pulaski Academy ... In the title game, accounted for 330
yards and four touchdowns, including two passing and two rushing ... Completed 12-of-25 passes for 218 yards ... On the
ground, he had 112 yards on 15 carries.
