e North Texas is in its third season under
head coach Grant McCasland. The Mean
Green have had back-to-back 20-win sea-
sons under McCasland. It is the first time
UNT has had consecutive 20-win seasons
since 2009-10 and 2010-11 season. The Mean
Green had five straight 20-win seasons from
2006-07 through 2010-11.

e North Texas lost six players from last sea-
son's roster who scored at least one point.
Last season’s team scored 2,302 points (69.8
ppg). The Mean Green return 55 percent of
the 2,302 points scored, including leading
scorer Umoja Gibson (415 points, 12.6 ppg).

o UNT was the only team in the nation last
season that had six players with double-dig-
it scoring averages (Umoja Gibson 12.6, Ryan
Woolridge 11.7, Roosevelt Smart 10.7, Michael
Miller 10.4, Jorden Duffy 10.3 and Zachary
Simmons 10.2). However, Gibson, Smart and
Simmons are the only players who return.

e UNT has six new faces on the 2019-20 ros-
ter. Three of the six (Bell, Hamlet and Reese)
are junior college transfers. Deng Geu is a
grad transfer from North Dakota State. And
Jalen Jackson and Karston Miller are true
freshmen.

« With an average height of 75.3 inches
(6-foot-2.75 inches) North Texas was the
12th shortest team in the nation last year
and the second shortest in Conference USA.
However, this year the Mean Green have
added considerable height and now have
an average height of 77.2 inches (6-foot-4.3
inches).

e North Texas' Larry Wise, Abdul Mohamed
and JJ Murray missed all of last season

and earned redshirts. Wise and Mohamed
battled injuries early in the season while
Murray'’s redshirt was to help develop the
guard from Rowlett, Texas.

e Zachary Simmons is one of three return-
ing starters for the Mean Green. Guards
Umoja Gibson and Roosevelt Smart are the
other returners. Simmons was the only one
on the entire team who started every game
for UNT.

 On Wednesday at No. 25 VCU, North
Texas fell three points shy of beating its first
ranked opponent since 1971.

North Texas men’s basketball head coach Grant McCasland has taken
the Mean Green program to new heights in just two years at UNT.

Since his arrival to Denton on March 13, 2017, the Dallas-Forth Worth
native who has over 18 years of college coaching experience mostly all
in the state of Texas, has led the Mean Green to back-to-back 20-win
seasons, a College Basketball Invitational championship and set a
number of program records.

In his first season at UNT, the Mean Green more than doubled their
win total from the previous season. Sophomore guard Roosevelt
Smart, who McCasland recruited to North Texas, set the single-season
scoring record with 742 points and demolished the school record for
three pointers in a season with 133. The Mean Green capped Mc-
Casland’s first season by winning the 2018 College Basketball Invita-
tional, the programss first national postseason tournament champion-
ship.

After leading UNT to a 20-win season in 2017-18 (the programs first
20-win season since 2011-12), McCasland and the Mean Green began
the 2018-19 season with a 16-1 record. The program’s best start ever.
From the start of the CBI tournament through the Mean Green’s first
17 games of the 2018-19 season, UNT was just one of four teams that
had won 21 of its last 23 games. The Mean Green concluded its second
season under McCasland by posting 21 wins, its most wins in a season
since the 2010-11 season.

In two seasons under McCasland, UNT has had three players named
to an all-conference honor. In 2018-19, redshirt freshman guard Umo-
ja Gibson was named to the league’s all-freshman team after he set the
Conference USA freshman record for three pointers with 99.

McCasland also helped North Texas break multiple team records in
most points scored (2,828), total rebounds (1,451) and three-pointers
made (302). Individually, Ryan Woolridge broke the school record for
most assists with 221, breaking a mark that was set back in 1976-77.
Zachary Simmons took down the school record for field goal percent-
age at 66.2 as just a freshman in 2017-18.

