+ No team has made more than two 3-pointers in a game this year and are a combined
8-0f-69 from long range.
“ Arkansas’ 11.6% 3-point defense ranks 3rd in the NCAA.

+ Arkansas has held three opponents to 46 points or less and one to 51.
“ Arkansas’ 45.8 ppg scoring defense ranks 3rd in the NCAA.

+ No team has shot above 34 percent against Arkansas, including a low of 28.6 by Rice
and North Texas, who missed its first 11 shots against the Hogs.

+ Arkansas forced Rice into 27 turnovers, North Texas into 18, Montana into 23 and Texas
Southern into 24.
“ The 23.0 turnovers forced ranks 6th in the NCAA.

+ Arkansas has had double-digit steals in every game, including 14 vs Rice, 13 vs Texas
Southern and 11 each versus North Texas and Montana.
A Arkansas’ 12.3 steals per game ranks 8th in the NCAA.

+ Arkansas ranks 37th the NCAA and second in the SEC in free throw percentage (.772).
* That may not seem like something to brag about unless you consider that last year,
the Hogs were 306th (of 351 teams) in free throw percentage (.668).

+ The team's percentage is bolstered by Mason Jones, who is 23-0f-23 (and has made 32
straight dating back to last year).

+ Another significant turnaround, again that would not seem brag-worthy, has been
Arkansas's ability to play strong defense without fouling. Last year, the Razorbacks
were 333rd in the NCAA in committing fouls (694 total - 20.4 avg). This year, Arkansas is
99th in the NCAA/4th n the SEC in fouls (63 total - 15.8 avg).

« Arkansas is off to a 4-0 start for the first time since 2017-18 and the 10th time since
1989-90.

+ Arkansas won its first six in 2014-15, its first eight in 1997-98, its first 10 en route to a
National Championship in 1993-94, its first 14 in both 1982-83 and 1977-78, and won a
school-record 15 straight to open the 1928-29 season (finishing 19-1).

+ Arkansas was 0-of-13 from 3-point range in the first half but sophomore Isaiah Joe
sank six triples in the second half as part of a 33-point effort in an 82-51 victory over
Texas Southern Tuesday night at Bud Walton Arena in game two of the Collegiate Hoops
Roadshow 0 Razorback Regional.

+ Joe's 33 points were one shy of a career high and the Fort Smith native pumped in 29
second-half points He added five steals, one shy of his career high.

+ Also leading the Hogs was graduate senior Jimmy Whitt Jr., who posted his sixth career
double-double by scoring 17 points and grabbing 10 rebounds. Adrio Bailey finished with
five blocked shots and Reggie Chaney, who saw his first action of the season, tied his
career high with four steals.

- Texas Southern, with 24 first-half points and 51 total points, was the first team in four
tries to score over 20 points in the first half and score 50 points in a game on the
Razorbacks. However, Arkansas held the Tigers to 34.5 percent shooting from the field
and 18.2 percent from 3-point range (2-of-11).

+ No team has made more than two 3-pointers in a game versus Arkansas and opponents
are a combined 8-0f-69 (11.6 percent). Arkansas’ defense also forced 24 turnovers and
blocked 13 shots.

Arkansas Receives Votes

« After getting 11 votes in the first AP reqular-season poll, Arkansas received just three
votes in the second AP poll, which would equate to #43 ranking, despite two more
convincing wins. Arkansas received nine votes in the Coaches Poll -#37.

+ Arkansas has not been ranked since Jan. 2018 (22nd), starting 11-2. However, the
Razorbacks dropped out after losses to Mississippi State (1/2/18) and Auburn (1/6/18).

+ Arkansas, which started 6-1, received votes on three consecutive weeks by the AP last
season, including one vote on Nov. 19, six votes on Nov. 26 and three votes on Dec. 3.

Turnover Turnaround

+ An area of improvement Coach Musselman identified for this team is the amount of
turnovers it has had - 18 each exhibition win and 21in the season opener versus Rice.

+ After the season openers across the nation, Arkansas ranked 280th of 305 DI teams for
turnovers and the 21 turnovers tied for the most by an Eric Musselman-coached team.

e Arkansas only committed 10 turnovers vs. North Texas, 13 vs. Montana and 10 vs.
Texas Southern and are down to 149th in the NCAA and 4th in the SEC.

~ Nevada went from ranking 200-plus in both assist-to-turnover ratio and turnovers per
game in year one to ranking inside the NCAA top 26 each of the last three years.

The Fort Smith
native set the school record for 3-pointers made, set the SEC freshman record for 3-pointers made per game (3.32),
tied the SEC freshman record for 3-pointers made and ranks fourth in NCAA history for 3-pointers made by a freshman
in a season. Joe additionally was just the fourth SEC freshman to lead the league in 3-point field goal percentage for
a season (.414). Joe was additionally just one of seven players in the NCAA to make at least 110 3-pointers and shoot
at least 41 percent from long range.

+ Joe is one of seven SEC players to make the 20-person watch list, joining Anthony Edwards (Georgia), Tyrese Maxey
(Kentucky), Skylar Mays (LSU), Breein Tyree (Ole Miss), A.J. Lawson (South Carolina) and Jordan Bowden (Tennessee).

Joe Picked SEC Preseason 2nd Team; Razorbacks 11th

« University of Arkansas sophomore Isaiah Joe was named to the media and coaches 2019-20 preseason Al-SEC team
while the Razorbacks were predicted to finish 11th by the media this season, it was announced today by the league
office.

+ Joe, who was named second team All-SEC last season, is one of the top returning scorers in the SEC. The Fort Smith
product averaged 13.85 points per game last season and ranks third among returning players in the league trailing Ole
Miss' Breein Tyree (17.91 ppg) and Texas A&M's Savion Flagg (13.88 ppg).

* While the Hogs are picked 11th, Arkansas has exceeded its preseason predictions in each of the last six years.

He is also #3 in the
state by 247Sports.

- Davis was named to the 2019 USA TODAY All-Arkansas first team as a junior as he
averaged 18.5 points, 5.3 rebounds and six assists per game. He played for Woodz Elite
in the Nike EYBL.

- Last March, the University of Arkansas System Board of Trustees
unanimously approved a resolution to name the court at Bud Walton
Arena for Hall of Fame coach Nolan Richardson.

- The University unveiled Nolan Richardson Court at Bud Walton Arena on
October 20 prior to exhibition game with Little Rock. Arkansas won the
game 79-64 on the newly-named court.

- Richardson was 389-169 in 17 seasons as Arkansas head coach and set a
school record for wins. Among his many honors are NABC and Naismith
Coach of the Year (1994), USBWA Most Courageous Award (1995),
University of Arkansas Sports Hall of Honor (1996), Arkansas Sports
Hall of Fame (1998), College Basketball Hall of Fame (2008) and the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame (2014). He was honored with
a banner in the rafters of Bud Walton Arena in 2015.

+ He led the Razorbacks to 13 NCAA Tournament appearances including six
Sweet 16's (1990, 1991, 1993, 1994, 1995, 1996), four Elite Eights (1990, 1991,
1994,1995), three Final Fours (1990, 1994, 1995) a national runner-up finish
(1995) and the 1994 NCAA Championship.

- InRichardson's 22 combined years as a head coach at the collegiate level -
at Western Texas Junior College, the University of Tulsa and the University
of Arkansas - he compiled a record of 508-206 (.711) and became the only
head coach in college basketball history to win a National Junior College
Championship, NIT Championship and NCAA Championship.
