THREE, FREE & CLEAN

— Coach Neighbors' 2019 Hogs have been great offensively, and a lot of that has to do with their proficiency in three areas: Three—Point Shooting,
Free Throw Shooting, and Lack of Turnovers.

— Arkansas has gotten a lot of its offense from beyond the arc, where the Hogs have been elite. They are making 10.0 three-balls a game, the fourth-
best mark in the NCAA. The Hogs are one of just four teams making 10+ a game on average, and the only Power-5 team doing so.

= That volume paired with the team’s efficiency from beyond (38.6 percent, eighth-best in the NCAA) has yielded great results this season for the
Razorback attack.

= Neighbors’ bunch has also been elite from the charity stripe so far this season, as the Hogs are currently third in the NCAA in free throws made (322)
and are fifth in free throw attempts (438).

— The Hogs also play an incredibly efficient style, only turning the ball over 11.4 times a game on average. That is the third-best mark in the NCAA,
and the best mark among Power-5 Teams.

A BUDDING DEFENSE

— Though Neighbors' squads are not usually known for their defense, this team has been stifling in some important areas so far this season.

— The Hogs currently lead the country in three—point percentage defense. Opponents are shooting just 23.3 percent from deep against the Razorbacks.
Only No. 2 Baylor is defending the three at the same rate (23.3).

= Neighbors’ bunch has been good finishing their defensive possessions, too, as the Hogs are currently the 14th-best team in the NCAA in defensive
rebounding average (29.9).

LAST TIME OUT

= No. 21 Arkansas fell at home on Thursday night, dropping the first of two straight in Bud Walton Arena to Georgia, 64-55.

— Georgia turned the Hogs over 20 times, a season-high for the Razorbacks, while also holding Arkansas to just three three-pointers, a season-low.
= Redshirt freshman Erynn Barnum was the Hogs' leading scorer, matching her career-high with 14 points, while shooting 50 percent from the field
(6-12) and from three (1-2).

— Chelsea Dungee was the only other Hog to reach double-figures, as she went for 13 points. Gabby Connally led the way for Georgia, going for a
game-high 18 points.

= |t looked as if Arkansas might beat Georgia, as the Hogs had a seven-point lead with 3:13 to play in the third quarter after a lay=in from sophomore
guard Rokia Doumbia.

= Barnum was fantastic in the third, going on a solo 7-0 run in just over a minute of clock time early in the period.

= Georgia rolled from them on, though, closing the game ona 28-12 run over the end of the third and throughout the fourth period. That run included
a 19-2 spurt that put the game just out of reach.

= Barnum matched her career-high in points, going for 14.

= Dungee scored in double-figures for the ninth straight time.

= Senior guard Alexis Tolefree led the Hogs on the glass, pulling down seven rebounds.

— Doumbia recorded three steals, a new career-high.

— Redshirt freshman Erynn Barnum has started
to play well as of late.

= Barnum played the best game of her young
career against Tulsa, going for 14 points and 12
rebounds, the first double-double of her career.
= |t was the first points-rebounds double-
double by a freshman Razorback since Jessica
Jackson went for 21 points and 11 rebounds
against Ole Miss back in 2013.

= |t was the first double-double of any kind by
a Hog freshman since Jailyn Mason had 10 points
and 10 assists against Ole Miss back in 2016.
= Barnum followed up her first-career double-
double with another 14-point showing against
Northwestern State, matching her career-high.
= Barnum led the Hogs with 14 against Georgia,
once again matching her career-best.

= The redshirt freshman also leads the Hogs
in blocked shots, with 21 (1.1 per game) so far
this season. She had a career-high four of them
in her return to Little Rock, the first four-block
game by a Hog freshman since 2017.

