THE SETUP

+ Floridaand Arkansas square o - in their only meeting of the regular season, with the Gators coming in winners
of 2 straight and 4 of their last 5. Noah Locke caught re in last week’s contests, shooting 11-for-18 from
3-point range in the wins vs. Texas A&M and Vanderbilt.

+ UF has won 13 straight at home against Arkansas, with the last loss coming in 1995. The Gators have had
success against the Razorbacks under Mike White, posting a 7-1 mark with the only loss coming in the 2018
SEC Tournament.

+ Florida defeated Eric Musselman’s Nevada team in the - rstround of last season’s NCAA Tournament, earning a
70-61 victory behind Kevarrius Hayes' 16 points and Keyontae Johnson’s double-double (10p/10r).

2019-20 AT A GLANCE
+ Florida played the toughest non-conference slate of any SEC team for the 4th time in 5 years under Mike White,
according to KenPom (3rd in 2017-18).

+ The Gators put together a 22-point comeback win vs. Georgia, tied for the largest in school history (1993 at
South Carolina). Florida trailed 52-30 with under 17 minutes to play in the game then reeled o a 39-7 run.

+ Florida’s win vs. #4 Auburn marked the 22nd victory vs. an AP top 5 team in program history. Omar Payne
madeall 9 eld goal attempts on his way to 19 points and 11 rebounds. He became the 2nd SEC player in the
2000s to post 9+ makes without a miss in a conference game, joining Andrew Nembhard, who went 9-for-9
at Alabama last season.

+ The Gators earned their 100th win under Mike White on Jan. 15 vs. Ole Miss, White's alma mater. White made
it to 100 wins in the 2nd-fewest games of any coach in UF history (158), just 4 games behind the pace set by
future Hall of Famer Billy Donovan (154). He is the 5th coach in UF history to reach 100 wins.

+ In Florida’s remarkable 21-point comeback win vs. Alabama, Kerry Blackshear Jr. (24p/16r), Scottie Lewis
(15p/10r) and Keyontae Johnson (10p/12r) became the st trio of Gators to post double-doubles in the same
game since Corey Brewer, Joakim Noah and Al Horford did so on Dec. 18, 2005, vs. Jacksonville. Lewis earned
SEC Freshman of the Week honors for hise ort.

+ Florida earned a dominant 83-51 win vs. Providence in Brooklyn, led by Keyontae Johnson’s double-double
with 19 points and 10 rebounds.

+ TheGators' rstranked win of the season came vs. #18 Xavier in the Charleston Classic championship game, led
by 15 points from Keyontae Johnson and Andrew Nembhard, 14 points and 10 rebounds from Kerry Blackshear
and 13 by Noah Locke.

+ Keyontae Johnson earned SEC Player of the Week honors, the - rst conference honor of his career, following his
Charleston Classic MVP performance, averaging 16.3 points and 8.0 rebounds at the event.

+ The Gators’ Charleston Classic title was their st holiday tournment championship since 2009. Florida shot
407 (24-for-59) from long range at the event, including 10-for-19 in the semi nal win vs. Miami.

+ Floridais 1 of 10 teams in the nation that has advanced in each of the past 3 NCAA Tournaments. The Gators’ 3
straight NCAA Tournament bids is the 3rd-longest streak in Florida history.

+ Though Arkansas has lost 4 in a row, 2 have been in overtime and
Saturday’s loss vs. Mississippi State came at the buzzer. That streak
has also coincided with the loss of Isaiah Joe, who averages 16.0
points per game and has hit 72 3-pointers this season.

+ The Gators, who had not posted a 20-point comeback since a record-
setting 22-point rally at South Carolina in 1993, have done so twice
this season. Florida rallied from 21 down to beat Alabama in 20T in
the SEC opener, then matched the UF all-time record with a 22-point
comeback vs. Georgia on Feb. 5.

+ In both games, Andrew Nembhard was the driving force, scoring a
career-best 25 in each contest. Against Alabama, 15 of his 25 came
after the 5:00 mark in the 2nd half, and vs. Georgia he had 19 in the
2nd half, including 14 points over the nal 7 minutes.

+ The Alabama game also saw 3 Gators post a double-double for the 1st
time since 2005. Blackshear posted 24 point & 16 rebounds, a number
unmatched by a Gator in SEC action over the past 20 years. Scottie
Lewis had 15 points and 10 rebounds for his 1st double-double. Keyon-
tae Johnson added 10 pointand 12 rebounds despite have 0 points and
1rebound at halftime.

BLACKSHEAR GOES BIG

+ Blackshear's 24-point, 16-rebound outing against Alabama is
unmatched by any other Gator in SEC play since 1996. He is just the
10th SEC player to reach those marks in a conference game since 1996.
