« Arkansas is 16-9 versus the Tigers in Fayetteville and have won five
straight in games played at Bud Walton Arena.

EARLIER THIS YEAR IN CoMo:

« For the second time in as many games, Arkansas pushed its opponent
to overtime but could not pull out the win as Missouri defended its
home court with an 83-79 victory.

« Missouri was in control most of the first half, except for the 40
seconds Arkansas led. However, the Razorbacks were able to hang
around and trailed by six at halftime, 36-30.

+ The Razorbacks opened the second half with a 12-6 run to tie the
game, 42-42 at the 12:49 mark. The Tigers responded and led by as
many at seven (54-47) with just under nine minutes left in regulation.
Arkansas bounced back to lead, 56-55, with 6:10 left in the second half.
From that point, the lead changed hands three times. Missouri's Javon
Pickett sank two free throws at the 1:19 mark to go up two before Desi
Sills scored on a layup with 33 seconds left to tie the game, 67-67.

« Arkansas' defense forced a shot clock violation on the Tigers' last
possession. Jalen Harris had a shot at the buzzer but missed to force
overtime.

« In overtime, Mizzou led by as many as seven twice, the last being 79-
72 with 1:32 left. Arkansas got a quick layup from Harris and quickly
forced a turnover. Desi Sills drained a 3-pointer to get the Hogs to
within two, 79-77, with 34 seconds left. The teams traded baskets and
the Tigers maintained a 2-point. Xavier Pinson was fouled with 16
seconds left and he sank both free throws to provide the final score.

+ Pinson led Missouri with 24 points, making 12-of-13 free throws.
Overall, the Tigers were 34-of-44 from the free throw line as Arkansas
was whistled for 35 fouls, three shy of the school record.

Jones: 3-Time SEC Player Of The Week

+ Arkansas junior guard Mason Jones has been named the SEC Player of the Week twice this season.

FIRST: Scored a then career-high 32 points in the season-opening win over Rice. He not only set a career high for
points, but he established career highs in field goals made (12), field goals attempted (18) and steals (5). He had seven
rebounds (his 3rd-best career total), was 4-of-8 from 3-point range and 4-of-4 from the free throw line.

e The 32 points by Jones were the second-most by a Razorback in a season opener and marked the third, 30-point
game in Jones' career. His 17 first-half points nearly matched that of the Rice team (19).

SECOND: Scored a career-high 41 points and added six rebounds, while leading the team in assists (4) and steals (4).
He tied career highs by going 12-0f-18 from the field (7-of-7 from 2-point range) while going 5-of-11 from 3-point range
and 12-0f-13 at the free throw line.

e 41 points ties for 6th-most in the NCAA this season and ties for 7th-most in Arkansas history.

e In the first half, Jones scored 20 points, including a long 3-pointer at the buzzer for a 16-point halftime lead. He also
had three steals, two assists and a blocked shot.

¢ |n the second half, after Tulsa worked its 16-point deficit to nine (68-59 with 11:49 left), Jones scored 15 straight for
the Razorbacks during an 18-5 run to give Arkansas a 22-point lead (86-64) with 6:00 left.

THIRD: Jones had a pair of 30-point games and was rewarded by being named the SEC Men's Basketball Player of the
Week for a league-best third time. Jones shared the honor with Mississippi State's Reggie Perry.

e For the week, Jones averaged 32 points, 8.5 rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.5 steals.

e Versus South Carolina, Jones scored 34 points while grabbing a career-high 12 rebounds to record his second
double-double of the season. He was the first Razorback to have at least 34 points and 12 rebounds in a game since
1989. Jones scored 26 of his 34 in the second half on the strength of making 13-0f-14 from the free throw line. Overall,
he was 15-0f-16 at the line - the second-most FT made by a Razorback in an SEC game.

+ At Alabama, Jones scored 30 points with five rebounds and two steals. He helped Arkansas overcome a 12-0 deficit to
start the game. Jones made an SEC career-high 10 field goals on a career-high 20 attempts while going 4-of-7 from
3-point range. He scored 17 of his 30 points in the first half. Jones made three free throws inside the final 31 seconds
to secure the win.

Hogs Sign Davonte Davis

- Arkansas head coach Eric Musselman announced on Nov. 19 that Davonte Davis, a four-
star recruit from Jacksonville, signed a National Letter of Intent with the Razorbacks.

- Davis (6-4, 175) is rated 80th on the ESPN Top 100 while ESPN has him the 18th-best
shooting guard, the 18th-best player in the region and the second-best player in the
state of Arkansas.

+ "Our coaching staff is so excited to announce the signing of Davonte “Devo" Davis,”
Musselman said. “Devo will bring tremendous toughness and versatility to our Arkansas
Razorbacks team. We love Devo's ability to be both a playmaker and a scorer at all
three levels. He is an elite free throw attempt player and does a great job finishing
through contact. From a defensive perspective, Devo will add a long, athletic defender
that can guard multiple positions. He is an exhilarating, exciting point guard that Hog
fans will love to watch and teammates will love to play with him.”

« In other recruiting services, Davis is 100th on the 247Sports Composite and 16th among
point guards. Rivals has him ranked 128th nationally and 29th at his position while
247Sports puts him 139th nationally and 2Ist among point guards. He is also #3 in the
state by 247Sports.

- Davis was named to the 2019 USA TODAY All-Arkansas first team as a junior as he
averaged 18.5 points, 5.3 rebounds and six assists per game. He played for Woodz Elite
in the Nike EYBL.

* He is a three-time Arkansas Activities Association All-State selection, making the
2019 5A team with Jacksonville HS and the 2A teams in 2017 and 2018 while playing at
Jacksonville Lighthouse.

+ As a sophomore, Davis averaged 18.4 points, 8 assists, 7 rebounds and 2 steals. As
a freshman, Davis averaged 16 points and seven rebounds in leading Lighthouse to
conference and regional championships as well as the Class 2A state semifinal.

Nolan Richardson Court

- Last March, the University of Arkansas System Board of Trustees
unanimously approved a resolution to name the court at Bud Walton
Arena for Hall of Fame coach Nolan Richardson.

- The University unveiled Nolan Richardson Court at Bud Walton Arena on
October 20 prior to exhibition game with Little Rock. Arkansas won the
game 79-64 on the newly-named court.

- Richardson was 389-169 in 17 seasons as Arkansas head coach and set a
school record for wins. Among his many honors are NABC and Naismith
Coach of the Year (1994), USBWA Most Courageous Award (1995),
University of Arkansas Sports Hall of Honor (1996), Arkansas Sports
Hall of Fame (1998), College Basketball Hall of Fame (2008) and the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame (2014). He was honored with
a banner in the rafters of Bud Walton Arena in 2015.

+ He led the Razorbacks to 13 NCAA Tournament appearances including six
Sweet 16's (1990, 1991, 1993, 1994, 1995, 1996), four Elite Eights (1990, 1991,
1994,1995), three Final Fours (1990, 1994, 1995) a national runner-up finish
(1995) and the 1994 NCAA Championship.

- InRichardson's 22 combined years as a head coach at the collegiate level -
at Western Texas Junior College, the University of Tulsa and the University
of Arkansas - he compiled a record of 508-206 (.711) and became the only
head coach in college basketball history to win a National Junior College
Championship, NIT Championship and NCAA Championship.
