Sills Named Preseason All-SEC

- Arkansas junior quard Desi Sills was voted preseason All-SEC second team by the league’s coaches.

- The Jonesboro product is one of three Razorbacks to play all 66 Arkansas games over the last two seasons (along
with former Hogs Adrio Bailey and Jalen Harris). Sills showed great improvement from his freshman to his sophomore
season as nearly all his numbers virtually doubled including his scoring (5.3 avg. to 10.6 avg.), his minutes (from 16.9
avg. to 31.2 avg.), 3-pointers made (29 to 47) and rebounds (1.3 avg. to 3.0 avg.).

+ While Sills started 24 of 32 games last season, he came on strong over the final 14 games, six coming as a back-up to
give much-needed firepower off the bench for the Razorbacks. He shot 32.9 percent from 3-pt for the season including
a team-best 45.6 percent (31-0f-68) from long range over the last 14 games. In coming off the bench the last six games,
Sills poured in a then career-high 17 points in a win over Missouri, a career-high 21 points at Georgia and 20 points in
the SEC tournament win versus Vanderbilt.

Sills Starts Hot; Improves Other Parts of His Game

- Even though Desi Sills did not led the team in scoring in either of the first two games, he led the team by averaging
16.5 points over the first two games. His point production has fallen to 10.6 ppg mainly due to the fact Arkansas has
held substantial leads and Coach Musselman wanted to see his new and younger guys get floor experience.

+ He combined to scored just nine points in games three and four. He was just 1-of-6 from the field in game three and
only played 13 minutes in a blowout win over Lipscomb. However, he drained 3-of-5 3-pointers versus Southern and
scored 11 points while dishing out five assists with zero turnovers in just 22 minutes played.

o Sills leads the team and SEC in steals (9).

- Sills was mostly relied upon as a spot-up 3-ppoint shooter or a fast-break, get-to-the-rim type player in his first two
years. However, he has worked hard to round out his game.

* He is shooting 55.9% from the field and 48.3% from 3PT.
* He pulling down 3.0 rebounds per game and is second on the team with 12 assists.

Baybe to Out

+ Redshirt junior Abayomi (Baybe) lyiola tore his right ACL in the summer (prior to team activities) and will be out until
around the first part of January.

3-Ball Streak Continues

+ For the third time in seven seasons, Arkansas will face Oklahoma State in the annual
SEC/Big 12 Challenge, the Southeastern Conference announced. The contest is set for
Jan. 30, 2021, and will be played in Stillwater, Okla.

- The Razorbacks and Cowboys met in back-to-back years of the Challenge in 2017 and
2018. Oklahoma State won the first meeting, 99-71, in Stillwater and Arkansas won, 66-
65, the following year in Bud Walton Arena.

- Overall, Oklahoma State owns a 37-15 advantage in the all-time series with the
Razorbacks, including a 13-4 mark in Stilwater. Arkansas won the last meeting between
the two schools, 66-65 in The Challenge, to snap a five game losing steak dating back
t01990.

- This will be the eighth year of the SEC/Big 12 Challenge and it will feature 10 games
between two premier college basketball conferences.

- In 2020, the two conferences shared the Challenge title with both leagues earning
five wins, including Arkansas’ 78-67 victory over TCU. Over the last four years of the
Challenge, both conferences have won 20 games.

« ESPN, ESPN2 and ESPNU will combine to televise the contests. Start times and network
designations will be announced at a later date.
