1st MEETING: at MIZZOU Feb. 8, 2020
• For the second time in as many games, Arkansas pushed its opponent to overtime 

but could not pull out the win as Missouri defended its home court with an 83-79 
victory over the Razorbacks at Mizzou Arena.

•	Missouri was in control most of the first half. However, the Razorbacks were able to 
hang around and trailed by six at halftime, 36-30.

•	The lead changed hands five times in the second half. Missouri’s Javon Pickett 
sank two free throws at the 1:19 mark to go up two before Desi Sills scored on a 
layup with 33 seconds left to tie the game, 67-67. Neither team scored on their final 
possession to force overtime.

•	In overtime, Desi Sills drained a 3-pointer to get the Hogs to within two, 79-77, with 
34 seconds left. The teams traded baskets and the Tigers maintained a 2-point. 
Xavier Pinson was fouled with 16 seconds left and he sank both free throws to push 
the lead to four, 83-79. Arkansas could not convert on its final possession.

2nd MEETING: at FAYETTEVILLE Feb. 22, 2020
• Isaiah Joe made five 3-pointers and scored a game-high 21 points in his first 

game back in the lineup, after missing five contests due to knee surgery, to lead 
Arkansas to a 78-68 victory over Missouri.

•	Joe was 5-of-10 from 3-point range, including a trey with 1:10 left to help seal the 
win, in his return while adding three rebounds and three assists.

•	Besides Joe, four other Razorbacks scored in double figures including Desi Sills 
(17), Jimmy Whitt Jr., (14), Mason Jones (12) and Adrio Bailey (11).

•	The Jonesboro product is one of three Razorbacks to play all 66 Arkansas games over the last two seasons (along 

with former Hogs Adrio Bailey and Jalen Harris). Sills showed great improvement from his freshman to his sophomore 
season as nearly all his numbers virtually doubled including his scoring (5.3 avg. to 10.6 avg.), his minutes (from 16.9 
avg. to 31.2 avg.), 3-pointers made (29 to 47) and rebounds (1.3 avg. to 3.0 avg.).

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas’ 13th head men’s basketball 
coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30 years of coaching experience, 
including five as a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional 
head coach.
In his five years as a collegiate head coach, Musselman has won at 
least 20 games each season (24, 28, 29, 29 and 20) to post a 130-46 
record and .739 winning percentage – ninth-best among active Divi-
sion I coaches. Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching ranks, 
Musselman was a head coach for seven professional teams, including 
two seasons with the Golden State Warriors (2002-04) and one with 
the Sacramento Kings (2006-07). He has won over 550 games as a 
professional head coach with a combined winning percentage of .626 
(553-330).
Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Musselman who has 
worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL Network as a broadcaster.
