- Arkansas junior guard Desi Sills was voted preseason All-SEC second team by the
league’s coaches.

- The Jonesboro product is one of three Razorbacks to play all 66 Arkansas games
over the last two seasons (along with former Hogs Adrio Bailey and Jalen Harris). Sills
showed great improvement from his freshman to his sophomore season as nearly all
his numbers virtually doubled including his scoring (5.3 avg. to 10.6 avg.), his minutes
(from 16.9 avg. to 31.2 avg.), 3-pointers made (29 to 47) and rebounds (1.3 avg. to 3.0
avag.).

+ While Sills started 24 of 32 games last season, he came on strong over the final 14
games, six coming as a back-up to give much-needed firepower off the bench for the
Razorbacks.

- This will be the eighth year of the SEC/Big 12 Challenge and it will feature 10 games
between two premier college basketball conferences.

- In 2020, the two conferences shared the Challenge title with both leagues earning
five wins, including Arkansas' 78-67 victory over TCU. Over the last four years of the
Challenge, both conferences have won 20 games.
