1). Arkansas lost three of the next four games with Smith sidelined and dropped a decision at Alabama with a limited
Smith back in the lineup - 14 days after his surgery.

« Since that Alabama game ... and Smith nearing 100% .... Arkansas has won five straight SEC games and nearly won at
Oklahoma State. The Hogs are 14-2 with Smith in the starting lineup (lost at Alabama in his perhaps premature
return and lost at Oklahoma State).
