Need to Know

Arkansas has won 27 of its last 28 games... 9-0 in SEC play for the first time in program history, previous best start
in SEC play was 5-0 in 2009... Nine-game SEC winning streak is the longest in program history, surpassing eight-
game league winning streaks in 1999 and 2000... Swept opening series at South Carolina, recording first road league
sweep since 2009 against Mississippi State... Have won nine straight SEC home series, last SEC series loss at Bogle
Park to Georgia May 5-7, 2017... 5-0 in SEC play in one-run games... Hit SEC-best 12 home runs in conference play...
19-3 in non-conference games... 28 wins is the most overall in the SEC ... Earlier this season went on a program-best

Last Time Out

Arkansas swept its third SEC series of the season, sweeping Mississippi State at Bogle Park. Linnie Malkin was cru-
cial to the team's success, filling in at first base and hitting .444/.500/1.111 for the series with two homers and three
RBI. On Friday, she hit a two-run homer, one of Arkansas' two hits on the day, in a 2-0 win. Outfielder Sam Torres also
had an impressive weekend, hitting .444/.545./.444 and led the team in on base percentage. Mary Haff picked up a
pair of wins and a save inside the circle and logged a 1.47 ERA over 14.1 innings pitched. She struck out 15 and held
the opposition to a .160 batting average. On Friday, Head Coach Courtney Deifel recorded win No. 200 in her seven
seasons as a collegiate head coach.

Bogle Bombers

The Razorbacks have been on a power surge this season, totaling 61 home runs to lead the SEC and rank second
nationally. Burnside leads the team with 17 homers, which leads the SEC and ranks second in the country behind Okla-
homa's Jocelyn Alo (21). Malkin has added 12 homers, second-best in the SEC and seventh nationally. Gibson has hit
10 homers to rank sixth in the SEC and 19 nationally. The Razorbacks are one of two teams in the country (Oklahoma)
that have three or more players with 10 or more homers. Infielder Keely Huffine has hit five total homers, including
four from the nine-spot in the order.

Burnside, McEwen and Green are all tied for the
team lead drawing 17 walks.

Haff Named SEC Pitcher of the Week

Arkansas' Mary Haff, a redshirt junior right-hander from Winter Haven, Fla., recorded three wins
and a save to help her team earn the series sweep over Mississippi State and remain undefeat-
ed in league play (March 30). Haff opened the week hurling nine strikeouts over 6.0 innings in a
win at Kansas. In game one against the Bulldogs, she threw 5.2 scoreless innings and struck out
four. Haff then earned the save in game two, striking out two batters in 1.2 innings of work. She
closed out the weekend with nine strikeouts in the complete-game victory as the Razorbacks
moved to 9-0 in SEC play for the first time in program history. The Razorbacks won a weekly
league award in three straight weeks.

Brax Bombs

Infielder Braxton Burnside has hit a whopping 17 home runs this season after hitting five in
the COVID-19 shortened season last year. The Paragould, Ark. native is already tied for first in
program history for homers in a season. Her next home run will be a school record.

SEC and National Leaders

In addition to ranking second in the nation in home runs, Burnside is also fourth in the country
and the league-leader in RBI with 39 and leads the conference with 37 runs scored. She is also
tied for first in the SEC in total bases (90) with teammate Danielle Gibson. Burnside is third in
slugging percentage (.900) and seventh in hits (36). Gibson's 14 doubles lead the country and
10 homers rank 19th. She is the only player in the country with at least 10 homers and 10 dou-
bles. Gibson's 44 hits rank second in the SEC and third nationally. As a team, Arkansas ranks
fifth in the SEC and 21st nationally in slugging percentage (.550) and seventh in the league and
34th in the country in on base percentage (.396). Arkansas’ 6.3 runs per game is fifth in the
SEC and 29th nationally.

