Highlights in SEC 9-Game Win Streak

AUBURN: Arkansas was down 19 (37-18) with just over four minutes left in the first half. Arkansas made 8 of its last 10
field goals in the first half to trim the deficit to 12 at the break.

+ Arkansas opened the second half on a an 18-4 run and shot 52.9% from the field in the period.

AT VANDERBILT: Arkansas led from wire-to-wire, dished out 22 assists and shot a season-best 57.1% from the field,
including 42.1% from 3-point range. Arkansas has won seven straight and 11 of the last 12 versus Vanderbilt.

OLE MISS: Arkansas held Ole Miss to its season-low 59 points and the Rebels missed their first 14 3-pointers, finishing
1-of-16 from deep.

MISSISSIPPI STATE: Arkansas snapped a six-game losing streak to Mississippi State dating back to Feb. 9, 2016.

+ Arkansas was down 14-2 to start the game as the Razorbacks missed 16 of its first 17 shots of the game. Arkansas used
a 21-2 run in the first half and a 10-2 run to start the second to get the win.

+ The MSU game was just the first time four Razorback players scored at least 10 points and had seven rebounds in
an SEC game (Smith 10 & 10; Vanover 13 & 8; Davis 10 & 8 and Moody 13 & 7). It was just the second time it has ever
happened with the other occurring in 1996 versus Troy. (HogStats.com)

AT KENTUCKY: Arkansas snapped an eight-game losing streak to Kentucky dating back to Feb. 27, 2014.

- Jalen Tate got an offensive rebound, was fouled and made two free throws with 4.3 seconds left to provide the 81-80
final. (Davonte Davis sealed the win with a steal.) The last time Arkansas won that late in a game was Mason Jones
banking a 3-pointer from right wing with 0.1 seconds left in OT to win at Georgia Tech, 62-61, on Nov. 25, 2019.

- 0dd stat ... Kentucky shot a season-best 53.8% (14-0f-26) from 3-point range, but just 11-0f-35 (31.4%) from 2-point.

AT MISSOURI: Arkansas was 20-of-23 at the free throw line, including 7-of-9 in overtime. The 20 made were the most
since making 23-of-34 in an earlier loss to Missouri this year (Jan. 2, 2021). Arkansas has made 20-plus free throws five
times this year and has shot over 80% from the line seven times.

FLORIDA: Arkansas got just the third win over the Gators in the last 20 games. Florida had won three straight, 11 of the
last 12 and 17 of the last 19 heading into the game.

ALABAMA: Arkansas led for 31:55 but the Crimson Tide scored the first seven points of the second half to lead by six
45-39. Arkansas answered with a 17-2 run - including a 10-0 spurt - to lead by nine. Alabama cut its deficit to four
before the Hogs went a 14-2 run to go up 16 with 5:55 left and held a double-digit lead the rest of the way.

LSU: Arkansas was down five at halftime and shot just 33/3% from the field in the half. The Razorbacks bounced back
to score 51 second-half points and shot 55.2% from the field. Arkansas used a 17-5 run early in the second half to go
from seven down to up five with 14:41 left. LSU got to within three (56-53 with 12:11 left) before Arkansas went on a 22-4
run (including a 14-1 run) to take its largest lead of 21 points with six minutes left.

Defending the 3; Hogs Defense Shines the Last Three

+ Kentucky (14) and Missouri (13) marked the first time ever Arkansas opponents have made 13+ 3's in consecutive
games. (HogStats.com)

+ Even though Arkansas led the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense last season, five teams have made 13-plus
3's against Arkansas this year. However, Arkansas is 4-1in such games with its lone loss being at Alabama.

« The 3-point trend by opponents ended in the Florida win and continued versus Alabama and LSU

« The Razorbacks held Florida (the then SEC's league leader in 3-point percentage) to just 19% (4-of-21) from long range.

"Zero" Coincidence

- There is “zero” coincidence that Arkansas has won eight straight SEC games thanks to
#0 .... a "healthy” Justin Smith.

- Smith was injured in the first half of the SEC season-opening win at Auburn and had
ankle surgery the next day (Jan. 1). Arkansas lost three of the next four games with
Smith sidelined and dropped a decision at Alabama with a limited Smith back in the
lineup - 14 days after his surgery.

- Since that Alabama game. Arkansas has won eight straight SEC games and nearly won
at Oklahoma State. The Hogs are 17-2 with Smith in the starting lineup (lost at
Alabama in perhaps a premature return to the lineup and lost a four-point game
at Oklahoma State - game was tied with 30 seconds to go).

e Over the last nine games, Smith is averaging 12.7 ppg and 7.0 rpg. His 23 assists
ranks second-most on the team over the span and he has only committed 13
turnovers (1.8 assist-turnover ratio)

e Vs Mississippi State, Smith had a double-double with 10 points and 10 rebounds.

e At Oklahoma State, Smith led the team in scoring (18), rebounds (7) and
assists, tying his career-high.

e At Missouri, Smith led the team in scoring (19) and rebounds (6) and tied for
the team lead in assists (3).

e Vs Florida, Smith had 15 points (7=9 FG) with six rebounds and career-highs
in steals (5) and assists (4).

e Vs Alabama, Smith had a double-double with 11 points and 12 rebounds.

No One Made 2 Bigger Plays Than Tate One Week, Except Maybe...
- Jalen Tate was not named the SEC Player of the Week after leading Arkansas to two
key road wins. However, it would be hard to argue no player made two bigger plays in
clutch moments that led to a win.
1A. At Kentucky and Arkansas down one, JALEN TATE got an offensive rebound with
seven seconds left, was fouled and sank two free throws to give Arkansas an 81-80
lead.
1B. Kentucky still had a chance but DAVONTE DAVIS followed through with his
prediction during a timeout between Tate's free throws that he would make the game
winning steal.

2A. With Arkansas up one and 21 seconds left in overtime, Missouri's Dru Smith
looked to have a clean line to the basket for a layup. However, .JALEN TATE chased
him down from behind and blocked the shot.
2B. Tate's block was initially ruled basket interference. After review, it was deemed
a clean block. However, by rule, the ball was dead and went to Missouri on alternating
possession.
