at A&M. The Hogs have a slight 8-6 advantage in games since A&M joined the SEC 
for the 2012-13 season.

•	Isaiah Joe scored 11 of his 17 points over the final 8:18 of the second half to help 

Arkansas pull away for a 69-59 victory over Texas A&M.
• Mason Jones scored 17 for the game as well.
• Arkansas was clinging to a two-point lead (52-50) after making just 2-of-13 shots 

over seven minutes.
•	From that point, Arkansas went on 14-6 run to put the Razorbacks up 10 (66-56) 

with 3:52 left. Both team made 3’s over the last 3-plus minutes for the 69-59 final.

•	Texas A&M used a 12-2 run to take a 3-point advantage at halftime and never 

relinquished the lead to beat Arkansas 77-69 in the teams’ regular-season finale.
•	The Aggies turned a 3-point lead into a 10 (60-50) with 8:54 left in the game. The 

Hogs trimmed the deficit to five (65-60) on a 3-pointer by Isaiah Joe. However, A&M 
answered with a 6-0 run to push its lead to 11 (71-60) and put the game out of reach.

•	The loss spoiled Mason Jones’ ninth 30-point game of the year and Joe added 22.

Oldest, Most Common Rival
• Texas A&M is one of six teams that Arkansas has played over 100 times and one of 

three teams the Razorbacks have at least 100 wins against.
• The Aggies are the Razorbacks’ most common opponent with 160 games played in 

the series. The teams met in year from Arkansas’ first season of basketball (1923-
24) until 1990-91. The teams met once in 2010 in Dallas then the series resumed 
when A&M joined the SEC in 2012-13.

Hogs Jump to #12 in AP / #13 in Coaches
• After wins over the top two teams in the SEC last week – including a victory versus 

sixth-ranked Alabama, Arkansas moved up eight spots to 12th in the AP poll and 
seven places to #13 in the USA Today Coaches Poll. The leap was the best in both 
polls among the top 25 teams this week.

*	The Razorbacks are among the nation’s top 15 for the first time since November 15, 
2000 and have not been ranked as high as #12 since the poll released on Feb. 23, 
1998. The Hogs are additionally a program-best #19 in the NCAA NET rankings.

•	This is the third week in a row Arkansas is ranked standing at #24 and #20, 
respectively, the last two weeks.

Hogs Jump 7 to #12 in NCAA NET
•	After a 28-point road win at South Carolina, Arkansas climbed seven spots to 12th 

—the program’s highest ever NCAA NET Rankings.
•	The NCAA released its first NET ranking on Jan. 4 and the Razorbacks came in at

#24. After the losses to #12 Missouri at #9/8 Tennessee, Arkansas dropped to #29.
•	The Razorbacks climbed nine spots to #20 after the 30-point win over Georgia but dropped back to #35 after road 

losses at LSU and Alabama.
• Ironically, after a home win versus Auburn, Arkansas fell three spots to #38 but jumped five spots to #33 with a road 

win at Vanderbilt and five more spots to 28th with a home win over Ole Miss.
• Arkansas fell three spots to 32nd after a close loss at Oklahoma State but climbed back to #29 after the Miss State win 

and up to #26 after the road win at Kentucky.
• Arkansas jumped two more spots to #24 with a QUAD 1 win at #10 Missouri and remained there after its QUAD 1 win over 

Florida last time out. However, after not playing Saturday at Texas A&M, Arkansas fell two spots to 26th.
•	With a 15-point win over #6 Alabama, Arkansas moved up five to #21 then beat NET top 30 team LSU to climb two more 

spots to #19.

5 Quad 1 Wins in 6-0 Month of Febraury
•	Not only was Arkansas 6-0 in the month of February, the Razorbacks tallied five Quad 1 wins in the month vs Alabama, 

at Missouri, vs Florida, vs LSU and at Kentucky.

Moody Nabs 2nd SEC Freshman of the Week
• After wins over the top two teams in the SEC last week, Arkansas guard Moses Moody was named the SEC Freshman of 

the Week, the league announced Monday.
•	This is the second time Moody has earned SEC Freshman of the Week honors this season. He has also been named the 

overall SEC Player of the Week twice this season by College Sports Madness.
•	Averaged 21.0 points and 6.5 rebounds.
•	Set career highs in both games for assists and had a career-high for blocked shots.
•	ALABAMA: 24 points – 5 rebounds – 4 assists – 3 blocked shots – 1 steal
•	LSU: 18 points – 8 rebounds – 5 assists
•	Was a combined 27-of-33 at the free throw line in the two games.
•	Played all 20 minutes of the second half in both games and has done so a team-best 11 times this season – including six 

straight.
•	Was 16-of-19 at the free throw line in the Alabama game.
^ 16 makes tie for 6th-most by a Hog in a game – 3rd-most in an SEC game
^ 19 attempts tie for 7th-most by a Hog in a game – 3rd most in an SEC game
•	Versus Alabama, Moody scored 10 in the first half, thanks to 5-of-5 shooting at the free throw line, and had three of 

his then career-best four assists. In the second half, he scored 14 points, thanks to 11-of-14 at the line, as the Hogs out-
scored the Tide 42-28 in the second half. Moody additionally had with two of his career-high three blocked shots. With 
Arkansas up four in the second half (56-52 with 8:53 left) Moody was fouled shooting a 3-pointer. He made all three at 
the free throw line for a comfortable seven=point edge. Down the stretch, Moody scored seven of the team’s final 11 
points.

