Razorback Rewarded
• Moses Moody was named consensus first team All-SEC, the SEC Freshman of the 

Year (coaches) and the SEC Newcomer of the Year (media). Moody was nearly the 
media’s SEC Player of the Year as well with winner Herb Jones (Alabama) getting 
five first place votes and Moody getting four.

•	JD Notae was named the National Sixth Man of the Year by Bleacher Report as well 
as the SEC Sixth Man of the Year by the league’s coaches.

• Eric Musselman was named 1 of 10 semifinalist for the 2021 Werner Ladder Naismith 
Men’s Coach of the Year, given by the Atlanta Tipoff Club.

Hogs Jump to #8 in Polls
• Arkansas closed the 2020-21 regular season with 11 straight SEC wins – the best 

streak in the league this season and ties for the best SEC win streak in program 
history. The Razorbacks were rewarded by entering the top 10 – at #8 – in both 
national polls for the first time since the end of the 1994-95 season.

• The Razorbacks jumped four spots in the AP poll and five places in the USA Today 
Coaches Poll. In the last four weeks, Arkansas has gone from 24th, to 20th, 
to 12th and now eighth in the AP poll while going from not ranked (#28) to 
eighth by the coaches.

•	The last time Arkansas was ranked eighth was the Feb. 20, 1995 poll.

Hogs #16 in NCAA NET
•	After a 28-point road win at South Carolina, Arkansas climbed seven spots to 12th 

— the program’s highest ever NCAA NET Rankings. However, Arkansas dropped four 
spots to 16th after an eight-point win over Texas A&M in the season finale.

•	The NCAA released its first NET ranking on Jan. 4 and the Razorbacks came in at 
#24. After the losses to #12 Missouri at #9/8 Tennessee, Arkansas dropped to #29.

•	The Razorbacks climbed nine spots to #20 after the 30-point win over Georgia but 
dropped back to #35 after road losses at LSU and Alabama.

• Ironically, after a home win versus Auburn, Arkansas fell three spots to #38 but

• Arkansas fell three spots to 32nd after a close loss at Oklahoma State but climbed back to #29 after the Miss State win 

and up to #26 after the road win at Kentucky.
• Arkansas jumped two more spots to #24 with a QUAD 1 win at #10 Missouri and remained there after its QUAD 1 win over 

Florida last time out. However, after not playing Saturday at Texas A&M, Arkansas fell two spots to 26th.
•	With a 15-point win over #6 Alabama, Arkansas moved up five to #21 then beat NET top 30 team LSU to climb two more 

spots to #19.

Comebacks Bookend 11-Game SEC Streak
• Least we forget, the 11-game SEC win streak started (versus Auburn) and ended (versus Texas A&M) with two significant 

come-from-behind wins.
• Arkansas dug a 19-point deficit with 4:17 left in the first half versus Auburn.
	 ^ Arkansas went on a 13-4 run to get to within 10 (41-31) before Sharife Cooper hit two free throws with 13 seconds left 

to give the Tigers a 12-point lead at halftime (43-31).
	 ^ To start the second half, Arkansas went on an 18-4 run to grab its first lead (47-45 at the 13:26 mark).
•	Arkansas was down 14 points to Texas A&M with 7:11 remaining in the first half. 
	 ^ Arkansas out-scored the Aggies 17-6 to close the first half and trailed by three at the break.
	 ^ Arkansas got down nine points to start the second half but used a 21-9 run to go up three with 8:23 left.
	 ^ The lead bounced back and fourth with four ties and four lead changes. Arkansas was down two (76-74) with two 

minutes to play. The Hogs closed the game with a 13-4 run to get the eight-point win.

5 Quad 1 Wins in 6-0 Month of Febraury
•	Not only was Arkansas 6-0 in the month of February, the Razorbacks tallied five Quad 1 wins in the month vs Alabama 

(#7 NET), at Missouri (#43 NET), vs Florida (#29 NET), vs LSU (#28 NET) and at Kentucky (#60 NET).

Moody Nabs 2nd-Straight SEC Freshman of the Week

before the Hogs went a 14-2 run to go up 16 with 5:55 left and held a double-digit lead the rest of the way.
LSU: Arkansas was down five at halftime and shot just 33/3% from the field in the half. The Razorbacks bounced back 

to score 51 second-half points and shot 55.2% from the field. Arkansas used a 17-5 run early in the second half to go 
from seven down to up five with 14:41 left. LSU got to within three (56-53 with 12:11 left) before Arkansas went on a 22-4 
run (including a 14-1 run) to take its largest lead of 21 points with six minutes left.

SOUTH CAROLINA: Three Razorbacks scored over 20 points for a 101-73 win for the program’s fourth straight SEC road 
win. By scoring over 100 points, Arkansas cracked the century mark in an SEC game for the first time since defeating 
Auburn 101-87 on Feb. 10, 2015. The 28-point win is the 11th-biggest margin of victory in an SEC game, the third-largest 
in an SEC road game and the 22nd-largest in a road game ever.

Patrick has previously served on the “Boomers” staff, helping the National Team 
qualify for the Olympics with its performance at the 2019 FIBA Basketball World Cup. 
Brian Goorjian, who led the National Team at the 2004 and 2008 Olympics, returned 
to the Boomers as head coach in November 2020 and has asked Patrick to remain 
on staff this summer.

“I am honored to once again serve with the Australian National team,” Patrick 
said. “I am thrilled Coach Goorjian elected to have me be a part of his staff. We have 
a lot of NBA, NBL and world-class talent on this squad. Having Coach Goorjian back as 
the head coach gives us a great opportunity to win a gold medal. I have deep roots 
in Australia and know the great talent the country has and continues to produce. 
This is a great honor, and I am thankful to Arkansas head coach Eric Musselman and 
everyone at the University for allowing me to pursue this opportunity.”

The Boomers, currently ranked #3 in the world, reached the semifinals at the 2019 
FIBA World Cup.

This Australian Squad includes three NBA players Patrick recruited and coached 
at previous collegiate coaching stops, including Patty Mills (San Antonio Spurs), 
Matthew Dellavedova (Cleveland Cavaliers) and Ben Simmons (Philadelphia 
76ers).

“Coach Patrick is highly regarded for his coaching and teaching capabilities as 
well as his personal qualities,” said Jan Stirling, general manager High Performance 
Basketball Australia. “He brings added value of having a deep understanding of our 
Australian basketball system. Like us, Arkansas has also recognized his depth of 
knowledge and experience as a respected and valued member to the program and 
community.”

Patrick grew up in Melbourne, Australia, and moved to the United States during 
high school. He calls himself the “Bermuda Triangle” as he was born in Bermuda and 
has tri-citizenship in Bermuda, Australia and the United States..

• Arkansas head coach Eric Musselman was named one 
of 10 semifinalists for the 2021 Werner Ladder Naismith 
Men’s Coach of the Year given by the Atlanta Tipoff Club.

• Musselman, who is in his second year at Arkansas, led the 
Razorbacks to a second-place finish in the SEC during 
the regular season to earn a double-bye to this year’s 
SEC Tournament. Last year, Arkansas (20-12) was the #11 
seed at the SEC Tournament – playing in the opening 
round of the event. Arkansas was picked to finish sixth 
in this year’s SEC preseason media poll.

• After wins over #6 Alabama and LSU, who was tied for 
2nd in the SEC, Arkansas was named the National Team 
of the Week by Andy Katz of NCAA March Madness.
