+ Down 14 with 5;28 left in the first half, Arkansas went on a 17-0 run to end the first half (then scored the first points of
the second half for a 19-0 run)., Arkansas held Colgate scoreless for the final 5:28 in the first half, holding the Raiders
to 0-of-8 shooting).

+ In the decisive 10-0, second-half run, Arkansas held the Raiders scoreless for 3:41.

+ The Raiders entered the game second in the NCAA in scoring (86.3 ppg) and seventh in field goal percentage (.498)
but were held to 18 points below their average (68 points) and 101 percentage points below their shooting
percentage (.397).

+ Arkansas won despite being out-rebounded (42-37). Arkansas is now 4-4 this year when being out-rebounded.

Hogs #10 in Polls

« Arkansas fell two spots to #10 in both polls after falling in the SEC semifinals to snap a 12-game SEC win streak. Overall,
Arkansas won 12 of its final 14 games heading into the NCAA Championship.

+ Arkansas closed the 2020-21 reqular season with 11 straight SEC wins - the best streak in the league this season and
tied for the best SEC win streak in program history. The Razorbacks were rewarded by entering the top 10 at #8 in both
national polls for the first time since the end of the 1994-95 season.

+ During the Razorbacks' run, Arkansas went from unranked to 24th, to 20th, to 12th and 8th in the polls.

7 Quad 1 Wins over Last 11 Games; 4 of 9 Non-Conf Opp in NCAA Field

+ Arkansas was 6-0 in the month of February and tallied five QUAD 1 wins in the month vs Alabama (then #7 NET), at
Missouri (then #43 NET), vs Florida (then #29 NET), vs LSU (then #28 NET) and at Kentucky (then #60 NET).

+ With a win over Missouri in the SEC quarterfinal and over Colgate in the NCAA first round, Arkansas has seven QUAD
1 wins over its last 11 games.

+ Arkansas is 7-5 in QUAD 1 games, 6-1in QUAD 2 and combined 10-0 in QUAD 3 and 4 games.

- 0f Arkansas' nine non-conference opponents, four are in the NCAA field including North Texas (W, 69-54), Oral Roberts

Hogs #14 in NCAA NET

« After a 28-point road win at South Carolina, Arkansas climbed seven spots to 12th - the program’s highest ever NCAA
NET Rankings. However, Arkansas dropped four spots to 16th after an eight-point win over Texas A&M in the season
finale. Te Hogs rallied to #14 after beating Missouri in the SEC quarterfinal and falling to LSU in the SEC semifinal.

+ The NCAA released its first NET ranking on Jan. 4 and the Razorbacks came in at #24. After the losses to #12 Missouri
at #9/8 Tennessee, Arkansas dropped to #29.

+ The Razorbacks climbed nine spots to #20 after the 30-point win over Georgia but dropped back to #35 after road
losses at LSU and Alabama.

« Ironically, after a home win versus Auburn, Arkansas fell three spots to #38 but jumped five spots to #33 with a road
win at Vanderbilt and five more spots to 28th with a home win over Ole Miss.

« Arkansas fell three spots to 32nd after a close loss at Oklahoma State but climbed back to #29 after the Miss State win
and up to #26 after the road win at Kentucky.

- Arkansas jumped two more spots to #24 with a QUAD 1 win at #10 Missouri and remained there after its QUAD 1 win over
Florida last time out. However, after not playing Saturday at Texas A&M, Arkansas fell two spots to 26th.

Arkansas Wins 12th Straight vs SEC Opponents; Following 1994 Footsteps?

« After defeating Missouri in the SEC quarterfinal, Arkansas' won its 12th-straight versus an SEC opponent to tie the
program record.

+ The 1993-94 team also won 12 straight versus SEC opponents. Ironically, like this year, the 1993-94 team won its final 11
SEC games, won its SEC quarterfinal game and lost in the SEC semifinal.

+ Hopefully, this year's team can continue in the 1994 team's footsteps. After losing in the SEC semifinal, the 1994 team
ran off six straight in the NCAA Tournament to win the national championship (over Duke in Charlotte).

Don't Call it A Comeback
« In four of Arkansas' last five wins, the Razorbacks trailed by double digits in the first half.
" Arkansas was down 10 with 6:26 left in the first half to LSU at home but outscored the Tigers 51-38 in the second half
to win 83-75
~ Arkansas was down 14 with 7:11 left in the first half at South Carolina but outscored the Gamecocks 52-41 in the
second half and won 101-73
~ Arkansas was down 10 with 9:18 left in the first half vs Missouri in the SEC tourney but outscored the Tigers 38-31in
the second half and won 70-64
* Arkansas was down 14 wit 528 left in the first half vs Colgate in the NCAA first round but outscored the Raiders 49-35
in the second half and won 85-68.

