Arkansas Edges Oral Roberts in Sweet 16

+ In the first meeting, Arkansas was down 10 at halftime but rallied to win 87-76. In the NCAA, Arkansas was down seven
at the break and by 12 with 15:26 left in the game.

« The Golden Eagles withstood a Razorback challenge and led by seven (57-50) with 8:59 left. Arkansas then used a 13-3
run to take its first lead since midway through the first half. From that point, the game experienced four of the 10 ties,
the last coming with 31 seconds left when ORU made 1-of-2 free throws to make the score 70-70.

+ Arkansas worked the clock and Jalen Tate found Devonte Davis for a jumper with 3.1 seconds left to put the Razorbacks
up 72-70. After a timeout, ORU's Max Abmas, the nation’s leading scorer, missed a 3-point attempt from the right wing
as the buzzer sounded for the two-point Arkansas win.
