The Razorbacks forced seven turnovers during the span and held Mercer
to 1-of-7 shooting.

+ The Gardner-Webb game was tied, 1515, with seven minutes to play in the
first half. GWU went on a 6-0 run before the Hogs answered with a 14-0
run. Ultimately, Arkansas would out-score the Runnin' Bulldogs 29-5
over a 6:41 span, putting the Razorbacks up 18 (44-26) at the 19:44 mark
of the second half.

Notae Leads SEC in Scoring
« Its early, but facts are facts. JD Notae has scored 48 points through two
games and leads the SEC, while ranking 20th nationally, with his 24.0
scoring average.

VERSUS MERCER

+ Davonte Davis did not score in the opener versus Mercer. In fact, he did not even attempt a shot from the field nor the line.

« However, he led the team in Plus-Minus at +19 thanks to his defense on Mercer's top player, guard Neftali Alvarez, who was
just 4-of-13 from the field, including 0-of-6 from 3-point range.

VERSUS GARDNER-WEBB

+ Jaylin Williams only scored three points versus the Runnin' Bulldogs, but he was arguably the team's best player thanks to
eight rebounds, five assists (tying his career high) and drawing three charges.

BJ Man Comes Up Big
« Connor Vanover scored the first points of the game versus Gardner-Webb and capped a 29-5 run that started in the first half
and ended with the first basket of the second half.

« Overall, he finished with a game-high 19 points (his second-best as a Razorback and third-best of his career) on 7-of-12
shooting (1-of-2 from 3PT) and going 4-of-4 at the free throw line.

+ He added seven rebounds, three blocked shots and two assists.

+ OH AND BY THE WAY .... he did it all in just 17 minutes played.

Razorbacks Stay 16th In AP

« After a 13-point win over Mercer in the season opener and a 17-point win over Gardner-Webb last Saturday, Arkansas remained
#16 in the AP poll. The Coaches did not release a poll this week..

« This is the seventh straight week Arkansas has appeared in the AP poll and the 273rd appearance all-time. Arkansas is 16-6
all-time as the #16 team in the AP poll and is 405-120 all-time when ranked.

+ Other teams of note in the AP poll this week are SEC foes Kentucky (#13), Alabama (#14), Tennessee (#17), Auburn (#21) and
Florida (#24). Mississippi State and LSU were among those getting votes. Also in the poll is potential Hall of Fame Classic
opponent lllinois (#10).

Media Picks Arkansas to Finish 3rd in SEC

+ The Arkansas men's basketball team was picked to finish third and sophomore guard Davonte Davis was selected second team
AlI-SEC by a select panel of both SEC and national media members.
« The #3 SEC preseason rank is the highest for the Razorbacks since being picked third for the 2014-15 season, a year the
Razorbacks finished second. Last season Arkansas was picked sixth in the preseason and finished regular-season runner-up.
+ Kentucky was picked to win the SEC with Alabama picked second ahead of the Razorbacks. Vanderbilt's Scotty Pippen Jr., was
selected as the SEC Preseason Player of the Year.

Davis and Notae Get SEC Preseason Recognition

+ Davonte Davis was voted preseason second team All-SEC by both the league's media and coaches while JD Notae was picked
preseason first team All-SEC by the coaches. While Notae did make the media's preseason team, he did receive voted for
preseason SEC Player of the Year.

+ Notae, last year's SEC Sixth Man of the Year as well as Bleacher Report's National Sixth Man of the Year, is the Razorbacks' top
returning scorer (12.8). Overall, Notae was third on the team in scoring behind Moses Moody and Justin Smith, but he led the
team in scoring 22.2 points per 40 minutes. He additionally led the team in steals (46) and ranked seventh in the SEC in free
throws made (92).

« Davis played a key role in Arkansas late-season success and run to the NCAA Elite 8. He played in 30 games with 17 starts,
including each of the last 14. In the postseason (SEC/NCAA), Davis averaged 12.3 points and was second on the team in both
rebound average (6.7) and assists (17). He was second on the team in deflections and, on a per 40 minute basis, averaged 14.2
points and 7.5 rebounds. Davis is just one of two Razorback freshmen to ever have at least 15 points, 5 rebounds and 5 assists
in a game and is the only Razorback rookie to do it twice in a season.

+ Head coach Eric Musselman added two assistant coaches for the 2021-22 season. However, the two are not new to working
with Coach Muss.

MUSSELMAN AT A GLANCE MUSSELMAN VS. ALL OPPONENTS

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas' 13th head
men'’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30
years of coaching experience, including his seventh as
a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional head
coach.

In his first six years as a collegiate head coach,
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season (24,
28,29,29,20 and 20), advanced to all five postseasons
played (including four straight NCAA tournaments) and
reached two NCAA Sweet 16's, including an Elite 8 ap-
pearance with the Razorbacks in 2021.

Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching
ranks, Musselman was a head coach for seven profes-
sional teams, including two seasons with the Golden
State Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a profes-
sional head coach with a combined winning percent-
age of .626 (553-330).

Musselman played collegiately at the University of
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tournament
berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the pro-
gram'’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL
Network as a broadcaster. Musselman has two sons,
Michael and Matthew, and the couple has a daughter,
Mariah.

Musselman's father Bill was also an NBA head coach
and they were the first father-son combination to be-
come head coaches in the NBA.

MUSSELMAN DID YOU KNOWS

Named General Manager of CBA's Rapid City Thrill-
ers at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in CBA
history.

From 1990-1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA,
the highest number in the league during that span.

Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

The first coach in professional basketball history to
win 100 games by the age of 28.

At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach ever
hired by an NBA team at the time.

He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combi-
nation to both become head coaches in NBA history.

In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including
26 first-place votes).

Is the CBA's third all-time winningest coach (270-122
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach (54-
3 in two seasons) in the history of the United States
Basketball League.

Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as a
collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest coachin
NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the ninth-fast-
est since 1970.

In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense.
