Domination in Missouri Win

« Arkansas is coming off one of its most dominating SEC wins in school history. Consider the following....

¢ Arkansas won the opening tip, scored 17 seconds into the game and held the lead the hole game.
~ The only other game Arkansas led wire-to-wire this season was versus Kansas State in the Hall of Fame Classic opener.

¢ Arkansas opened with a 26-3 run to start the game, including an 19-0 run, and ended the first half on 114-4 run.
~ Missouri's best scoring run was just 4-0 midway through the 2nd half (a jumper by Javon Pickett at 13:08 and two free
throws by DaJuan Gordon at 12:43).

 Missouri only scored 15 points in the first half
~ The 15 first-half points ties for 11th for the fewest points in the period by a Razorback opponent (since the 1969-70 season).
~ Mizzou only scored 3 points through the first 9:17 (26-3) and only scored 2 points over the last 2:24.
~ 8 of Mizzou's 15 points came at the free throw line (3-0f-25 FG and 8-of-8 FT)

¢ Arkansas held Missouri to 43 points total
~ That ties for the lowest point total by an opponent in the Eric Musselman era at Arkansas. (Rice and North Texas were held
to 43 points as well.)
~ The 43 points is the fourth-lowest by an SEC opponent in school history.

¢ Arkansas won by 44 points.
|t was the second-largest margin of victory in an SEC game and the most since beating Mississippi State by 57 points (115-58)
on Feb. 20,1993.

¢ The last time Arkansas doubled-up a conference opponent in a regular-season game was defeating Rice (68-25)
when the schools were in the Southwest Conference on Feb. 5, 1946.

¢ Arkansas held Missouri to 29.2% shooting overall.
~ The fourth lowest by an opponent in the Muss era at Arkansas

¢ Arkansas held Missouri to 12.5% from 3-point range.
 The fifth-lowest in the Muss era.

¢ Arkansas forced 23 turnovers ... and only committed 8 turnovers =2 in the first half
A The sixth-most by an opponent in the Muss era.

A First For Everything

« For the first time this season, Arkansas started JD Notae, Au'Diese Toney, Trey Wade, Kamani Johnson and Jaylin Williams.
* The lineup was the eighth different starting lineup in 16 games this season.
~ 0f the eight different starting lineups, only one lineup (Davonte Davis, JD Notae, Au'Diese Toney, Jaylin William and Connor
Vanover) has been used more than once and that group posted an 8-1.

* Not only was the Missouri game the first time that group had started ... IT MARKED THE FIRST TIME THIS SEASON
THOSE SAME FIVE HAVE EVER BEEN ON THE FLOOR TOGETHER AT THE SAME TIME.

Numbers FINALLY Add Up to "W"

+ Arkansas has had back-to-back losses in games the stats would indicate a win. Then, versus Missouri, the stats led to a win.

+ The loss to Vanderbilt was a rarity in that Arkansas was leading at the half but did not hold on for the win.
~ Arkansas raced out to a 49-15 halftime lead in the win over Missouri and cruised to the win
A Arkansas is now 9-1 this season when leading at the half and 43-3 in such games under Coach Musselman.
~ Coach Musselman is 126-7 all-time as a collegiate coach when leading at the half.

+ Arkansas lost for the first time when winning the rebound battle as the Hogs dominated the glass at Texas A&M, 46-32 with 20
offensive rebounds - the second best offensive total by Arkansas in the Muss era and the third-best by any of Musselman's
college teams.
~ Arkansas won the rebound battle in the win over Missouri, 39-31, and added 11 offensive rebounds.

A Arkansas is now 11-1 when winning (9-1) or tying (2-0) the rebound battle and 34-5 in such games in the Muss
era. As a collegiate head coach, Muss' teams are 111-16 when winning or tying the rebound battle.
~ Arkansas is now 9-2 this year when grabbing at least 10 offensive boards and 30-4 in such games under Muss.

« Arkansas had four players score in double figures at Texas A&M (JD Notae 31, Davonte Davis 13; Stanley Umude 10 and Jaylin
Williams 10).
~ Arkansas also had four players score in double figures in the win versus Missouri. (Notae 19, Trey Wade 17, Davonte Davis 15
and Jaylin Williams 13).

A Arkansas is 7-1 this season and 42-5 with at least four scoring in double digits in the Muss era.

- Arkansas lost at Texas A&GM despite scoring over 80 points. In fact, Arkansas has scored over 80 in two of its five losses.
~ Arkansas defeated Missouri, 87-43.
~ Arkansas is now 4-2 this season when scoring between 80-to-89 points; 17-3 in the Muss era in such games and
Muss is now 59-5 when scoring 80-89 points as a collegiate head coach.

