teams being ranked since 1998.

+ Arkansas led by one at the break and Alabama opened the second half
with 7-0 run before Jaylin Williams sparked a 17-2 run to lead Arkansas to
an 81-66 victory.

Arkansas Took Down #1 Auburn

+ Last time out, Arkansas defeated #1 Auburn, 80-76 in overtime.
|t was the first time an opponent ranked #1 played in Bud Walton Arena.
It was just the 3rd time an opponent ranked #1 played in Fayetteville.

« Arkansas is now 2-11 all-time versus #1.

- However, Arkansas is 12-8 (.600) all-time versus AP Top 5 at home.
That .600 win percentage in such games ranks 2nd in the NCAA behind
Kentucky (25-9;.735) and ahead of Villanova (21-16; .567).

+ A Bud Walton Arena record crowd of 20,327 was on hand to witness the
Razorbacks defeat #1 Auburn.

+ According to ESPN, the Arkansas-Auburn contest was the most-
viewed, regular-season men's college basketball game on ESPN2
since December 2018. The audience peaked at 1.96 million during
overtime.

+ Last time out, JD Notae scored a game-high 28 points versus Auburn and strengthened his lead in the SEC in overall
scoring (19.13 ppg) and regained the SEC only scoring lead (20.90 ppg - eight points better than Miss State's Iverson Molinar
at 20.10 ppg).

© AT GEORGIA: Notae had 23 points and added nine rebounds (all defensive), six assists and three steals.
2 JD Notae became the first Hog to get 23+ points, 9+ rebounds and 6+ assists IN AN SEC GAME since Courtney Fortson
in an OT win versus Auburn on 2/6/2010 (24-10-7) (HogStats).

o VS MISS STATE: Notae led the Hogs with 14 points and four assists while grabbing six boards (all defensive) and two steals.

o VS AUBURN: Scored a game-high 28 points, making a career-high 11-of-14 at the line, with a career-high four blocked shots,
five rebounds, a team-best three assists and three steals.

3-Ball Streak Ends After 33 Years

- Arkansas had made a 3-pointer in1,092 games prior to going 0-of-11 from deep in the 16-point
win over South Carolina on Jan 18. The last game Arkansas did not make a 3-pointer was
when the Razorbacks went 0-for-2 at Texas on Jan. 07, 1989.

A It was the third-longest active streak in the NCAA behind UNLV (1144 games) and Duke
(1130 games).

~ IRONICALLY,, Arkansas made its 1,000th straight triple (by Mason Jones) versus South
Carolina in Columbia in 2019.

~ IRONICALLY,, Vanderbilt had its 3-ponit streak end at of 1,080 games nearly two years
ago to the date, going 0-of-25 in a home loss to Tennessee on Jan. 15, 2020. Kentucky is the
only other SEC school to have a streak of 3-poniters made go over 1,000 games. The Wildcats
drained a triple in 1.047 game before going 0-of-6 in an NCAA first round win over Davidson
in 2018.

~UNLV and Princeton are the only two teams to make a 3-pointer in every game they have
played since the 3-point line was adopted for the 1986-87 season.

~ According to @sports_ref database, Arkansas's 16-ponit win was the largest margin of
victory in a game which the winning team did not make a 3-pointer. IRONICALLY, the
previous record was 10 points by Alabama in a win over South Carolina on Jan. 12, 2011.

e Arkansas only made one 3-pointer 22 times during the 1,092-game streak.
~ The last time Arkansas made just one (1-0f-9) was in the Hog's 2021 Sweet 16 win over Oral
Roberts (by Jalen Tate).

A Prior to that, Arkansas only made one triple on Feb. 9, 2016 versus Mississippi State.

~ Five of the 22 times, Lee Mayberry saved the streak by making Arkansas' one and only
3-pointer,

MUSSELMAN AT A GLANCE MUSSELMAN VS. ALL OPPONENTS

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas' 13th head
men'’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30
years of coaching experience, including his seventh as
a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional head
coach.

In his first six years as a collegiate head coach,
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season (24,
28,29,29,20 and 20), advanced to all five postseasons
played (including four straight NCAA tournaments) and
reached two NCAA Sweet 16's, including an Elite 8 ap-
pearance with the Razorbacks in 2021.

Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching
ranks, Musselman was a head coach for seven profes-
sional teams, including two seasons with the Golden
State Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a profes-
sional head coach with a combined winning percent-
age of .626 (553-330).

Musselman played collegiately at the University of
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tournament
berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the pro-
gram'’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL

Musselman's father Bill was also an NBA head coach
and they were the first father-son combination to be-
come head coaches in the NBA.

Named General Manager of CBA's Rapid City Thrill-
ers at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in CBA
history.

From 1990-1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA,
the highest number in the league during that span.

Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

The first coach in professional basketball history to
win 100 games by the age of 28.

At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach ever
hired by an NBA team at the time.

He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combi-
nation to both become head coaches in NBA history.

In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including
26 first-place votes).

Is the CBA's third all-time winningest coach (270-122
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach (54-
3 in two seasons) in the history of the United States
Basketball League.

Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as a
collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest coachin
NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the ninth-fast-
est since 1970.

In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense.
