+ At Florida, Notae had a team-high 22 points while adding six rebounds,
three assists and two blocked shots in helping Arkansas snap a 14-game
losing streak to the Gators in Gainesville. Notae scored five key points late
in the game to secure the win.

Notae sank two free throws with 40 ticks left for a six-point cushion.

- Versus Kentucky, Notae had 30 points and eight assists as the Razorbacks defeated the Wildcats. He became the first
Razorback to have at least 30 and 8 in any game since the Hogs joined the SEC (1991-92). He additionally became
the first SEC player to have at least 30 and 8 versus an AP top 10 team in the last 25 years. It was the third time Notae
has scored at least 30 points this season and his eight assists both tied a season-high and were a career-high in an SEC game.

+ Notae led Arkansas to a 15-2 run to start the game versus Kentucky with eight points and two assists. (Notae accounted for 12
of the first 15 points.) While he only scored once inside the final 11:07, four of his eight assists came during the span, including
assists on two of Jaylin Williams's three field goals when Williams scored 10 straight for the Hogs (3 FG and 4 FT) inside the
final 4:38. His eighth assist of the game came with 1:22 left (to Williams) that put Arkansas up one (71-70), a lead the Hogs
would not relinquish. Finally, up four with nine seconds left, Notae blocked a Ty Ty Washington shot to help seal the win.

Climbing the NET, 93rd to 23rd in 14 Games

+ Arkansas fell to a season-low 93rd in the NCAA NET after losing at Texas A&M on Jan. 8 as the Razorbacks had dropped 5-of-6
games.

- After beating Missouri at home (and starting its streak of winning 12 of its last 13), Arkansas jumped 14 spots to 84th.
The Hogs followed that with a win at LSU (Feb. 15) and shot up 30 spots to 54th.

e Arkansas has steadily climbed the NET over the last 14 games to a current season-best 23rd after beating
Tennessee. The Hogs have remained at #23 after wins at Florida and versus Kentucky.

- BY COMPARISON, the next best improvement by a current NET top 25 is St. Mary's who went from 43rd on Jan. 8 to currently
19th. Also, of the teams in the NCAA NET 90-100 on Jan.8, the best improvement other than Arkansas is Oregon going from
91st to 58th.

Arkansas Jumps to $#14/15 in Top 25

+ The Razorbacks have won four straight - including wins at Florida and vs #6 Kentucky last week - and 13 of the last 14. With
that, the Razorbacks jumped four spots to 14th by the AP and moved three spots to 15th by the coaches.

Arkansas is 4-0 vs Top 25

+ Arkansas is the only SEC team to be undefeated versus top 25 opponents this season, going 4-0 with wins at #12 LSU, vs #1/2
Auburn, vs #16/13 Tennessee and vs #6/3 Kentucky.

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MUSSELMAN AT A GLANCE MUSSELMAN VS. ALL OPPONENTS

Eric Musselman was named Arkansas' 13th head
men'’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 30
years of coaching experience, including his seventh as
a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional head
coach.

In his first six years as a collegiate head coach,
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season (24,
28,29,29,20 and 20), advanced to all five postseasons
played (including four straight NCAA tournaments) and
reached two NCAA Sweet 16's, including an Elite 8 ap-
pearance with the Razorbacks in 2021.

Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching
ranks, Musselman was a head coach for seven profes-
sional teams, including two seasons with the Golden
State Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a profes-
sional head coach with a combined winning percent-
age of .626 (553-330).

Musselman played collegiately at the University of
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tournament
berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the pro-
gram'’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the NFL
Network as a broadcaster. Musselman has two sons,
Michael and Matthew, and the couple has a daughter,
Mariah.

Musselman's father Bill was also an NBA head coach
and they were the first father-son combination to be-
come head coaches in the NBA.

MUSSELMAN DID YOU KNOWS

Named General Manager of CBA's Rapid City Thrill-
ers at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in CBA
history.

From 1990-1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA,
the highest number in the league during that span.

Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

The first coach in professional basketball history to
win 100 games by the age of 28.

At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach ever
hired by an NBA team at the time.

He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combi-
nation to both become head coaches in NBA history.

In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including
26 first-place votes).

Is the CBA's third all-time winningest coach (270-122
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach (54-
3 in two seasons) in the history of the United States
Basketball League.

Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as a
collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest coachin
NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the ninth-fast-
est since 1970.

In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense.
