•	Bud Walton Arena All-Time Record		  408-91 (.818)
•	Arkansas has ranked among the NCAA top 30 in attendance in each of the first 

29 years at Bud Walton Arena. In each of the last two seasons, Arkansas has 
led the nation in total attendance.

•	With the win over Fordham, Arkansas has won
	 ^ 11 straight overall in Bud Walton Arena.
	 ^ 30 straight non-conference game in Bud Walton Arena.

Vs. South Dakota State
•	This will be the first meeting between Arkansas and South Dakota State..
•	 Last year, the Jackrabbits posted a 30-5, beath North Dakota State for the 

Summit League championship and lost, 66-57, to #4 seed Providence in the NCAA 
Tournament.

•	 Ironically, the NCAA game was played in Buffalo, where Arkansas beat Vermont 
and New Mexico State to advance to the Sweet 16.

•	 Last year, South Daokta State ranked #1 in the NCAA in 3PT FG% (.445) and #2 in 
the nation in overal FG% (.521) and #2 in scoring offence (85.9 ppg).

Razorbacks Ranked
•	With two convincing wins to open the 2022-23 season, Arkansas moved up one 

spot to ninth in the AP poll and remained at #10 in the USA TODAY Coaches Poll.
	 ^ The last time Arkansas had a single-digit ranking was a #8 ranking in last 

year’s final Coaches Poll.
	 ^ Arkansas has not played in Bud Walton Arena as a team ranked #9 or higher 

in the AP poll since the 1994-95 home finale — Mar. 4, 1995 — when #7 Arkansas 
defeated Auburn, 68-66.

	 ^ Arkansas did play two games as the #9 team in the Coaches poll last 
season, defeating Central Arkansas and Little Rock in December of 2021.

•	After Arkansas hosts South Dakota State on Wednesday (Nov. 16), the 
Razorbacks will play in the Maui Jim Maui Invitational. Six of the eight teams 
in the field are represented in this week’s poll including #9 Arkansas, #10 
Creighton, #14 Arizona, #17 San Diego State, #23 Texas Tech and Ohio State, 
which is receiving votes. Arkansas will open the Maui Invitational on Monday 
(Nov. 21) versus Louisville and will face either #10 Creighton or #23 Texas Tech 
in round two.

• In a rematch of the 2021 NCAA Elite 8 meeting, Arkansas will face Baylor as part of the 2023 SEC/Big 12 Challenge. The contest 

will be played on Jan. 28, 2023, in Waco, Texas.
•	Overall, the 10th annual SEC/Big 12 Challenge will feature 10 games played on the same day (Saturday, Jan. 28, 2023) in a 

matchup of two premier college basketball conferences. ESPN, ESPN2 and ESPNU will once again televise the Challenge.
•	Arkansas will play in its ninth consecutive Challenge. The Razorbacks are 4-4 in such games.
•	Arkansas helped the SEC win last year’s Challenge, 6-4, with a 77-68 home victory over West Virginia. It was the second year in 

a row the SEC won the Challenge. The SEC has lost the Challenge just one time in the last six years.
RAZORBACKS AND BEARS
•	The Arkansas and Baylor rivalry dates back to the Razorbacks’ first season of basketball (1924-24) when both schools were 

members of the Southwest Conference. The teams have met on 144 previous occasions, making the Bears fourth (tied) among 
Arkansas’ most common opponents behind Texas A&M (161), Texas (155) and SMU (155) while being tied with Rice (144). Arkansas 
owns a 96-48 advantage in the series, including a 37-32 mark in games played in Waco. However, the teams have only played 
three times since 1990-91 after Arkansas left the SWC for the SEC and all three were on neutral courts – Jan. 5, 2008, in Dallas; 
Dec. 20, 2009, in North Little Rock; and Mar. 29, 2021, in Indianapolis.

•	 Eric Musselman was named Arkansas’ 13th head 

men’s basketball coach on April 7, 2019. He has over 
30 years of coaching experience, including his seven 
as a collegiate head coach and 14 as a professional 
head coach.

•	 In his first seven years as a collegiate head coach, 
Musselman has won at least 20 games each season 
(24, 28, 29, 29, 20, 25 and 28), advanced to all six 
postseasons played (including five straight NCAA 
tournaments) and reached three NCAA Sweet 16’s, 
including an Elite 8 appearances with the Hogs in 
2021 and '22.

	 Prior to entering the collegiate head coaching ranks, 
Musselman was a head coach for seven professional 
teams, including two seasons with the Golden State 
Warriors (2002-04) and one with the Sacramento 
Kings (2006-07). He won over 550 games as a pro-
fessional head coach with a combined pro winning 
percentage of .626 (553-330).

•	 Musselman played collegiately at the University of 
San Diego and helped the Toreros to NCAA Tourna-
ment berths in 1984 and 1987. He was recipient of the 
program’s Bugelli Leadership Award as a senior.

•	 Musselman is married to Danyelle Sargent Mussel-
man, who has worked at ESPN, Fox Sports and the 
NFL Network as a broadcaster. Musselman has two 
sons, Michael and Matthew, and the couple has a 
daughter, Mariah.

•	 Musselman’s father Bill was also an NBA head coach 
and they were the first father-son combination to 
become head coaches in the NBA.

•	 Named General Manager of CBA’s Rapid City Thrillers 

at age of 22. The next year, became head coach of 
the Thrillers at he age of 23, the youngest coach in 
CBA history.

•	 From 1990–1997, had 26 players called up to the NBA, 
the highest number in the league during that span.

•	 Is the only person in CBA history to coach in five 
league All-Star Games (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1997)

•	 The first coach in professional basketball history to 
win 100 games by the age of 28.

•	 At the age of 37, named head coach of the Golden 
State Warriors and was the youngest head coach 
ever hired by an NBA team at the time.

•	 He and his father, Bill, were first father-son combina-
tion to both become head coaches in NBA history.

•	 In 2003, was runner-up to Gregg Popovich for NBA 
Coach of the Year Award voting (231 points, including 
26 first-place votes).

•	 Is the CBA’s third all-time winningest coach (270-122 
in seven seasons) and the most successful coach 
(54-3 in two seasons) in the history of the United 
States Basketball League.

•	 Led CBA in scoring (116.7 ppg) in 192-93 and was 2nd 
in NBA in scoring (102.4 ppg) in 2002-03.

•	 Only needed 130 games to win his 100th game as 
a collegiate head coach. He was the 27th-fastest 
coach in NCAA history to reach 100 wins but was the 
ninth-fastest since 1970.

•	 In his first season at Arkansas, the Razorbacks led 
the NCAA in 3-point field goal percentage defense 
while Arkansas led the NCAA in both free throws 
made and attempted in 2022.
