TOUGH ONE IN OT IN ATHENS
> South Carolina's 12-game win streak against 
Georgia (dated back to Jan. 4, 2017) was re-
cently snapped at Stegeman Coliseum on Jan. 
28. The Gamecocks fell in OT, 81-78, in a 
game they led for 33 minutes and led by dou-
ble digits with 6:31 to go in regulation. The 
Bulldgos took advantage of a favorable whistle 
late, going 19-for-25 (76.0 percent) at the line 
in the second half and OT period. Fouls were 
in Georgia's favor 17-8 the final 35 minutes of 
the game. Six of the Bulldogs eight points in 
OT came at the free throw line. The Game-
cocks fell to 0-2 in OT games in league play 
with the loss. Five players scored in double fig-
ures for Carolina and the team knocked down 
a season-high 13 3s. Chico Carter Jr. (4-for-5) 
and Jacobi Wright (4-for-5) were a combined 
8-for-10 from behind the arc.  

TWO DOUBLE-DOUBLES PLEASE
> GG Jackson (20 points, 10 rebounds) and 
Josh Gray (11 points, 13 rebounds) each post-
ed double-doubles in Carolina's recent trip to 
Gainesville to face Florida (Jan. 25). Gray's 11 
points were the first time he's scored in double 
figures and his 13 boards were a career-high. It 
marked his first double-double in college. Jack-
son's double-double was his team-leading third 
of the season and first in SEC action. The last 
time two players had double-doubles for Car-
olina was Maik Kotsar and Keyshawn Bryant 
on Feb. 26, 2020 in a 94-90 win over Georgia 
at CLA. 

3EECHIE JOHNSON EN FUEGO
> Transfer point guard Meechie Johnson went 
on a tear after a breakout game in a road win 
at Georgetown back on Dec. 3. He scored 
in double-figures in 10-straight games (best 
mark of his career and was snapped vs. Ole 
Miss on Jan. 17) and averaged 16.8 points, 
4.7 rebounds and 3.9 assists per game in the 
stretch. He went 58-of-137 (42.3%) from the 
field, 30-of-83 (36.1%) from 3 and 22-of-
29 (75.9%) at the free throw line (has made 

18-straight FTs to start league play which 
leads the SEC). The Cleveland, Ohio, native 
scored a career-high 26 points on Jan. 10 in 
helping lead the Gamecocks to their first win 
at Rupp Arena over Kentucky since 2009. He 
also led the team with six rebounds and six as-
sists. Johnson became the first South Carolina 
player with 25 points, five rebounds and five 
assists in a game since Gamecock great Sindar-
ius Thornwell (25 points, eight rebounds and 
six assists) on March 4, 2017 at Ole Miss. He 
had two games in the 10-game scoring stretch 
where he made six 3s: vs. Western Kentucky 
(Dec. 22) and at Kentucky (Jan. 10). 

SHOWING UP AT RUPP 
> The Gamecocks shocked Big Blue Nation with 
a 71-68, wire-to-wire victory on Jan. 10 thanks 
to a career-high 26 points from Meechie John-
son  (6-of-10 from 3). It was Carolina's first win 
at Rupp Arena since 2009 and just its third all-
time since joining the SEC in 1992. Lamont 
Paris joined Eddie Fogler (1997) and Darrin 
Horn (2009) as the only Gamecock head coach-
es all-time to win in the historic building. The 
Gamecocks out-rebounded the Wildcats 32-28 
and held a 21-12 advantage in second chance 
points. Carolina made a season-high 11 3s and 
shot 55.0 percent (11-of-20) from behind the 
arc.

> Vanderbilt took a hard-fought game over the 
Gamecocks on SEC opening night (Jan. 3), 
84-79 in overtime at Memorial Gym. Hayden 
Brown forced OT with a made alley-op with .03 
seconds remaining. In OT, the Commodores 
went 13-of-14 at the free throw line, nearly 
shooting as many free throws as Carolina did 
the entire game (15). Chico Carter Jr. led the 
Gamecocks with 24 points, six rebounds and 
four assists.