BREAKING 3FG RECORD >>

NEW 3-POINT LINE >>

INTERNATIONAL >>

In each of the first two seasons under
McCasland, the Mean Green have had
someone break the old school record
for single-season 3FGs (90 by Cal-
vin Watson in 2007-08). In 2017-18,
Roosevelt Smart made 133 3FGs and
in 2018-19, Umoja Gibson made 99
3FGs.

LAST SECOND RECRUIT >>

North Texas newcomer Thomas Bell
came to UNT from Kaskaskia College
where the UNT coaches discovered him
at the NJCAA national tournament in
May. They’d never seen him prior to the
tournament.

NO VISITS >>

UNT redshirt senior DJ Draper
walked on to UNT in 2015-16. He
had no offers, had taken no official
visits and didn’t meet his then Mean
Green head coach Tony Benford until
the day he joined the team.

Draper was offered a scholarship by
Grant McCasland after his redshirt
sophomore season (2017-18).

NJCAA ALL-AMERICANS >>
North Texas junior James Reese and
redshirt junior Javion Hamlet were
both NJCAA All-Americans.

Hamlet was a second-team all-Amer-
ican in 2017-18 after leading the
nation in assists per game (8.5 apg)
at Motlow State College. Reese was
a third-team all-American at Odessa
College in 2018-19 where he aver-
aged 16 ppg and made 80 3FGs.

BATTLE FOR NUMBER 3 >>
Roosevelt Smart wore the number

3 his first two seasons at UNT. But
when newcomer Javion Hamlet
joined the Mean Green this past sum-
mer he wanted the number.

So Hamlet and Smart played a game
to 21 and Hamlet won. Smart is now
number 2.

For the 2019-20 season, the NCAA has
moved the men’s Division I 3-point line
back to 22 feet 1 and three quarter inches.

It is the same distance as FIBA and the
WNBA'’s 3-point line.

The new 3-point line is 1 foot 4 and three
quarters inches further than it used to be.
NCAA men’s division II, IIT and all of
NCAA women’s basketball will stay at
the old 3-point line.

The rule change was tested during last
season’s NIT. It will go into effect for
men’s Division II and III in 2020-21. The
women will experiment with the further
3-point line in this coming WNIT.

NEW SHOT CLOCK >>

For the 2019-20 season, when an offen-
sive rebound is grabbed the shot clock
will reset to 20 seconds instead of going
back to 30 seconds.

A similar rule change was made in the
NBA last season. An offensive rebound
resets the shot clock to 14 seconds instead
of 24 seconds.

LIVE-BALL TIMEOUTS >>

For the 2019-20 seasons, coaches will be
allowed to call live-ball timeouts in the
last two minutes of the second half and
the last two minutes of any overtime peri-
ods. Previously, coaches weren’t allowed
to call any live-ball timeouts during the
game.

SURNAME SUFFIXES >>

North Texas has a six players on its 15-
man roster whose birth names have suf-
fixes at the end of their last name. Only
four of the six have the suffixes on their

respected jerseys.

North Texas has three international play-
ers (Abdul Mohamed is from Canada
and Shakeem Alcindor and Jahmiah
Simmons are from the U.S. Virgin
Islands).UNT is one of 47 Division I
schools with three or more international
players. St. Mary’s (Calif.) by far has the
most international players in the nation
with 10 players representing five different
countries. Hofstra and Davidson have the
most international countries represented
(6). FIBA and the NCAA consider U.S.
territories such as the Virgin Islands and
Puerto Rico as international.

UNT is the only school in the country
with multiple players from the U.S.V.I.
Alcindor and Simmons are one of eight
U.S.V.I. born players currently playing
Division I basketball. They are just the
third pair of U.S. Virgin Island players
to ever play together at the same school.
Current UNT assistant coach & U.S.
Virgin Islands native Jareem Dowling is
responsible for two of the three pairs. He
recruited a pair to Southern Miss in 2012
when he was an assistant at USM. The
other set of pair was in the early 1970s at
St. John’s.