LEX LIGHTIN' IT UP

— Senior quard Alexis Tolefree has been
excellent for the Razorbacks so far this season.
— She is averaging career—highs across the
board, including points per game (14.4), field
goal percentage (.441), three-point field goal
percentage (.450), and assists per game (2.1).
= Tolefree's shooting from distance has been
remarkable all season, as her .450 percentage
mark from is second in the SEC, and is the 11th-
best mark in the country so far this season.

— Her .450 percentage mark from deep would
be the best mark over a single season in program
history.

= Tolefree’s volume of shots makes her
percentage even more impressive, as she is
currently third in the SEC in 3PM, with 54.

— Tolefree had a career night against Vanderbilt,
going for 25 points on 9-14 shooting.

— The senior guard has been lethal so far in
conference play, averaging 16.3 points per
game and 5.3 rebounds per game.

WALKING BUCKET

— Chelsea Dungee continues to score with the
best players in the country this season.

— She is averaging 19.6 points per game so far
this season, the 21st-best mark in the country.
— Because of her ability to score, Dungee is
already starting to approach rarefied air in terms
of career scoring numbers.

— Her 1,376 total career points already has her
in the Top-15 all-time, while her 1,132 point
total from her one-year plus at Arkansas alone
already has her in the Top-25 on the school’s
all-time scoring list.

— Before her eight-point outing vs. Tulsa,
Dungee had scored in double-digits in 26
straight contests.

— Dungee has scored 20+ in 29 of her 56
games since arriving in Fayetteville.

— With her 38 against Mizzou, Dungee has now
scored 30 or more in eight games wearing the
Red & White.

SPLASH SISTERS

— Alexis Tolefree and Amber Ramirez have been
arguably the most lethal three-point shooting
tandem in the country this season.

— The duo has combined for 119 three-balls
so far this season, the most by a duo in the NCAA.
— Ramirez currently leads the SEC and is fourth
in the nation with 65 treys, while Tolefree is third
in the league and tied for 17th nationally with
54 long balls.

— That volume becomes even more impressive
when you take the pair’s efficiency into account.
= Arkansas is the only school in the NCAA with
two three-point shooters in the top-15 in terms
of percentage (Ramirez, 10, 45.1/Tolefree, 11,
45.0).

— Together, they are shooting threes at a
staggering .451 clip (119-264).

= Chelsea Dungee made history against Little
Rock, becoming the fastest Razorback in program
history to score 1,000 points at Arkansas.

= With her 21 points against the Trojans,
Dungee reached exactly 1,000 points as a
Razorback. It took her just 49 games in the Red &
White to get there.

= Dungee averaged 20.4 points per game
over those 49 contests, the highest average in
program history.

— The previous fastest mark was held by Bettye
Fiscus, who scored her 1,000th point in her
55th game as a Hog.

= Fiscus is currently Arkansas' all-time leading
scorer, holding the program record with 2,073
points. She is Arkansas' only 2,000-point scorer
ever.

ANOTHER ALL-TIME PERFORMANCE

= Chelsea Dungee continues to etch her name in
the Hog history books.

= Dungee was simply dominant against
Missouri, going for 38 points against the Tigers
in just 35 minutes played.

= With her 38 points, Dungee is now the only
Razorback ever to score 38+ in multiple games.
She also had 41 points last season against
Auburn (2/10/19).

— Only Razorback legends Shelly Wallace (44,
vs. ORU, 12/12/88), Shameka Christon (40,
vs. No. 8 Vanderbilt, 3/2/02) and Delmonica
DeHorney (39, vs. No. 2 Stanford, 3/24/90)
ever scored 38+ in a game in the Red & White.
— The redshirt junior guard put together her
best shooting performance of the season against
Mizzou, going 12 for 23 from the field, and four
of eight from three.

= Dungee also matched her season-high in free
throws made while setting a new season-high in
free throws attempted, going 10 of 15 from the
free throw line.

= Totopitall off, Dungee added seven rebounds
against Mizzou.

RAMIREZ'S RANGE

= Redshirt junior guard Amber Ramirez has
been filling it up from deep this season so far.