Haff Hits

Pitcher Mary Haff has commanded the pitching staff and ranks highly on both SEC and na-
tional leaderboards. Haff's 17 wins lead the country and ranks ninth in strikeouts (133). The
Winter Haven, Fla. native's career ERA of 155 is currently the best mark in program history.
Her .176 opponent batting average is also the best in program history and her 68 wins are the
third-most. Haff's 11 career saves are also first in school history. She has recorded 13 games
of 10 or more strikeouts, which is second in program history behind Katy Henry (14, 2005-08).
Her two no-hitters (2018 vs Northern Colorado & 2021 vs Texas Tech) are the most in a career
in program history.

Heroic Hogs

The Razorbacks have three come-from-behind walk-off wins this season. Danielle Gibson hit a
walk-off grand slam to defeat Drake (March 4) and trailed 4-2 at the time of the homer. In the
series against Ole Miss, Arkansas hit two extra inning walk-off homers. Gibson hit a solo shot
on March 20 and Keely Huffine did the same on March 21, both solo homers to left.

Gibson Garners SEC Player of the Week Honors

Arkansas' Danielle Gibson, a redshirt junior infielder from Murrieta, Calif., hit .400 for the
week with six hits, three runs scored and three RBI. In the series sweep over Ole Miss, Gibson
batted .545 to help the Razorbacks start their SEC season at 6-0 for the first time in program
history (March 23). On Friday, she went 2-for-4 with an RBI, a run scored and the first of

her three doubles on the weekend. In the second game of the series, Gibson registered a
game-tying double in the sixth followed by a walk-off solo home run in the eighth to secure
the win. On Sunday, she recorded her 13th nation-leading double.

Burnside Named SEC Co-Player of the Week

Infielder Burnside, a graduate infielder from Paragould, Ark., recorded four home runs in
the series sweep at No. 20 South Carolina (March 16). On Saturday, Burnside hit two homers
against the Gamecocks, including the go-ahead two-run shot in the top of the 10th inning in
a 7-5 win. She finished the series with five hits, five runs scored and seven RBI to help the
Razorbacks register their first SEC series sweep on the road since 2009.

On Saturday, Feb. 20, Arkansas played the second-longest game in program history at McNeese,
defeating the Cowgirls 6-4 in 14 innings. The only game longer in school history was 19 innings on
March 21,1999 against Alabama, a 12-7 Crimson Tide win. Designated player Linnie Malkin hit the
game's go-ahead two-run home run in the top of the 14th inning. Its the second-longest game in the
country behind Ohio State and Wisconsin's 15 inning affair on March 11.

Versus Ranked Opponents
This season the Razorbacks are 4-1 against ranked opponents. Since 2018, Arkansas is 25-19 against
top 25 competition.

10 RBI Tandem

Danielle Gibson and Braxton Burnside are both tied for second in NCAA history registering 10 RBI in
a single game. Gibson accomplished her feat on Feb. 23, 2018, hitting a home run cycle as part of a
15-3 win over SIUE. She was 4-for-4, collecting 16 total bases. Burnside reached the single-game 10
RBI mark as a freshman at Missouri on March 18, 2017 in a 16-6 win over North Dakota State in Clear-
water, Fla. Burnside was 3-for-5 with two grand slams and a two RBI triple. Gibson and Burnside are
the only pair of Division | teammates to record 10 or more RBI in a single game during their careers.

Trio of Hogs Named Preseason All-SEC

Braxton Burnside, Hannah McEwen and Autumn Storms were named to the 14th annual Presea-
son All-SEC team. McEwen and Storms are on the team for the second consecutive year, while
Burnside is making her first appearance. Alongside LSU (4) and Alabama (3), the Razorbacks
are one of only three squads with three or more players appearing on the team. The Presea-
son All-SEC Softball Team is voted on by the league's head coaches and consists of @ minimum
of 14 players. Each SEC head coach voted for five infielders, four outfielders, three pitchers,
one catcher and one designated player/utility. No ties were broken.