•	Versus LSU, Arkansas trailed by five at halftime and Moody helped the Hogs out-score the Tigers 51-38 in the second 
half. He scored 12 of his 18 points in the second half, making 7-of-10 free throws. He additionally had four of his career-
high five assists. With the game tied (46-46 with 15:38 left), Moody made five straight free throws to put the Hogs up 
five and Arkansas never relinquished the lead.

• The win was the Razorbacks’ first over an AP top 10 program since 2016. It was additionally the Hogs’ first road win over 

an AP top 10 team since 2006. In fact, it was just Arkansas’ fifth-ever road win over an AP top 10 team
FLORIDA: Arkansas got just the third win over the Gators in the last 20 games. Florida had won three straight, 11 of the 

last 12 and 17 of the last 19 heading into the game.
ALABAMA: Arkansas led for 31:55 but the Crimson Tide scored the first seven points of the second half to lead by six 

45-39. Arkansas answered with a 17-2 run — including a 10-0 spurt — to lead by nine. Alabama cut its deficit to four 
before the Hogs went a 14-2 run to go up 16 with 5:55 left and held a double-digit lead the rest of the way.

LSU: Arkansas was down five at halftime and shot just 33/3% from the field in the half. The Razorbacks bounced back 
to score 51 second-half points and shot 55.2% from the field. Arkansas used a 17-5 run early in the second half to go 
from seven down to up five with 14:41 left. LSU got to within three (56-53 with 12:11 left) before Arkansas went on a 22-4 
run (including a 14-1 run) to take its largest lead of 21 points with six minutes left.

SOUTH CAROLINA: Three Razorbacks scored over 20 points for a 101-73 win for the program’s fourth straight SEC road 
win. By scoring over 100 points, Arkansas cracked the century mark in an SEC game for the first time since defeating 
Auburn 101-87 on Feb. 10, 2015. The 28-point win is the 11th-biggest margin of victory in an SEC game, the third-largest 
in an SEC road game and the 22nd-largest in a road game ever.

Defending the 3; Hogs Defense Shines the Last Four

Basketball Australia released its Australian Men’s Basketball Squad for the Tokyo 

2020 Olympic Games, and it was announced that University of Arkansas associate 
head basketball coach David Patrick will serve as assistant coach for this campaign.

Patrick has previously served on the “Boomers” staff, helping the National Team 
qualify for the Olympics with its performance at the 2019 FIBA Basketball World Cup. 
Brian Goorjian, who led the National Team at the 2004 and 2008 Olympics, returned 
to the Boomers as head coach in November 2020 and has asked Patrick to remain 
on staff this summer.

“I am honored to once again serve with the Australian National team,” Patrick 
said. “I am thrilled Coach Goorjian elected to have me be a part of his staff. We have 
a lot of NBA, NBL and world-class talent on this squad. Having Coach Goorjian back as 
the head coach gives us a great opportunity to win a gold medal. I have deep roots 
in Australia and know the great talent the country has and continues to produce. 
This is a great honor, and I am thankful to Arkansas head coach Eric Musselman and 
everyone at the University for allowing me to pursue this opportunity.”

The Boomers, currently ranked #3 in the world, reached the semifinals at the 2019 
FIBA World Cup.

This Australian Squad includes three NBA players Patrick recruited and coached 
at previous collegiate coaching stops, including Patty Mills (San Antonio Spurs), 
Matthew Dellavedova (Cleveland Cavaliers) and Ben Simmons (Philadelphia 
76ers).

“Coach Patrick is highly regarded for his coaching and teaching capabilities as 
well as his personal qualities,” said Jan Stirling, general manager High Performance 
Basketball Australia. “He brings added value of having a deep understanding of our 
Australian basketball system. Like us, Arkansas has also recognized his depth of 
knowledge and experience as a respected and valued member to the program and 
community.”

Patrick grew up in Melbourne, Australia, and moved to the United States during 
high school. He calls himself the “Bermuda Triangle” as he was born in Bermuda and 
has tri-citizenship in Bermuda, Australia and the United States..

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas’ 13th head men’s basketball 
coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30 years of coaching experience, 
including five as a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional 
head coach.
In his five years as a collegiate head coach, Musselman has won at 
least 20 games each season (24, 28, 29, 29 and 20) to post a 130-46 
record and .739 winning percentage – ninth-best among active Divi-
sion I coaches. Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching ranks, 
Musselman was a head coach for seven professional teams, including 
two seasons with the Golden State Warriors (2002-04) and one with 
the Sacramento Kings (2006-07). He has won over 550 games as a 
professional head coach with a combined winning percentage of .626 
(553-330).
Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Musselman who has 
worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL Network as a broadcaster. 
Musselman has two sons, Michael and Matthew, and the couple has 
a daughter, Mariah.
Musselman’s father Bill was also an NBA head coach and they were 
the first father-son combination to become head coaches in the NBA.