« Arkansas distanced itself from the opponents in the second half during its last 13 win. Here is a breakdown of points

Smith Helps 2nd Half Success Over Last 15 Games

+ Justin Smith has been a key factor for the Hogs going 13-2 over the last 15 games. Specifically, he has played well in
the second halves of those games.

+ In the SEC quarterfinal win over Mizzou, Smith scored 13 of his 16 points in the second half, making 6-of-7 FG and he
grabbed all eight of his rebounds in the frame.

+ In the SEC semifinal loss to LSU, Smith scored 15 of his 21 points in the second alf, making 7-of-9 FG.

+ In the NCAA 1st round win over Colgate, Smith scored 18 of his 27 and had 7 of his 12 rebounds in the seocnd half.

« Arkansas has won at least 20 games for the second straight season and Coach Musselman has won at least 20 games
in each of his six seasons as a collegiate head coach. He is the only Arkansas coach to win 20 in years one and two.

« Arkansas' 13 conference wins ties for the second-best win total in program history and are the most since going 14-2 in
the national championship season (1993-94). Arkansas was 13-3 in its first season in the SEC (1991-92). NOTE: Arkansas
was one game shy of a full 18-game SEC schedule this season as a previous game with Texas A&M was canceled due to
COVID-19 protocols in the Aggie program.

+ The second-place regular-season finish is the program's best since finishing 2nd in 2014-15 and ties for the program’s
best league finish since the SEC went away from divisional play in 2011-12.

AUBURN: Arkansas was down 19 (37-18) with just over four minutes left in the first half. Arkansas made 8 of its last 10
field goals in the first half to trim the deficit to 12 at the break.

+ Arkansas opened the second half on a an 18-4 run and shot 52.9% from the field in the period.

AT VANDERBILT: Arkansas led from wire-to-wire, dished out 22 assists and shot a season-best 57.1% from the field,
including 42.1% from 3-point range. Arkansas has won seven straight and 11 of the last 12 versus Vanderbilt.

OLE MISS: Arkansas held Ole Miss to its season-low 59 points and the Rebels missed their first 14 3-pointers, finishing
1-0f-16 from deep.

MISSISSIPPI STATE: Arkansas snapped a six-game losing streak to Mississippi State dating back to Feb. 9, 2016.

- Arkansas was down 14-2 to start the game as the Razorbacks missed 16 of its first 17 shots of the game. Arkansas used
a 21-2 run in the first half and a 10-2 run to start the second to get the win.

+ The MSU game was just the first time four Razorback players scored at least 10 points and had seven rebounds in
an SEC game (Smith 10 & 10; Vanover 13 & 8; Davis 10 & 8 and Moody 13 & 7). It was just the second time it has ever
happened with the other occurring in 1996 versus Troy. (HogStats.com)

AT KENTUCKY: Arkansas snapped an eight-game losing streak to Kentucky dating back to Feb. 27, 2014.

- Jalen Tate got an offensive rebound, was fouled and made two free throws with 4.3 seconds left to provide the 81-80
final. (Davonte Davis sealed the win with a steal.) The last time Arkansas won that late in a game was Mason Jones
banking a 3-pointer from right wing with 0.1 seconds left in OT to win at Georgia Tech, 62-61, on Nov. 25, 2019.

- 0dd stat ... Kentucky shot a season-best 53.8% (14-0f-26) from 3-point range, but just 11-0f-35 (31.4%) from 2-point.

AT MISSOURI: Arkansas was 20-of-23 at the free throw line, including 7-of-9 in overtime. The 20 made were the most
since making 23-of-34 in an earlier loss to Missouri this year (Jan. 2, 2021). Arkansas has made 20-plus free throws five
times this year and has shot over 80% from the line seven times.

- The win was the Razorbacks' first over an AP top 10 program since 2016. It was additionally the Hogs' first road win over
an AP top 10 team since 2006. In fact, it was just Arkansas' fifth-ever road win over an AP top 10 team

FLORIDA: Arkansas got just the third win over the Gators in the last 20 games. Florida had won three straight, 11 of the
last 12 and 17 of the last 19 heading into the game.