Speaking of Scoring 80 Points
+ Arkansas ranks 24th in the NCAA (4th in the SEC) by scoring 80.5 ppg.

Best Shooting Game in a While

+ Arkansas shot 50% from the field, making 32-of-64, despiting going just 4-0f-19 (211% from 3-point rage).

+ Not to digress, Arkansas shot at least 50% in five of the first nine games and Arkansas was 9-0. In fact, Arkansas shot
48.1% from the field in games 1-9 and ranked 42nd in the NCAA (2nd in the SEC).

+ In games 10-15, Arkansas only made 42.2% from the field. The Razorbacks' best shooting game was 45.8% shooting
and shot a season-low 34.4% versus Oklahoma. After those games, and posting a 1-5 record, Arkansas fell to 46.2%
shooting for the season and dropped to 86th in the NCAA (5th in the SEC).

Taking Care of the Ball; Taking the Ball Away

° Arkansas only committed eight turnovers versus Missouri, including just two in the first half.
~ The performance came one game after committing a season-high 18 at Texas A&M.
+ In the seven games prior to Missouri, Arkansas committed at least 13 turnovers per game ... an average of 14.9 per contest.
A Little coincidence, Arkansas went 2-5 in those seven games.
« Arkansas has committed single-digit turnovers four times including 9 versus Gardner-Webb, 5 versus Northern lowa, 8 versus
Little Rock and 8 versus Missouri.

Arkansas Signs Musselman To New Contract April 4, 2021

FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. - Coming off the program’s first NCAA Tournament Elite Eight appearance
in more than 25 years, the University of Arkansas has signed head men's basketball coach
Eric Musselman to a new employment agreement that could extend Musselman'’s tenure in
Fayetteville through at least the 2028 season.

The new five-year agreement will run from May 1, 2021 to April 30, 2026 and includes the
potential for a pair of one-year automatic agreement extensions (2027, 2028) based on
Arkansas receiving bids to the NCAA Men's Basketball Tournament within the timeframe of
the agreement.

“As | mentioned during the course of what was a memorable men'’s basketball season, the best
way for any head coach to advocate for themselves and their program is to win games,” Vice
Chancellor and Director of Athletics Hunter Yurachek said. “Coach Musselman earned this
opportunity based on the tremendous progress that he and his coaching staff have made in
the past two seasons. Based on our ongoing dialogue, it is clear to me, Coach Musselman and
| both share a desire to work together to ensure he remains the head men's basketball coach
at the University of Arkansas for the foreseeable future.”

Under the terms of the new agreement Coach Musselman will receive $4.0 million in annual
compensation, with additional compensation and incentive payments available based on
success in the SEC and NCAA Tournament as well as longevity in the position.

“Arkansas is one of the premier programs in the nation and my family and | are ecstatic to be
here," Musselman said. "l am grateful for the commitment the University is making to me, my
family and the future of our basketball program. | have tremendous pride in being a Razorback
and it is an honor to represent the state of Arkansas. Our staff remains focused on winning
basketball games and building our roster for the future. We look forward to continuing to build
on the foundation we have established in our first two seasons in an effort to achieve even
greater success for our program, our University and Razorback fans everywhere.”

MUSSELMAN AT A GLANCE MUSSELMAN VS. ALL OPPONENTS

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas' 13th head
men'’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30
years of coaching experience, including his seventh as
a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional head
coach.

In his first six years as a collegiate head coach,
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season (24,
28,29,29,20 and 20), advanced to all five postseasons
played (including four straight NCAA tournaments) and
reached two NCAA Sweet 16's, including an Elite 8 ap-
pearance with the Razorbacks in 2021.

Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching
ranks, Musselman was a head coach for seven profes-
sional teams, including two seasons with the Golden
State Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a profes-
sional head coach with a combined winning percent-
age of .626 (553-330).

Musselman played collegiately at the University of
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tournament
berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the pro-
gram'’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL
Network as a broadcaster. Musselman has two sons,
Michael and Matthew, and the couple has a daughter,
Mariah.

Musselman's father Bill was also an NBA head coach
and they were the first father-son combination to be-
come head coaches in the NBA.

MUSSELMAN DID YOU KNOWS

Named General Manager of CBA's Rapid City Thrill-
ers at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in CBA
history.

From 1990-1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA,
the highest number in the league during that span.

Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

The first coach in professional basketball history to
win 100 games by the age of 28.

At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach ever
hired by an NBA team at the time.

He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combi-
nation to both become head coaches in NBA history.

In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including
26 first-place votes).

Is the CBA's third all-time winningest coach (270-122
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach (54-
3 in two seasons) in the history of the United States
Basketball League.

Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as a
collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest coachin
NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the ninth-fast-
est since 1970.

In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense.