Trailing by 
three at halftime, Carolina dominated the final 20 
minutes, outscoring the Spartans 40-22 in the sec-
ond half. The Gamecocks shot 58.1 percent (18-
for-31) in half two. Freshman sensation Gregory 
"GG" Jackson II scored a career-high 22 points 
with an efficient 8-for-14 shooting day, including 
3-of-6 shooting from behind the arc. Carolina was 
shorthanded, missing two starters in Chico Car-
ter Jr. and Meechie Johnson.

as Gamecocks in the fall of 2023 on Nov. 9 as a 
part of the early signing period. They’re the first 
high school signees in Garnet & Black under Par-
is’ watch at Carolina. Conyers, a 6-6, 180-pound 
guard from Blythewood, S.C., is the third ranked 
player in the state per 247Sports and No. 4 by On3.
com. He ranks just outside the top-200 nationally. 
An all-region pick last season at Westwood High 
School, he averaged 18.5 points, 5.8 rebounds and 
1.5 assists per game for the Redhawks. He will hit 
the 1,000-career point mark in his senior season. 
He was recently named one of five to the South 
Carolina Basketball Coaches Association (SCBA) 
Elite Boys Preseason Team. Murray-Boyles, a 6-7, 
200-pound forward from Columbia, S.C. is the 
third-ranked player in the state and No. 117 in 
his class via On3.com. He is set to finish his high 
school career this winter at Wasatch Academy in 
Mount Pleasant, Utah after prepping at AC Flora 
the past three seasons. He helped lead the Falcons 
to a 24-7 record as a junior and appearance in 
the state title game.

> Two streets were also named after him, one in 
downtwon Columbia near the courthouse he 
worked in and the other in his hometown of Dil-
lon, S.C. 
> On May 7, 2022, Manning received an honor-

ary doctor of laws degree from the Board of Trust-
ees at commencement. It is the highest degree you 
can receive from the university. 
> He joins Dave Kellum (33rd season as Ole Miss 
pxp) as the only members of the 30-year club on 
radio broadcast in the SEC.

Lamont Paris, who has been a part of nine NCAA Division I Tour-
naments and 17 twenty-win seasons as a college head and assistant 
coach, was named the University of South Carolina’s 33rd head 
coach by Director of Athletics Ray Tanner on Thursday, March 24, 
2022.

Paris, 47, is the first African-American head coach in the history of 
the Gamecock men’s basketball program.

Paris comes to Carolina after five seasons as the head coach at Uni-
versity of Tennessee at Chattanooga, coaching the Mocs to an 87-72 
overall record (.547), including a 65-29 mark the last three seasons.

This past season, he led the Mocs to their first Southern Confer-
ence title and NCAA berth since 2016. Chattanooga finished the 
season with a 27-8 mark. He was one of 20 finalists for the Hugh 
Durham Award, given by CollegeInsider.com to the top Division 
I mid-major coach in college basketball. The Mocs’ NCAA NET 
ranking improved in each of his seasons at Chattanooga, finishing 
with a 63 ranking this season.

In his 17 seasons as a collegiate assistant coach prior to becomming 
head coach at Chattanooga, teams associated with Paris were 497-
217 (.696) with five conference titles and 12 NCAA Tournament 
appearances (Division I and II), reaching two Final Fours.

Paris spent seven seasons as an assistant at Wisconsin from 2010-
17 working for Bo Ryan and Greg Gard. The Badgers went to the 
NCAA Tournament every year with four Sweet 16 appearances and 
back-to-back trips to the Final Four in 2014 and 2015. Wisconsin 
played for the National Championship in 2015 after going 36-4 
and winning both the Big Ten regular season and tournament titles. 
The Badgers took down No. 1 overall seed Kentucky in the National 
Semifinal, ending the Wildcats’ previously undefeated season.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Hayden Brown scored 
21 points, freshman Gregory Jackson II had 18 points 
and 10 rebounds in his debut and South Carolina beat 
South Carolina State 80-77 on Tuesday night for the 
first victory for coach Lamont Paris.

S.C. State’s Davion Everett tipped in a miss with 4.5 sec-
onds left to pull within 79-77, and the Bulldogs fouled 
Jacobi Wright, who made 1 of 2 free throws. South 
Carolina elected to foul Rakeim Gary in the backcourt 
and it paid off as he missed the first free throw and the 
second was waived off after a lane violation.