MADNESS EXPERIENCE >>
UNT newcomers James Reese and
Deng Geu arrive to Denton with NCAA
Tournament experience, characteristics
head coach Grant McCasland has
emphasized.

Last year, Geu helped lead North Dakota
State to the Summit League Tournament
title and then beat North Carolina
Central in the First Four Round then
lost to Duke in the First Round. Reese
helped lead Buffalo to the 2018 NCAA
Tournament after winning the MAC
Tournament. The Bulls upset Arizona in
the first round before losing to Kentucky
in the second round.

Alzee Williams in 2013-14 was the
last UNT player to suit up with NCAA
Tournament experience. He was a
member of the 2009-10 UNT team that
reached the NCAA Tournament.



> NEWS & NOTES > 2019-20 TRENDS

TOP 4 IN THE NATION >>

DJ Draper’s 70-percent 3-point field
goal percentage is tied for the fourth-best
in the nation for all players who have
attempted at least 10 3-pointers. It’s also
the top 3-point field goal percentage for
all C-USA players who have attempted at
least 10 3FGs. Draper is 7-for-10 on the
year.

BEST IN C-USA >>

North Texas’.326 field goal percentage
defense leads C-USA. UNT is the only
C-USA team who has played two or more
games and not allowed 100+ points yet.
Through two games they’ve given up just
92 points. The .326 field goal percentage
defense ranks 18th in the nation for teams
who have played more than one game.

SCORING 70+ >>

Since the start of the 2018-19 season,
North Texas is 16-2 when they score
70 or more points. But 6-10 when they
scored less than 70 points.

LEFTIES >>

North Texas has three lefties on its team
this year (Thomas Bell, Javion Hamlet
and Jahmiah Simmons). That’s two
more than they had last year. LA Tech has
the most in C-USA with four lefties. Two
years ago the Bulldogs had six lefties.

FROM WALK-ON TO VET >>

Former Walk-on DJ Draper is the most
experienced returner on this Mean Green
roster. The redshirt senior has played in
81 games for UNT.

The overall most experienced Division I
player on the Mean Green is newcomer
Deng Geu who enters the season having
played in 97 games. Geu transferred to
UNT from North Dakota State.

TOP RETURNER >>

Junior Zachary Simmons’ 2018-19
field goal percentage of .616 was the
second-highest in Conference USA last
year and is the second-best for returners.
WKU’s Charles Bassey had the highest
field goal percentage last year at .627.

3-POINT THREAT >>

Redshirt senior DJ Draper’s 2018-19
3-point field goal percentage of .414 is
the fourth-best of all returners in C-USA.

20-WIN SEASONS >>

Head coach Grant McCasland is looking
to become just the second coach in UNT
history to win 20-plus games in each of
his first three years at North Texas.

Bill Blakeley (1975-78) is the only coach
so far to accomplish that. McCasland is
the 18th coach in program-history.

WEIGHT GAINERS >>

North Texas’ top weight gainers this off-
season were Shakeem Alcindor (added
12 pounds) and Umeoja Gibson (added 10
pounds).

Since arriving in Denton in the summer
of 2017, Gibson has put on just under 25
pounds of muscle.

DJ LEADING THE WAY >>
North Texas’ DJ Draper led the Mean
Green with 12 points at No. 25 VCU on
Wednesday. It was just the second time
ever Draper led the team in scoring. The
first time was on Feb. 15, 2019 at FIU
when UNT had just six active players due
to injuries. The Mean Green lost 69-59.

MORE TWOs >>

The Mean Green’s Umoja Gibson has
attempted 11 field goals this year and only
six have been 3-point field goals, which is
54 percent of his total shot attempts.

Last season when he made 99 3-point
field goals, 71 percent of his shot attempts
were 3-point field goals.

NEWCOMERS' IMPACT >>

UNT’s five newcomers (Bell, Reese, Geu,
Hamlet and Wise) who have played in
each of the Mean Green'’s first two games
are averaging a combined 27.5 ppg.

The four returners who have played in
each of the firt two games are averaging a
combined 36.0 ppg.