= She matched her season-high against
Auburn, pouring in seven treys (7-14).

— She also went a perfect 6-6 from the field
against Vandy (4-4 from three), the first time
a Razorback didn't miss a shot while attempting
six or more since Kiara Williams did so against
Houston (3/20/19).

— Ramirez has already made 65 treys this
season, the fourth-best mark in the NCAA, and
tops in the SEC.

— Ramirez has also been remarkably efficient

— She is shooting at a .451 percent clip from
deep, the 10th-best mark in the NCAA.

— Ramirez has been special to start the
conference schedule, as her hot shooting has her
11th in the SEC in points per game through four
contests (15.3).

FREE THROW PHENOM

— Chelsea Dungee is once again among the na-
tion's elite at the line, as Dungee is currently sec-
ond among Power-5 players in free throws made
(104). She is fifth in the nation in the category.
= Dungee is tied for 11thin FTA (131).

— She shot 15 freebies against Missouri, mak-
ing 10 of them. It was the ninth time in her Ar-
kansas career where she has made 10+ free
throws in a game.

— She also made 10 (10-13) in the season
opener against New Orleans.

= Dungee also went a perfect 9-9 at the line
against Cal.

— Dungee is already nearing the free throws
made career record at Arkansas, as she has made
393 freebies, good for fourth-best all time, be-
tween her season at Oklahoma and her time at
Arkansas.

RUNNING THE SHOW

= Redshirt junior A'Tyanna Gaulden has emerged
as the leading distributor for the Hogs.

— She currently leads the Razorbacks in assists,
with 61 of them so far this season.

— Gaulden is the only Razorbacks this season
with multiple games with 6+ assists (Four),
including a career—best seven assist performance
against South Carolina.

= She also went for six at Cal, against
Northwestern State and at Vandy.

= Through five games in the SEC, Gaulden is
second in the league in Assist/Turnover Ratio
(3.0).

RUNS TO REMEMBER

— Coach Neighbors' squad has showed that it
only takes a few minutes, or sometimes a few
seconds, to turn a game in its favor.

— Arkansas was at it again against Mizzou.

= Down 18-6 to start, the Hogs went on a
25-6 run to take a lead they would never give
back.

— The Hogs had a similar run against Auburn
earlier in the conference season.

= Down 9-2 to start, the Hogs roared back,
going on a 21-2 to completely flip the game.

= The run was keyed by the sharpshooting of
Amber Ramirez, who scored 11 straight points
during the spurt, including three straight treys.

= All told, Ramirez would outscore the Tigers
in the first period all by herself. She scored 14
points, while Auburn only scored 12.

= The most explosive example of what this
offense can do came against Wisconsin in the
Bahamas Hoopfest finale.

= With the Badgers leading by as much as eight
in the fourth quarter, it looked like the Hogs might
come up short. Then Alexis Tolefree took over.

— Eaton, a five-star prospect out of Helena,
Ark., and the No. 9 rated guard in the country,
was named to the 2019 USA Today's First-Team
All-Arkanas, the 2019 AAA 5A All-State Team
and the 2018 AAA 6A All-State Team.

— She was also recently named to the Naismith
High School Trophy Girls Watch List.

= Langerman has won two 2A State Titles, and
guided her team to a 3A State Runner-up finish
last season. Langerman is rated as the No. 16
guard in the class.

— She has also been named to the LITTLEALLCITY
team three years running.

= McGhee, meanwhile, was named to the ASWA
5A First-Team All-State (Ala.) in 2019, while
also getting a nod on the USA Today Second-
Team All-State in 2019.

— McGhee was rated as the No. 8 post player in
the class.

In four short years Mike Neighbors went from a Spal-
ding Maggie Dixon Division | Rookie Coach of the Year
nominee in 2014, to a Naismith Women's College
Coach of the Year national semifinalist in 2017.