Storms and McEwen Named JWOS Pr All-Americans

Redshirt senior pitcher Autumn Storms and redshirt junior outfielder Hannah McEwen were
selected to Justin's World of Softball Preseason All-America Third Team. McEwen registered
the nation's 15th best on base percentage (.565) with a team-leading and eighth-best in the
SEC .418 batting average last year. Last season, Storms racked up an SEC-leading 11 victories in-
side the circle last season and ranked second in the SEC allowing 116 walks per seven innings,
fourth in strikeout-to-walk ratio (5.08) and seventh in ERA (1.16).

McEwen Makes Her Mark

Hannah McEwen is on pace to be the program's all-time leading hitter with a career .373 bat-
ting average, and is the only SEC player to lead her team in batting average each of the last
three seasons. As a junior, she was named a Softball America Shortened Season All-American
and hit 418, the SEC's eighth best mark.

Burnside Named CoSIDA Academic All-District First Team

Last season, infielder Braxton Burnside was named to the CoSIDA Academic All-District First
Team for the first time in her career, due to the shortened 2020 season, voting was conducted
with an emphasis on career stats. Burnside has accumulated 130 hits, 23 doubles, two triples,
20 homers and 100 RBIs in her career which includes two prior seasons at Missouri. Burnside
graduated as part of the December 2019 class earning an undergraduate degree in commu-
nication while attaining a 3.94 GPA. She is currently pursuing a master's degree in human
resource and workforce development.

Experience on the Bench

In addition to head coach Courtney Deifel, who is in her seventh year as a Division | head
coach, assistant coach Matt Meuchel and volunteer assistant coach Annie Smith have been
head coaches at Division | programs. Meuchel spent eight seasons (2009-16) as Nevada's head
coach, leading the Wolfpack to a 2009 WAC championship and NCAA Tournament berth. While
in Reno, Meuchel compiled a 196-217 overall record and guided the program'’s transition to
Mountain West Conference membership. Smith was at the helm of Georgia Southern’s program
from 2012-17, posting a 176-166 mark, winning two Southern Conference reqular season and
tournament titles. The Eagles went 51-17 under Smith in SoCon play, and she later transitioned
the program to Sun Belt Conference membership.

History Made

Danielle Gibson made history on Feb. 23, 2019 when she hit four home runs and collected 10
RBI inside Bogle Park as part of a 15-3 win over SIUE. The four home runs tie a Division | record
reached only four times before, but what makes Gibson special is that she hit for the home
run cycle - done only twice before EVER, she is the first to do so in only four innings. Her 16
total bases and 10 RBI are tied for the second-most in NCAA history and she is the third player
to record 10 RBI in SEC history.

Redshirt senior outfielder Ryan Jackson was plunked 11 times in 2020, ranking 10th nationally
averaging 0.44 hit by pitches per game. She is fifth in active career hit by pitches.

Deifel's Success at Bogle

Beginning with Deifel's first season as head coach in 2016, Arkansas has posted a 97-
38 record inside Bogle Park, with an ultra-impressive 77-12 mark over the last four sea-
sons (2018-21). The Razorbacks set a Bogle Park record winning 27 home games in 2018,
which included three wins en route to the NCAA Fayetteville Regional Championship.

Arkansas returns all but one starter from the 2020 COVID-19 shortened campaign where the team fin-
ished19-6 (1-2 SEC) and earned a No. 19 final ranking in the NFCA Coaches' Poll. The Hogs hit .317 as a team,
which ranked seventh in the SEC and 34th in the country. Posting an average of 6.6 runs per game, the
offense placed sixth in the league and 33rd nationally. The team's best win of the year was a 1-0 triumph
at No. 9 Alabama in the SEC opener, Arkansas' first win in Tuscaloosa since 2000. During non-confer-
ence play the team won 10 consecutive games, the program’s second such streak in the last decade.

Arkansas Softball Picked To Finish Sixth in SEC Preseason Coaches' Poll

The Arkansas softball team has been picked to finish sixth in the Southeastern Conference
after a vote of the 13 head coaches in the annual preseason poll. The Razorbacks, who received
81 points, will be competing in their sixth season under head coach Courtney Deifel. Since
the elimination of divisions prior to the 2014 season, this year's preseason ranking is the
program'’s second-highest, trailing 2019 when the Hogs were tabbed fifth.