ALABAMA: Arkansas led for 31:55 but the Crimson Tide scored the first seven points of the second half to lead by six
45-39. Arkansas answered with a 17-2 run - including a 10-0 spurt - to lead by nine. Alabama cut its deficit to four
before the Hogs went a 14-2 run to go up 16 with 5:55 left and held a double-digit lead the rest of the way.

LSU: Arkansas was down five at halftime and shot just 33/3% from the field in the half. The Razorbacks bounced back
to score 51 second-half points and shot 55.2% from the field. Arkansas used a 17-5 run early in the second half to go
from seven down to up five with 14:41 left. LSU got to within three (56-53 with 12:11 left) before Arkansas went on a 22-4
run (including a 14-1 run) to take its largest lead of 21 points with six minutes left.

SOUTH CAROLINA: Three Razorbacks scored over 20 points for a 101-73 win for the program’s fourth straight SEC road
win. By scoring over 100 points, Arkansas cracked the century mark in an SEC game for the first time since defeating
Auburn 101-87 on Feb. 10, 2015. The 28-point win is the Tith-biggest margin of victory in an SEC game, the third-largest
in an SEC road game and the 22nd-largest in a road game ever.

TEXAS A&M: Arkansas erased a 14-point, first half deficit (three at halftime) and won for the first time this year when
trailing with two minutes to play. Arkansas shot 60% from the field (18-30) and was 4-of-8 from 3PT in the second half.

MISSOURI: Arkansas was down 10 to Missouri with 9:18 left in the first half. The Hogs used a 16-0 run and only trailed
one at halftime. With the win, Arkansas improved to 15-2 in SEC quarterfinal games.

- Smith was injured in the first half of the SEC season-opening win at Auburn and had
ankle surgery the next day (Jan. 1). Arkansas lost three of the next four games with
Smith sidelined and dropped a decision at Alabama with a limited Smith back in the
lineup - 14 days after his surgery.

- Since that Alabama game. Arkansas was 13-2 over the last 14. The Hogs are 22-3 with
Smith in the starting lineup (lost at Alabama in perhaps a premature return to the
lineup, lost a four-point game at Oklahoma State - game was tied with 30 seconds to
go and lost a six-point game to LSU in the SEC semis - a game Arkansas was down 1
with 37 seconds left).

e Over the last 15 games, Smith is averaging 15.2 ppg and 7.5 rpg while shooting
59.4% from the field. His 34 assists rank second-most on the team over the
span and his 20 steals rank third.

e Vs Mississippi State, Smith had a double-double with 10 points and 10 rebounds.

e At Oklahoma State, Smith led the team in scoring (18), rebounds (7) and
assists, tying his career-high.

Basketball Australia released its Australian Men's Basketball Squad for the Tokyo
2020 Olympic Games, and it was announced that University of Arkansas associate
head basketball coach David Patrick will serve as assistant coach for this campaign.

Patrick has previously served on the “Boomers” staff, helping the National Team
qualify for the Olympics with its performance at the 2019 FIBA Basketball World Cup.
Brian Goorjian, who led the National Team at the 2004 and 2008 Olympics, returned
to the Boomers as head coach in November 2020 and has asked Patrick to remain
on staff this summer.

“| am honored to once again serve with the Australian National team,” Patrick
said. "l am thrilled Coach Goorjian elected to have me be a part of his staff. We have
alot of NBA, NBL and world-class talent on this squad. Having Coach Goorjian back as
the head coach gives us a great opportunity to win a gold medal. | have deep roots
in Australia and know the great talent the country has and continues to produce.
This is a great honor, and | am thankful to Arkansas head coach Eric Musselman and
everyone at the University for allowing me to pursue this opportunity.”

The Boomers, currently ranked #3 in the world, reached the semifinals at the 2019
FIBA World Cup.

This Australian Squad includes three NBA players Patrick recruited and coached
at previous collegiate coaching stops, including Patty Mills (San Antonio Spurs),
Matthew Dellavedova (Cleveland Cavaliers) and Ben Simmons (Philadelphia
T6ers).

“Coach Patrick is highly regarded for his coaching and teaching capabilities as
well as his personal qualities,” said Jan Stirling, general manager High Performance
Basketball Australia. “He brings added value of having a deep understanding of our
Australian basketball system. Like us, Arkansas has also recognized his depth of
knowledge and experience as a respected and valued member to the program and
community.”

Patrick grew up in Melbourne, Australia, and moved to the United States during
high school. He calls himself the “Bermuda Triangle” as he was born in Bermuda and
has tri-citizenship in Bermuda, Australia and the United States..