Wright added 14 points and Meechie Johnson, a trans-
fer from Ohio State, scored nine points for South Caro-
lina. Jackson, who was rated the country’s sixth-best col-
lege prospect by ESPN.com, was 7 of 15 from the field.

Lesown Hallums led South Carolina State with 20 
points. Rahsaan Edwards added 13 points, Gary had 12 
and Everett scored 11.

Paris, who spent the past five seasons coaching Chat-
tanooga, leads a relatively new roster as eight players, 
including all five starters, departed.

WASHINGTON (AP) — James Bishop IV 
scored 15 of his 24 points in the first half when 
George Washington took a 20-point lead and 
didn’t look back, beating South Carolina 79-55 
on Wednesday night.

Bishop was 8-of-19 shooting, made 5 of 8 3-point 
attempts, and had eight assists for the Colonials 
(5-2), who shot 51%. Brendan Adams added 
four more 3-pointers and finished with 18 points 
while Ricky Lindo Jr. had 15.

Chico Carter Jr., who missed the Gamecocks’ pre-
vious game, scored 13 points with three 3-point-
ers. Freshman Gregory “GG” Jackson II, who 
came in averaging over 17 points per game, fin-
ished with 11 on 4-of-17 shooting and had just 
two points in the first half when South Carolina 
(3-4) fell behind 40-20. The Gamecocks shot just 
32%.

George Washington never trailed in the game and 
led by as many 35 in the second half.

The Colonials took their first win over a Power 5 
team since beating Florida in the 2016 NIT quar-
terfinals.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Meechie Johnson hit a long 3-point-
er with 25.9 seconds to go and Georgetown missed two 3s in the 
closing seconds and South Carolina rallied to defeat the Hoyas 
74-71 in overtime on Saturday.

After Jay Heath made two free throws for Georgetown to tie the 
game at 71 with 52.7 seconds left, South Carolina put up a 3 
from the left corner but Benjamin Bosmans-Verdonk snagged 
the rebound and found Johnson on the right wing.

South Carolina (4-4) rallied from an 11-point second-half defi-
cit behind Gregory “GG” Jackson II, who scored all 22 of his 
points after halftime. Johnson had 17 points, eight assists and 
seven rebounds. Hayden Brown added 16 points and matched 
Jackson’s eight rebounds.

Heath had 23 points to lead the Hoyas (4-5), who have been 
outscored by 67 points in the second half of their five losses. 
Primo Spears added 18 points and Brandon Murray 13.

It was a wild finish at regulation. After South Carolina missed 
the front end of a one-and-one with 24 seconds left, Spears had 
a mean cross-over outside the left elbow that led to a pull-up 
jumper at the foul line to give Georgetown a 65-64 lead at 5.6 
seconds.

South Carolina threw the ball away on a long pass. However, af-
ter lengthy review, it was determined that Heath pulled Brown’s 
jersey, keeping him from reaching the throw. A flagrant-two foul 
call led to free throws for Brown at 3.8 seconds and he made 1 
of 2 to tie it.

On the ensuing possession, Jackson missed a 10-foot turn-
around jumper as time expired.

South Carolina shot 32% and had 10 turnovers to trail 37-26 at 
the half. Jackson came to life with two quick buckets and at one 
point scored 11-straight before Johnson hit a 3-pointer to make 
it a one-point game with 5:25 to play.

After a Georgetown turnover, Jackson fed Brown for a layup to 
put the Gamecocks up 62-61, their first lead since 10-7. Anoth-
er turnover led to a Jacobi Wright basket for a 64-61 lead. But 
Murray scored with 1:02 to play and the then Spears gave the 
Hoyas the lead.

Georgetown is home against Siena on Wednesday, South Car-
olina has a week off before hosting Presbyterian on Dec. 11.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Freshman Gregory “GG” Jackson II 
scored 18 points, Meechie Johnson added 16 and South Carolina used 
a 14-0 run midway through the second half to pull away for a 68-57 
win over Presbyterian on Sunday night.

Jackson has scored in double figures in each game as a member of the 
Gamecocks and went into the game leading the team in scoring (17.0 
per game) and rebounding (7.5).

Jackson threw down a dunk with about 12 minutes remaining to spark 
the big run — including seven points by Hayden Brown — over the 
next 6 minutes that gave South Carolina a 55-44 lead. Marquis Barnett 
hit a 3-pointer that trimmed Presbyterian’s deficit to 63-55 with 2:41 
left, but the Blue Hose got no closer.