Razorbacks Walk-Off in 2020 Finale

Nobody knew at the time, but Arkansas' 1-0 win over Kansas in the second game of a
doubleheader on Tuesday, March 10 would be the team's 2020 season finale. Kayla Green
slammed a walk-off homer over the Bogle Park left field fence on the season’s final pitch.
Pitcher Jenna Bloom also tossed her first career shutout and posted a career-best 10 strike-
outs. It was the Razorbacks second walk-off win of the day after a 3-2 triumph in game
one. The Hogs overcame a 2-0 deficit in the bottom of the seventh, scoring three runs in
the frame. Audrie LaValley singled to right tyling the game before Ryan Jackson drew
a bases loaded hit by pitch on the 17th pitch of the plate appearance, ending the game.

Softball Inks Seven On National Signing Day

Head coach Courtney Deifel welcomed seven new Razorbacks on Nov. 11, 2020 as part
of National Signing Day. The seven signees will join the Razorbacks for the 2022 sea-
son: C Madi Conklin (Ft. Smith, Ark.), UTL Mallory Hardwick (Keller, Texas), UTL Kacie
Hoffmann (Elkhorn, Neb.), INF Raigan Kramer (Topeka, Kan.), INF Chelsi Possage (Green-
wood, Ark.), INF Spencer Prigge (Phoenix, Ariz.) and INF Ally Sockey (Greenwood, Ark.).

Razorback Softball Celebrates 25th Season

Arkansas softball is celebrating it's 25th season which also aligns with the SEC's 25 anniver-
sary sponsoring the sport. Along with Arkansas; Alabama, Aubrun, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky,
LSU, Ole Miss and Mississippi State are all celebrating their 25th season. The 1997 Arkansas
squad recorded the program's first ever win in its second game, downing Hawai'i, 5-4, at the
San Diego State Classic. The Lady'Backs were part of SEC history and participated in the
league's first conference game, on March 5, 1997 at Florida. The Gators beat Arkansas, 2-1, in
nine innings. Playing the inaugural game, Arkansas was part of many SEC play firsts:

- First hit in an SEC Game: Gretchen Thompson doubled to left in the second inning.

- First run in an SEC Game: Brett Erickson scored in the fifth inning.

SEC Player of the Week - Texas A&M's Bre Warren,
a freshman outfielder from College Station, Texas,
helped the Aggies earn the series sweep over No.
23 South Carolina. Warren recorded a .714 batting
average with five hits, four runs scored and two RBI.
In game one, she went 2-for-3 with an RBI double in
the first inning to give her squad a 2-0 lead. In the
last game of the weekend, Warren went 2-for-2 with
her first career home run and then an RBI single in
the fifth inning to score the go-ahead run to secure
the win.

SEC Pitcher of the Week - Arkansas’ Mary Haff, a
redshirt junior right-hander from Winter Haven, Fla.,
recorded three wins and a save to help her team earn
the series sweep over Mississippi State and remain
undefeated in league play. Haff opened the week
hurling nine strikeouts over 6.0 innings in a win at
Kansas. In game one against the Bulldogs, she threw
5.2 scoreless innings and struck out four. Haff then
earned the save in game two, striking out two batters
in 1.2 innings of work. She closed out the weekend
with nine strikeouts in the complete-game victory as
the Razorbacks moved to 9-0 in SEC play for the first
time in program history.

SEC Newcomer of the Week - Florida's Julia Cot-
trill, a sophomore catcher from Wichita, Kan., batted
500 with seven hits, two runs scored and seven RBI
against No. 22/24 UCF and in the series sweep over
No. 13/11 LSU. In the series opener against the Tigers,
Cottrill had her first career home run with a three-
run shot in the bottom of the sixth inning to give the
Gators a 5-0 lead.

Kentucky's Rylea Smith, a sophomore outfielder from
St. Louis, Mo., helped her team earn the series win
over No. 4/3 Alabama. In the series finale on Monday
night, Smith recorded the game-tying home run in
the bottom of the seventh inning, the second of her
career. After the game went into extra innings, she
hit a walk-off single in the eighth to secure the series.
Smith finished the week with four hits, three runs
scored and three RBI.