Brown, a graduate transfer who scored 1,402 career points for The Cit-

South Carolina committed a season-low six turnovers.

Benjamin Bosmans-Verdonk made back-to-back baskets before he 
blocked a shot by Ard that led to a fast-break dunk by Jackson to give 
South Carolina a 6-0 lead less than 90 seconds into the game.

Jackson and Johnson scored five points apiece — and each hit a 
3-pointer — in a 10-3 spurt that made it 16-5 with 14 minutes left in 
the first half. Jackson made another 3 to give the Gamecocks a 13-point 
lead with 5 minutes before halftime but Presbyterian scored 11 straight 
points before a Jackson layup made it 37-33 at the break.

Owen McCormack hit a 3 and Trevon Reddish-Rhone followed with 
four consecutive points to open the second half — while South Caro-
lina missed its first six shots — to give the Blue Hose their first lead of 
the game at 40-37 with 17 minutes to play.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — Reserve Ezra Manjon 
scored 24 points and fellow backup Liam Robbins 
scored 22 points and Vanderbilt used overtime to cre-
ate safe space for an 84-79 win over South Carolina on 
Tuesday night.

In an SEC opener for both teams, Vanderbilt (8-6, 1-0) 
built its largest lead of the game at 82-75 with 21 sec-
onds left in the extra session.

Despite their 22-for-35 effort from the free-throw line, 
the Commodores went 12 for 15 from the line in over-
time to seal it with Manjon and Robbins the only Vandy 
players going to the line.

Reserve Jordan Wright scored 13 points for Vanderbilt, 
which saw its bench account for 64 points. Tyrin Law-
rence was the only starter to score in double figures with 
10 points.

South Carolina tied it at the end of regulation on its 
frantic final possession when Meechie Johnson found a 
wide-open Hayden Brown who laid it in underneath the 
basket without landing on the ground upon the receiv-
ing the pass with .3 seconds left.

Johnson recovered the loose ball after Robbins blocked 
Chico Carter Jr.’s 3-point attempts with a second left. 
Carter recovered the long rebound after Johnson missed 
a deep 3 with four seconds left.

Robbins’ put-back basket following Manjon’s miss on a 
reverse-layup attempt put Vanderbilt ahead 63-61 with 
3:20 left, its first lead in more than 13 minutes.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Olivier Nkamhoua scored a season-high

The Vols (13-2) started 3-0 in the Southeastern Conference for the first 
time in four seasons and showed the depth and talent to think that 
streak in the rugged league could continue.

Nkamhoua, a 6-foot-9 senior forward, led Tennessee with 10 rebounds 
for his second double-double this season.

Nkamhoua, who went 5 for 5 for 10 points in an 83-57 win over Mis-
sissippi State on Tuesday, continued his run of perfection against the 
Gamecocks.

He was a major part in the Vols’ quick start, scoring seven points the 
first 10 minutes as Tennessee built a 24-7 lead on the way to its ninth 
victory in the past 10 games with South Carolina (7-8, 0-2).

South Carolina missed 10 of 11 shots during one stretch and settled for 
outside shots, which the Gamecocks struggled to connect on as they 
were 1 of 13 on 3s the first 20 minutes.

LEXINGTON, Ky. – Meechie Johnson hit six 3-point-
ers and scored a career-high 26 points to lead South 
Carolina over Kentucky 71-68, winning at Rupp Arena 
for the first time in 14 years and giving coach Lamont 
Paris his first SEC victory.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Matthew Murrell made 
five 3-pointers and scored 23 points, Jayveous McKinn-
is had 14 points and 10 rebounds and Mississippi beat 
South Carolina 70-58 on Tuesday night for the Rebels’ 
first SEC victory this season.

It was the first SEC win for Ole Miss (9-9, 1-5) since 
beating Georgia on Feb. 19 before losing its final four 
conference games last season.

Murrell scored 16 of his points in the second half, 
including 3-pointers on back-to-back possessions to 
extend the Ole Miss lead to 55-42 with 4:16 left. He 
finished two points shy of his season high.

Freshman Amaree Abram added eight points and James 
White, making his second career start, had seven points 
for Ole Miss, which plays No. 25 Arkansas on Saturday.