SEC Freshman of the Week - Auburn’s Shelby Lowe,
a freshman left-handed pitcher from Carrollton, Ala.,
tossed a complete-game shutout at No. 18/20 Missouri
on Sunday. Lowe struck out 11 batters to help Auburn
earn its first win in Columbia since 2015 and its first
shutout win in SEC play since 2019. She also started
game one against the Tigers, fanning six batters in 7.1
innings of work.

Courtney Deifel became the fourth head coach in program history
when she was hired June 11, 2015. In five seasons at Arkansas, she has
orchestrated the Razorbacks' return to postseason play and became
the only head coach in school history to earn three consecutive NCAA
Tournament berths (2017, 2018, 2019). Deifel has guided the program to
new heights, and since her first season in 2016, the Razorbacks have
been ranked 38 times in the NFCA Coaches' Poll after previously being
ranked only once in program history.

Deifel guided the Razorbacks to a 19-6 (1-2 SEC) record during the
COVID-19 shortened 2020 campaign. In the only league series of the
season, the Razorbacks earned a 1-0 conference-opening victory, their
first road win over Alabama since 2000. Arkansas remained in the na-
tional polls throughout the year and climbed from a preseason No.
24 ranking to the No. 19 slot in the final release of the NFCA Coaches’
Poll. Junior catcher Kayla Green was honored with SEC Player of the
Week recognition for the first time in her career and freshman pitcher
Jenna Bloom emerged as one of the rising stars in the league, leading
all freshmen in the nation striking out 10.9 hitters per seven innings.

Deifel led the Razorbacks to their third consecutive post-season ap-
pearance, becoming the only coach in program history to do so. With
Deifel at the helm, Arkansas closed out the 2019 season, 38-20 and 12-12
in SEC play. It marks the first time since 1999-00 that the Razorbacks
finished the season .500 or better in conference play in back-to-back
seasons.The Razorbacks garnered their highest in-season ranking
during weeks one and two, coming in at 12th and Tith in the NFCA and
ESPN polls respectively.

Arkansas saw two players named to the All-SEC teams, pitcher Autumn
Storms was named second team and outfielder Hannah McEwen gar-
nered first-team recognition. McEwen's first-team selection was the
first for Arkansas since 2012 and only the second in program history.
In year four under Coach Deifel, the Razorbacks also earned two SEC
Player of the Week awards, three SEC Pitcher of the Week awards, and
one USA Softball Co-Player of the Week. A record five Razorbacks were
named to the NFCA All-Region teams, with Storms garnering the first,
first-team selection of her career. Storms went on to be named NFCA
Second Team All-American as a pitcher, the first Razorback since 2010.

Year four with Coach Deifel and the Razorback staff saw growth in all
aspects as the game, including a team .288 batting average, which
ranks second-highest in the record books. In fact, four of the top seven
team batting averages in program history come from the Deifel-era.

In her third season, Arkansas wrapped up the year with a 42-17 record,
the third most wins in program history; and the highest number since
2000. The team earned the program'’s first-ever NCAA national seed
and hosted the Fayetteville Regional on its way to securing a spot in
this weekend's Norman Super Regional. For their efforts, the coaching
staff earned 2018 NFCA Division | South Region Staff of the Year. The
team also finished 17th in the final NCAA RPI.

Two seasons removed from a one-win conference tally, the Razorbacks
posted a 12-12 record in SEC and earned a No. 7 seed into the SEC Tour-
nament where the team made a run to the semifinals for the first time
since 2001. The Razorbacks finished the season with a 27-2 record on
their home field, established a new program record for home wins in
a single season. Part of Arkansas’ home triumphs included the pro-
gram’s first three-game sweep of a ranked team (No. 20 Mississippi
State) and its first-ever series win over Alabama.