Ole Miss led 30-20 at the break after holding South 
Carolina to 30% shooting. The Gamecocks went sev-
en-plus minutes without making a field goal and closed 
the half making just two of their final 14 shots.

Ole Miss went on a 10-0 run in the second half, with 
five straight points from TJ Caldwell, to take a 45-31 
lead with 11 minutes left.

Star freshman Gregory Jackson II scored 15 points on 
5-of-20 shooting and Chico Carter Jr. added 12 points 
for South Carolina (8-10, 1-4). The Gamecocks shot 
37% from the field and were out-rebounded 43-31.

GAINESVILLE, Fla. – Florida won for the fifth time in 
its last six SEC games Wednesday night, defeating South 
Carolina, 81-60. The Gators star big man, Colin Castle-
ton, led the team with 18 points thanks to an efficient 
7-of-10 shooting night on the team’s home floor. Florida 
shot 47.0 percent (31-for-66) for the game.

The Gamecocks shot just 36.7 percent (22-of-60). It 
marked the team’s fifth time shooting below 40 percent 
in seven conference games played this season.

Carolina trailed by just eight at the break, 34-26, as the 
team’s exchanged buckets on both ends of the floor for 
portions of the opening 20 minutes. Junior forward Josh 
Gray was effective for the Gamecocks with seven points 
and five rebounds in the first half.

Florida used a 12-2 run to open up the second half that 
pushed its lead to 16, 46-30, with 16:30 to go. Carolina 
would cut it to 11 but 2 minutes later but the Gators 
used another big run to extend the lead to 25, 62-37, 
with just over 10 minutes to go.

Florida turned 15 Gamecock turnovers into 16 points 
and also scored 21 fastbreak points to Carolina’s three.

Four of the Gators’ starters scored in double figures 
alongside Castleton. They also got 15 points off the 
bench from Kowacie Reeves, who knocked down a trio 
of 3s.

Gray (11 points and 13 rebounds) and freshman forward 
Gregory “GG” Jackson II (20 points and 10 rebounds) 
each finished with a double-double for South Carolina. It 
marks the first time two Gamecocks had a double-double 
in the same game since Maik Kotsar and Keyshawn Bry-
ant on Feb. 26, 2020 vs. Georgia in Columbia.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — Johni Broome had a sea-
son-high 27 points and 11 rebounds as No. 16 Auburn 
took control late in the opening half to run past strug-
gling South Carolina 81-66 on Saturday.

Broome’s performance helped the Tigers to their fifth 
straight win and offset a career-best 30 points from 
Gamecocks’ freshman Gregory “GG” Jackson II.

The 6-foot-10 Broome took full advantage of South 
Carolina’s undersized interior for the Tigers (16-3, 6-1 
Southeastern Conference) .

He hit 12 of his 17 shots in 30 minutes for his sixth 
double-double this season and fifth against an SEC op-
ponent.

Auburn got out in front early, but the Gamecocks (8-
11, 1-5) were still in the game despite shooting less than 
20% from the floor and not hitting a field goal for more 
than five minutes in the first half. That’s when the Tigers 
closed the half with a 12-3 run and eventually led by as 
many as 26 points in the final 20 minutes.

The Gamecocks finished a three-game homestand with 
three double-digit losses, all after a stunning win over 
Kentucky at Rupp Arena on Jan. 10. South Carolina has 
not led any SEC home game at any point this season.

Wendell Green Jr. had 16 points and Jaylin Williams 
had 12 for Auburn.

Meechie Johnson was South Carolina’s only other player 
in double figures with 11 points.

Trailing by two, South Carolina’s Gregory “GG” Jack-
son missed the second of two free throws, Oquendo 
was fouled grabbing the rebound and he made 1 of 2 at 
the line. Jackson then missed a desperation turnaround 
3-pointer that bounced off the back of the rim.

Oquendo made 10 of 15 from the line and finished 
with 16 points. Mardrez McBride made five 3-pointers 
and scored 17 points to lead Georgia (14-7, 4-4). Frank 
Anselem had 12 points and Terry Roberts 10.

Jackson scored 18 points with nine rebounds for the 
Gamecocks and Hayden Brown had 17 points and 10 
rebounds before fouling out late in regulation.