In her second season in Fayetteville, Deifel guided Arkansas to a 31-
24 record which marked a 17-win improvement from the previous
season, marking the largest increase in the country among Power 5
programs. The Razorbacks also tallied seven wins in SEC play, equaling
the combined total from the previous three seasons. In recognition
of the team's performance, Deifel was named the 2017 D1SoftballNews
Coach of the Year.

From year one to two under Deifel, Arkansas' pitching staff lowered
its combined ERA by more than four runs (6.98 to 2.82) and added
more than 20 points to its batting average (.260 to .284). The Razor-
backs also led the SEC and tied for 17th in the NCAA with 59 home

runs. During the year, Arkansas earned its first national ranking since
2013 when it was slotted at No. 24 in the March 7 release ESPN/USA
Softball poll.

Individually, Deifel saw two Razorbacks earn NFCA All-South Region
accolades with Nicole Schroeder and Autumn Storms earning sec-
ond-team and third-team honors, respectively. Storms was also named
to the SEC All-Freshman Team while A.J. Belans was voted to the All-SEC
Second Team. Schroeder went on to be drafted by the Akron Racers as
the program's second NPF selection.

Deifel's first win over a ranked team at Arkansas came during the 2016
season when the Razorbacks knocked off No. 23 Nebraska, 11-10, during
the Easton Tournament in Fullerton, Calif,; the team added five ranked
wins in 2017. The 2016 campaign also saw newcomer Ashley Diaz make
an immediate impact as a member of the NFCA All-South Region Sec-
ond Team. She also appeared on the NFCA National Freshman of the
Year Top 25 Watch List.

During her playing and coaching careers prior to coming to Arkansas,
Deifel advanced to 11 NCAA Tournaments including a four-year run to
the Women's College World Series (WCWS) as an All-American catcher
at California that was highlighted by winning the 2002 national title.
The Bears also finished second (2003), fifth (2001) and seventh (2000)
at the WCWS over her four-year run. Her postseason successes also
featured a pair of Super Regionals as a graduate assistant at Oklahoma
and five NCAA Regionals as an assistant at Maryland and Louisville.

As a first-year head coach, Deifel ushered in a culture of change for
Maryland in 2015. Along with the program's 16-game improvement from
the previous season, the Terrapins' offense show tremendous growth.
Maryland finished 27th in the NCAA with 6.28 runs per game behind
339 runs scored, up more than 150 runs from 2014. Deifel also led her
team to a.309 batting average, a 40-point jump from 2014 which also
ranked 57th in the NCAA.

Individually, Deifel guided three players to all-conference accolades
and a pair of NFCA all-region honors. Lindsey Schmeister was an All-
Big Ten first team performer while Shannon Bustillos and Erin Pronobis
landed on the All-Big Ten second team. Probonis and Corey Schwartz
were also named to the NFCA All-Midwest Region Third Team. Under De-
ifel's watch, the trio helped Maryland to single-season school records
in doubles, home runs, RBI and walks.

Prior to taking the head job at Maryland, Deifel spent four seasons as
an assistant coach at Louisville in which she helped the Cardinals to
four NCAA appearances, the 2014 American Athletic Conference Tour-
nament title and an overall record of 176-60 (.746). Louisville averaged
44 wins in that time with a program-record 55 wins in 2012. Her stu-
dent-athletes at Louisville racked up four NFCA All-America certificates
and 29 all-conference selections.

Deifel played in 285 games in her career at California, missing just
three games behind the plate over her four years. As a four-year start-
ing catcher, she was a 2003 All-American, two-time All-Pac 10 selection
and caught seven no-hitters. She is still the program’s career leader
with 1,969 putouts.

Aside from her accomplishments in collegiate softball, Deifel had a
successful professional career following her days at Cal. In 2004, she
helped the NY/NJ Juggernaut to the National Professional Fastpitch
(NPF) league title. Deifel also spent three years with LeoPalac2! in
Japan that resulted in a runner-up showing and a pair of third-place
finishes.

Deifel and husband Joe are the parents to two sons, Trip and Walt. The
family resides in Fayetteville.
